Regretfully, over the past
several months, there has been
asteady decline in the partici-
pation by parents and students
in Parents For Teens. The
dances are no longer well
attended. Perhaps the kids are
no longer interested in the
dances. Our concern, how-
ever, is that there are students
gelting permission 10 go 0
the dances and going else-
where.

Al the street dances, stu-
dents as young as junior high
age are let out at the intersec-
tion. Some of these students
stand on the comer 1o he
picked up by older kids and
drive off. Some of them sim-
ply walk off. Eventually,
some of them retum to the
dance; some do not. The lack
of bathrooms and telephones
makes it impossible to have a
secure situation at a street
dance. While all parents are
welcome, very few come by
even for a few minutes.

Although the dances held
indoors are easier 10 secure,
many kids leave early. Are
parents aware of this? While
chaperones can control the
students at the dance, they
can not be responsible for
those that leave.

The very best way to know
where your child is and what
your child is doing would be
o help chaperone some of
these dances. There have been
only a hand full of people
willing to serve as Parents
For Teens chaperones, be-
cause they care about the
children in this town. Since
we have virtually no recrea-
tional facilitics, the dances
have been a safe fun enter-
tainment. However, if the
teens and parents are not
willing to participate in the
program it may cease to func-
uon.

In August an open Parents
For Teens meeting will be
called. We would encourage
all parents of high school or
even junior high students 1o
attend this meeting. At this
time we will assess our goals
for the upcoming school year,
acquaint newcomers 1o the
program and consider ways
to improve on our activities.
If you can donate an evening
of your time to chaperone, 10
decorate, or to serve refresh-
ments, we need you at this
meeting. Perhaps, you can set
aside a few minutes to talk
with your teenager, and see if
there is any interest in con-
tinuing the dancesor how they
feel the dances can be im-
proved.

At the end of the Revolu-
tionary War, America found
itself locked inastruggle with
the Indians which wore on for
some twelve years until the
signing of the Treaty of
Greenville in 1795, The to-
ken force which had been left
over from the Regular Army
at the end of the Revolution
had proved inadequate to

ymbat the Indians along the

onticr, and so Congress, in
1 790, authorized the creation
of a militia force 10 supple-
ment the small standing army,
the militia itself standing
down shortly after the sign-
ing of the Treaty.

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New Wording For
Fishing Regulations

Slot limits, aggregate lim-
its and possession limits are

just a few of the terms Texas
fishermen need to be familiar
with before heading to the
lake.

Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department officials said
some of the basic terminol-
ogy found in the agencys fish-
ing regulations guide contin-
ues to be misinterpreted or
misunderstood by some an-
glers. The following are justa
few of the phrases that may
be troublesome to some an-
glers.

Aggregate limit: aggregate
means a combination, sO
when the regulation says*“five
largemouth smallmouth and
spotted bass in the aggregate,”
it means the angler can retain
five bass in any combination
of the three species. This
could be all five of one spe-
cies, or acombination such as
three largemouth, one
smallmouth and one spotted.

Slot Limit: This is a rela-
tively new concept in fishery
management, designed to
protect valuable middle sized
black bass while allowing
harvest of bass in the smaller
and larger size classes. The
14-21 slot is in effect on only
seven Texas Reservoirs.
Under the slot limit, anglers
are allowed toretain only bass
shorter than 14 inches or
longer than 21 inches. Thus,
fish between the 14 and 21
inch size are said to be in the
protected “slot.” Slot limit
lakes have a daily bag limitof
three bass.

Mininum and Maximum
lengths: Some fish species,
such as spotted slatiout, have
only aminimum length limit.
Anglers can retain 10 spotted™
slatiout per day, and all those
retained must be at least 15
inches long. For other spe-
cies such as red drum, there is
both a minimum and maxi-
mum length limit, Anglersare
allowed to retain three red
drum per day, and all those
retained must measure longer
than 14 inches but less than
30 inches. This type of limit
is designed to protect smaller,
immature fish and also the
larger individuals that are
valuable spawners.

Possession Limit: The
regulations say “possession
limit” means the maximum
number of a species that may
be possessed at one time.

Length Measurement: A
fish must be measured lying
on its side on a flat surface
with its jaw closed and the
tail fin squeezed together or
turned in a way to obtain the
maximum overall length,

Another matter to be aware.
of when checking the
department’s fishing regula-
tions is a chart showing state-
wide bag and size limits for
all game fish. Be sure tocheck
the list of exceptions because
reservoirs have special limits
that are different from state-
wide limits.

Officials remind anglers
that fishing licenses expire
August 31 each year. The

1990-91 licenses and regula-
tions guide will be available
from department offices
across the state during Au-

Rep. Dick Armey, R-Cop-
per Canyon, has been asking
that pertinent question, and
members of Congress are
starting to listen. Rep. Armey,
who has made reductions in
farm subsidies his new cru-
sade, is proposing the “Pea-
nut Program Modcrnization
Act,” along with Rep. Andy
Jacobs, D-Ind. They have
campiled some impressive
cvidence of inequitics in the
pcanut program:

« By holding down produc-
tion, the peanut program cre-
atcs an artificial scarcity,
which forces consumers 10
pay higher prices for pcanuts.
Without the quota system,
consumers could save as
much as 40 cents on the cost
of an 18-ounce jar priced at
$1.79.

That
brings the price down to more
competitive market levels
abroad - but'it means Amcri-
cans pay 45-50 percent more
here at home.

* The price support fo
peanuts under the quota sys-
tem hasincreased 13 percent
since enactment of the 1985
farm bill, while support lev-
els for all other major crops
have decreased.

* Al present, peanut pro-
ductionis frozen where it was
a half-century ago. Consider
the difference between pea-
nut farming growth and soy-
bean farming growth: In 1930,
the U.S. harvested 1.1 mil-
lion acres each of peanuts and
soybeans. By 1980, the pea-
nutacreage hadgrownto 12.4
million acres, which looks
acceptable until you look at
soybean acreage. Soybean
acreage expanded to 68 mil-
lion acres.

AsRep. Armey putit, “The
peanut program has done to
the peanut industry what
central planning has done to
Eastern Europe.”

His propesal would simply
replace the antiquated peanut
program with a price support
system similar to other crops.
That’s still not a free-market
system. Even so, it’s going o
be like rolling a you-know-
what uphill to get the pro-
posal out of the Agriculture
Committee, where it faces
strong opposition from agri-
culture lobbics. But it de-
serves the chance to be
broughttoavote on the House
floor.
