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Jains, this writer has never seen 
a year when so little wheat was 
showing as there is this year. A 
trip to Plainview or to Amarillo 
will reveal very little along the 
highways, hence, very few cows 
grazing on me succulent plants, a 
customary sight.

Ye. it won’t be a short crop year, 
because in Kansas, Nebraska, the 

■ Dakotas and elsewhere growers 
were more fortunate in getting their 
wheat planted and up.

But if we have any sort of season | 
this spring the Plains ought to be 
teeming with milo, kaffir and he- 
gari crops. Much of this former 
wheat land will be planted in feed 
grain crops, probably for the first 
time.

Note to local Wallace man: It’s 
bad enough In broad daylight to 
gloat over the Wallace victory in 
the 24th New York Congressional
listrict, but it’s awful to do it at 
6:30 am. Ye editor was hardly out 
of bed when the telephone jangled. 
His sleepy mind could think of no 
suitable riposte. He later thought 
of saying that one swallow does 

•not make a summer. Anyway, the 
T diace faction may make a show- 

on the extreme fringes of the 
nation, but here in the hinterland, 
in the great middle reaches where' 
conservatism is a cardinal virtue, 
we do not expect to see anyone sus- 
j^bcted of having the endorsement 
o f t h e  pinkish elements to reach 
any great heights of popularity.

The newly completed Church of 
Christ building in Muleshoe gives 
us another stirring example of hu­
man cooperation.

« f  the Muleshoe Church of Christ 
are very proud of their new church 
home—but the people of the whole 
Muleshoe country join them whole­
heartedly in this pride. It is a dis­
tinct contribution to the communi­
ty and all the people are glad about 
it—not only for the physical build- 

but for the wonderful spirit 
that brought it into existence.

Formal opening of the new 
Church of Christ edifice is set for 
the coming Sunday, Feb. 22, mem­
bers of the congregation announced 
today. New opera type seats that 
have been ordered will not reach 
here by that time, but old pews and 
extra chairs will be placed for use 
in the new church building.

Ministers of churches over the 
Plains have been invited to attend 
this formal opening and dedication 
of the new church edifice.

The hew church edifice is a very 
handsome structure, built of light 
brick and tile with 13 inch fire 
walls. A wide entrance on the high­
way is flanked on either side by 
rest rooms, -storage rooms and nur­
sery.

The sane uary is spacious, and 
will seat about 350. The floors and 
ceiling are built like a theatre, with 
oVal roof and elevated floor so 
that all may see. Walls of the in­
terior are painted a light green. 
The ceiling is of Celotex, which 
ought to add to the room’s acoustic 
qualities.

Floors are of concrete, covered 
with square composition t i l e .  
Strong steel frames and reaches 
provide strength for the roof, which 
has a steep pitch.

At the rear of the altar, a baptis­
try has been constructed and is 
about finished. A wall picture suit­
able for the baptistry has just been 
hung to cover the back wall.

The church auditorium Will be 
lighted with fluorescent lights. 
Heating arrangements will be made 
after the seats have been placed.

From the main auditorium halls 
lead back to the back of the dress­
ing rooms near the baptistry, and 
in time will lead from there to 
class rooms of the educational part 
of the church, to be constructed 
later.

For use at time of funerals, a 
large door has been cut to the right 
of the sanctuary, near the rostrum.

The church is small, but extremely 
functional, and well merits the ex­
treme pride that the congregation 
is evincing in it. It is the first new 
church to be built here in several 
years.

Exterminating Rats
W TITH  grain and food conserva- 

tion a pressing need today, one 
o f the prime considerations of 
nearly every farmer should be ex­
termination of rats. The annual 
damage to feed and flocks inflicted 
by rats amounts to millions o f dol­
lars. Not only do rats consume 
and spoil feed, but they kill chicks, 
spread  d isea ses  and dam age 
buildings.

Number 1 on your program of 
rat extermination should be clean­
ing up trash piles and refuse of 
all kinds, especially in and near 
farm buildings. Then prepare for 
the kill by placing unpoisoned bait 
at locations frequented by rats. 
Repeat this operation for several 
nights to coax the rat population 
out in force. Meat or flsh is gcod 
bait, being a change o f pace from 
the rats’ usual p a in  diet, After 
lulling the rats into a false sense 
o f security, place poises* on the 
bait About a week later repeat 
extermination, using different bait.

Don’t overlook the importance of 
rat-proofing, however. The illus­
tration above shows how grain can 
be stored on skids and blocks which 
leave plenty o f room underneath 
for cats or dogs to catch prowling 
rats.

Another effective control measure 
is to line the wails and floors o f 
your farm buildings with asbestos 
cement board, a mineral product 
which is impervious to rats. This 
material, which additionally ia. 
weatherproof and fireproof, also 
comes in the forms o f siding aed 
roofing.

Recent tests in Champaign and 
Urbana, 111., homes showed that 
much fuel oil and heat are being 
wasted. This situation is believed 
to exist country-wide. Poorly ad­
justed and wornout oil burners 
and furnaces, plus lack of insula­
tion and storm sash, and bad 
heating practices are chiefly 
responsible.

Scientific instruments, like the 
one above, were employed in the 
test surveys by 70 experts of the 
Oil-O-Matic Division of Eureka

isfactorlly, too. However, when an 
elderly person complains of being 
overtired, or otherwise not physi­
cally fit, »  day of rest in bed is 
advisable. By providing light and 
easily digested food and applying 
warmth to the body of an aged pa­
tient, he is often tided over a mild 
or threatened illness.

Special attention should be paid 
also to proper clothing, diet, and 
exercise of the elderly. With rea­
sonable attention to certain well- 
defined and easily followed princi­
ples of personal hygiene, it is pos­
sible to grow old gracefully. Fur­
thermore it is also possible, in many 
instances, to retain one’s faculties 
to such an extent as to make old 
age a pleasure rather than a burden.

There may be severe blow periods 
at other times in the season, but the highest average wind velo­
cities occur during the late wln'er and spring months. During 
these periods of high wind velocity, soil may be moved which 
otherwise might have remained in place under average wind pres­
sure.

As spring approaches. It is time to take every possible pre­
caution to prevent soil losses from wind erosion.

In traveling over the county, one cannot fall to see large un­
protected areas which will suffer soil and fertility losses unless 
immediate steps are taken to prevent blowing.

These areas are usually found where a crop of cotton has 
been grown and harvested by sledding or harvested with a me­
chanical harvester which tends to powder and pulverize the soil. 
Cotton provides little or no protection against wind erosion. It Is 
therefore necessary to apply tiifiely and emergency tillage to keep 
the soil from blowing. Chiseling as deeply as possible is a very 
good method to prevent soil blowing. Hi is practice will largely 
prevent soil blowing for several weeks. The next preventative 
measure will be listing and seedbed preparation.* ,

Texas Highway 
Maps Are Ready

Austin, Feb. 18—The Spring Edi­
tion of the Texas Highway Depart­
ment’s official travel maps is be­
ing released, for public distribution 
State Highway Engineer D. C. 
Greer has announced.

The new four color map incor­
porates all changes in the state road 
system through December occas­
ioned by >he Department's vast 
postwar road building program.

There is a generous display of 
color pictures representing a cross 
section of the State’s industrial and 
recreational assets.

Pioneer Extends 
Airlines To Clovis

Direct airrine service from Amar­
illo to El Paso, and air service for 
eight cities in Eastern New Mexico, 
will be inaugurated by Pioneer Air­
lines as soon as equipment is avail­
able.

This announcement was made fil- 
lowing word from Washington that 
the Civil Aeronautics Board had 
granted Pioneer an extension o f

its lines into the Sunshine State.
The new service involves the es­

tablishment of two additional routes, 
totaling 700 miles. One line will 
operate from Amarillo to El Paso 
via Clovis, Roswell, Alamogordo and 
Las Cruces. The other will operate 
from Lubbock to Albuquerque via 
Clovis, Tucumcari, Las Vegas and 
Santa Fe.

direct connections can be made 
there. Thus Amarillo passengers 
will be able to proceed with little 
delay to Albuquerque and other 
cities on the northern leg of the 
Lubbock route, and Lubbock pas­
sengers will be able to make im­
mediate connections for El Paso.

prewar years.

This information on mortgaged 
and unmortgaged farms is derived 
from data gathered in the 1946
Census of Agriculture. Authorities 
regard the 1946 figure as a close ap­
proximation of the current situa­
tion in view of the trend of over­
all farm mortgage debt since that 
year. As a matter of fact, equities 
in many of the mortgaged proper­
ties have very likely increased since 
then a6 a result of the further rise 
in farm land prices in the last two 
years.

In 1945 there were 1,711,665 mort­
gaged farms in the country, repres­
enting 29.2 per cent of the total 
number of farms. This ratio con­
trasts with 1940 when 38.8 per cent 
of all farms were mortgaged, while 
the proportions of mortgaged farms 
for 1935. 1930 and 1925 were 34.5 
per cent, 40.1 per cent and 39.2 
per cent, respectively.

Country And City Business Men 
Are “ Getting Better Acquainted”

College Station, Feb. 15—The bus­
inessmen of the country—the far­
mers and ranchmen of America— 
and the businessmen of the cities 
and towns are getting better ac­
quainted, and a result, each 
group is obtain;::, t  clearer under­
standing and > o*? «'r appreciation 
cf the o tier's iu- ess behavior, 
problem *nd oot* ’-. ’ ities.

Timm is one of 
two land-grant college repres­
entatives serving as members of 
and consultants to the commit­
tee.
Timm’s belief that closer town 

and country cooperation is under­
way is based on the work done by 
the national committee as well as 
his observations of farmer-busi­
nessmen matters in local chambers 
of commerce, service clubs, county 
units of farm organizations and 
other groups. The time has passed, 
he says, when a speaker needs to 
explain why he is talking about 
agriculture to a business group or 
any group of non-farmers. It is 
an accepted fact that their inter­
ests are, in the end, closely related.

Timm points out that there are 
four main reasons why the need 
for better understanding and ap­
preciation between businessmen and 
farmers is more urgent today. First, 
of course, If the food crisis which 
turns the eyes of the world to 
American agriculture.

Second, the increasing speciali­
zation and commercialization of 
farm6, and the end of this trend Is 
not in sight. This development, 
which means that cash expenditures 
by the farmer are greatly increas­
ed, is responsible for the greater 
efficiency in the farm business as 
well as the higher standard of liv­
ing in the farm home, and means 
a growing dependence of agricul­
ture upon the goods and services 
bought from businessmen in town. 
On the other hand, it means the 
welfare of th« businessmen is more 
closely allied with the degree of 
farm prosperity.

The fact that rural people, in­
cluding those living in small 
towns, make up the highest po­
tential source of buying power 
in this country is the third rea­
son. Obviously, the extent of 
their buying corresponds to the 
level of their net income.
And fourth, adustments for the 

extent and kind of population mi­
gration that goes on between farm 
;.nd city requires understanding be­
tween agriculture and business. 
Over the long haul, the migration 
is to the city and apparently will 
continue in that general direction. 
But a depression turns the migra­
tion toward the farm and for a 
period of time this influx of popu­
lation intensifies farm problems as 
well as the economic problems of 
non-farm life.

Some of 'the fundamentals af­
fecting the nation’s economic life 
that farmers and businessmen now 
seem in more general agreement, 
the economist says, are: the role

mers when major adjustments are 
necessary or disturbing conditions 
threaten; farmers cooperatives' 
place In the farm economy; the ad­
vantages of mechanization; the im­
portance of a foreign outlet for 
substantial amounts of agricultural 
production and the necessity of 
solving surplus farm population 
problems largely off the farm.

Additional problems which af­
fect farmers and businessmen alike 
and on which there is better under­
standing are soil conservation pro­
grams, which are basic to continu­
ing business and farm prosperity;

“But the important thing is that 
we are making progress in our un­
derstanding of mutual problems 
and that is good for all of us."

Hale Center—J. Frank Norfleet, 

colorful Hale Center rancher-de­
tective, about whom hundreds of 
magazine articles, a book, numer­
ous radio programs, a motion pic­
ture and even comic strips have 
told millions of people in North 
America of hi* epic man hunts, ob­
served his eighty-fourth birthday 
Feb. 23.

Even though hie hearing is fail­
ing, his steel blue eyes still con­
tain the sharpness of the prairie 
sky. He busies himself about the 
ijanch home, located flkve miles 
southwest of Hale Center, helping 
amiable Mlni^tree Flake, handy­
man, hired hand and “foreman” 
with the ta6ks of feeding several 
head of horses, some of which i: 
valuable race stock; feeding a few 
head of cattle; some hogs and a 
few remaining game cocks, the des­
cendants of a once large flock well- 
known throughout the Southwest.

Rancher by profession detective 
of necessity and author of a book 
about his experiences to better tell 
the world of the ruthlessness of 
confidence men, Norfleet was bom 
In San Saba county Feb. 23, 1864. 
After a brief schooling In a one- 
teacher school, he came to the Tex­
as plains when a lad of 13.

In 1894 he married Liza Hudgins, 

daughter of an early nay Hale 
county ranch family.
