Rick Perry Will Speak 
At Chamber Breakfast

For the second time as as 
many years, the Cisco Hospi­
tal District will attempt to 
increase its tax rate to a point 
which promises to support the 
operation of E.L. Graham 
Memorial Hospital in Cisco. 
The first attempt, in 1989, 
ended in a roll-back of the tax 
rate in a January election.

Because of the roll-back 
and other factors, the hospital 
was forced to close its doors 
on August 25 when funds 
were exhausted. The new tax 
rate, 50 cents per hundred 
dollar valuation of property, 
will establish a firm base for 
the hospital when it is re­
opened, according to Bob 
Connor, hospital board presi­
dent. That amount would 
generate approxim ately 
$500,000 per year.

In addition to the tax 
money, a start-up fund of 
some $300,000 must come 
from other sources, and 
community leaders arc plan­
ning an organization to at­
tempt raising that amount, to 
be used in physician recruit­
ment and alternative health 
care delivery services. Pan of 
those services would be reac­
tivation of the chemical de­
pendency unit which the 
Eastco Homes

hospital operated earlier, and 
development of a specialty 
clinic and respite care pro­
gram.

Built in 1970, the hospital 
is structurally soundand well- 
maintained. However, there 
are some repairs to be made 
to X-ray equipment and a 
boiler prior to opening.

“What we need now is 
suppon from the community 
to finatKe the survival of a 
viable, strong, health facility 
which can only be done by 
the desire of the area to have 
our own facility without de­
pending on other towns,” 
Connor said.

By keeping the hospital, 
Cisco stands to gain, in addi­
tion to convenient and ade­
quate health services, oppor­
tunity to recruit new physi­
cians for the town, and retain 
local ambulance service from 
the hospital base, rather than 
out-of-town service, which 
result in emergency service 
delays.

Also, the approximately 
$1,500,000 annually gener­
ated by the hospital will be 
re ta in^  in Cisco, and medi­
care and medicaid payments 
will be used in Cisco treat­
ment ratlier than other loca­
tions. Too, the aged and poor

Medicare payments to all 
rural hospitals (including 
Cisco’s) will be increased 
soon to help support the ex­
penses of the hôpital.

Middle East Crisis Exposing 
Children To Military Conflict

The crisis in the Middle 
East is exposing children to 
something that this country 
hasn’t seen in a long time— 
military conflict.

The nightly news offers 
children a view into the dark 
world of war: soldicrs.ianks, 
machine guns.and gas masks. 
Adults then accept it as a 
necessary evil, but it can be 
frightening for children.

“ParcniS need to discuss the 
crisis with their childer,” said 
Dr. Rorcnce Eddins, a child 
psychiatrist at Baylor College 
of Medicine in Houston. 
“Children hear rumors and if 
not reassured, they may think 
the situation is too terrible to 
discuss."

It is important to consider 
the child’s age and develop­
ment level when explaining 
the crisis. One way to deter­
mine this level, is to have the 
child ask questions. Parents 
will be better informed about 
the child’s fears and can alle­
viate them without creating 
new ones.

Eddins says that ignoring 
children’s fears may cause 
them to surface in other ways.

A change in behavior is the

first sign that something is 
wrong. If the pattern contin­
ues for more than one week, 
parents should consider pro­
fessional counseling for their 

child.
If a family member is over­

seas, then a good support 
system is critical. Support 
can come from a number of 
places including family.com- 
munity, teachers and coun­
selors. Maintaining contact 
with that family member 
prevents the child from feel­
ing forgotten. Encourage 
them to write letters or send 
packages. Olderchildrcnmay 
keep a scrapbook of newspa­
per accounts.

“The child may ask if the 
family member is in danger,” 
Eddins said. “Parents must 
be honest with the child and 
not make any promises that 
cannot be kept.”

To help a child through the 
separation period, relate the 
homecoming to a major event 
or make a calendar and mark 
off the days until the family 
member returns. Children are 
also comforted by routine. 
Keep changes minimal dur­
ing the separation.

“ I strongly encourage par­
ents to make an effort to 
communicate with their chil­
dren,” said Eddins. “Honesty 
builds trust which can dispel 
fear.”

Notice May Require 
Contact With 
Social Security

Starting on October, some 
people in the BigCounuy area 
may receive a notice from 
their financial institution in­
dicating that the Social Secu­
rity number and /or the name 
inthc insiilution’srccordsarc 
different than the ones in the 
records of the Internal Reve­
nue Service,Glyn Hammons, 
Social Security manager in 
Abilene said recently.

In some cases, Hammons 
said, it may be ncccs.sary for 
the person to contact Social 
Security to change his or her 
name in Social Security rec­
ords or to verify the informa­
tion already in those records.

If the person needs to 
change the information in 
Social Security records, he or 
she should have documentary 
evidence showing both his or 
her old and new names, as 
well as evidence of identity, 
Hammons said.

It is a good idea to call 
Social Security first to make 
sure what action is needed. 
That way , an unnecessary 
visit to the office may be 
avoided. It is easy to call 
SocialSccurity’sloll free tele­
phone number, 1-800-234- 
5772.

Toll-free telephone service 
is available from 7a.m. to 
7p.m. on weekdays. The best 
times to call arc early in the 
morning and late afternoon. 
And if you can, it is best to 
call later in the week and later 
in the month.

Post Office 
Gives Middle 
East Mail Tips

Mail has been described as 
t le biggest morale booster for 
«'Ur service people stationed 
overseas and as an essential 
link with home. And despite 
some problems the Postal 
Service and the military have 
experienced in delivering 
mail to personnel in Opera­
tion Desert Shield, they in­
sist that they can get the mail 
through. It may take 5 to 10 
days and even longer if it is 
forwarded from an 
individual's pre-deployment 
address.

Local postal workers have 
been asked for instructions in 
sending mail to personnel in 
Operation Desert Shield, and 
they have shared some tips 
with us.

Mail sent to Navy person­
nel with a Hect Post Office 
address can usually be deliv­
ered more quickly and does 
not have to go through for­
eign customs.

However, mail going to one 
of the 39 Army/Air Force 
Post Offices in Saudi Arabia 
and the Persian Gulf area are 
subject to customs inspec­
tions. Such mail can be re­
jected for delivery if it in­
cludes picturesof people who 
are not fully dressed, such as 
picuircs of girls or women 
which reveal their legs or 
shoulders.pork orporkprod­
ucts, alcohol, firearms, (v 
religious materials.

The Eastland County Lit­
eracy Project has received a 
proclamation from Texas 
Governor William P. Cle­
ments naming September as 
Literacy Volunteer Month.

The local Literacy Project 
is now starting its fifth year • 
and the last four years have 
been very busy ones. Corric 
Cowley is Director of the 
group.

Eastland Centennial Me­
morial Library is still a main 
base for Literacy work, but 
there is now an active Eastland 
County Literacy Council. 
There are volunteers throug- 
out the county, including 
student volunteers from Cisco 
Junior College.

The first year of the last 
four was mainly spent in lit­

eracy training and classes at 
Eastland Memorial Library. 
The second year featured the 
ESOL Program (English and 
a Second Language). During 
the third year the Amnesty 
classes were added, and these 
were continued through the 
next year. Another big proj­
ect of the fourth year was 
getting the Eastland County 
Literacy Council organized.

Director Cowley says that 
in this new year Amnesty 
classes will not be offered, 
but Literacy, ESOL and pre- 
GED tutoring will be avail­
able. Tutoring is arranged on 
an individual basis.

Since the Literacy Project 
began here many people have 
been helped by the classes. 
Director Cowley states that a

lack of tutors is the only lim­
iting factor to the work here.

"Tutors arc always 
needed,” she says.

A training workshop will 
be offered in early October, 
and details on this will be 
announced soon. The Liter­
acy Council is also beginning 
a Family Literacy Program, 
and this promises to be very 
worthwhile.

All the volunteers in the 
Eastland County Literacy 
work deserve special recog­
nition - this month and every 
month!

Bob Jessen, Texas Parks 
and W ildlife Department 
waterfowl program leader, 
said the main reason for going 
to steel shot is that millions of 
birds arc dying annually 
across itie U.S. because of 
lead shot.

Lead embedded in the 
bird’s brxly from being shot 
is not the problem. If the bird 
survives wounds from being 
shot, the lead is scaled off in 
the muscles and causes no 
f unlier i>roblems, he said. The 
problem occurs when a bird 
ingests lead shot while feed­
ing. Us digestive juices dis­
solve the highly toxic lead 
into a soluble form that is 
absorbed into the blood- 
sucam.

With the addition of coun­
ties this year, the number of 
waterfowl taken with steel 
shot will be more than 80 
percent, Jessen said. “It 
should subside dramatically 
with time. We’re on the right 
track. We’re going to save 
two to three million birds a 
year, nationally."

Steel shut zones began with 
heavily hunted areas - coun­
ties with harvestsof ijnore Ilian 
20 birds per square mile • in 
1987. Those at more thai 15 
per square mile were added in 
1988,1 Our more in 1989 and

GARDEN
Proper Lawn And Garden Care

By Jim Albanene
These hints from experts 

ran help keep the wrongs out 
of the annual rites of la wn and 
garden rare for the four out of 
every five households—more 
than 70 million Americans— 
who spend time participating 
in them.

As anyone who has ever 
worked in the yard knows, 
there frequently are prob­
lems. Insects and weeds ac­
count for the biggest head­
aches in lawn and garden 
care; troublesome pests such 
as grubs, wasps, Japanese 
beetles and broadleaf weeds 
ran all wreak havoc.

How do you know when 
you have a problem? Brown 
spots in your lawn can be one 
giveaway, indicating the 
likely presence of insects such 
as grubs. Mounds, perhaps 
caused by fire ants, can be 
another. Vegetation nibbled 
and destroyed by any number 
of inserts can be another sign, 
as can be the presence of un­
sightly weeds

most common type, such as 
dandelion, plaintain. chick 
weed, clover, wild onion and 
poison ivy—can best be con­
trolled when they are growing 
vigorously, because they are 
must vulnerable at that time.

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Weed Control
There are herbicides that 

can be applied at the same 
time that you plant your lawn, 
because they will nut harm 
either new grass seed or 
grass. For example, Spectra- 
cide Lawn Weed Killer can be 
used when a lawn is planted, 
killing more than 30 varieties 
of weeds in the process.

There are two optimum 
times of the year to exercise 
weed control: When weeds 
start to grow actively in the 
spring, and at the end of the 
growing season, when they 
try to get a foothold while 
lying dormant during the 
winter.

mon irritant for amateur 
landscapers. Just as with 
weeds, the homeowner is nut 
likely to know exactly what 
actual bug is present; some 
times even the experts have 
trouble identifying the insect 
responsible for a specific prob­
lem.

That’s really not neces­
sary, though, because there 
are some insecticides on the 
market which control nearly 
all bugs that can pester a 
homeowner Usik for a lawn 
and garden pniduct. such as 
Spertracide's l.,awn and Car 
den insect Control, that ran 
kill more than a hundred 
common varieties of inserts.

Foster Parents Classes To Begin Sept. 25
The Texas Department of 

Human Services will present 
a ten-week series of classes 
for Foster and Adoptive Par­
ents, beginning Tuesday, 
Sept. 25, 6:(X)-9:00 p.m. at 
the First United Methodist 
Church, 419 W. Walker, 
Breckenridge.

Classes will be held each 
Tuesday night and lead to 
certification for persons 
completing the course. These 
training sessions are for a fi ve- 
county area, including 
Eastland County.

The instructor will be 
Henry Rodriquez, Foster 
Home/Adoptive Specialist, 
located with the Department 
of Human Services office in 
Eastland. Rodriquez will be 
assisted by Tommie Newton 
of Abilene, who has been a 
Foster Parent for eight years.

Called MAPP Program 
Classes (Model Approach to

Partnerships in Parenting), the 
training ses.sions will contain 
a lot of practical instruction 
on parenting skills.

“The main idea of these 
classes is to make sure foster 
(or adoptive) parents arc pre­
pared and can handle differ­
ent situations. Some children 
have special needs - they feel 
abandoned, or have come 
from abusive situations,” 
Rodriquez says.

He states that Eastland 
County needs more Foster 
Parents - right now. Only a 
few homes in the County arc 
certified to keep foster chil­
dren.

He also points out that new 
laws have changed various 
aspects of foster parenting. 
Foster parents can now be­
come eligible to adopt chil­
dren, including those they 
keep. Single people can now 
be Foster Parents, and counles

where both the husband and 
wife work away from the 
home can become Foster 
Parents.

Soa number of things about 
Foster Parenting have 
changed - but some things 
never change. That’s the need 
for kind, loving, patient 
people who will make a 
commitment to helping chil­
dren.

Rodriquez hopes a number 
of such people will show up 
at the MAPP classes at Breck­
enridge.
