He’s had surgery too many 
times. He can’t cat his food 
and has to be fed inuavc- 
nously. Sometimes he has as 
many as six IV tubes inserted 
into his little body simultane­
ously to sustain his life.

He has a long scar up and 
down his abdomen, a scar that 
can’t heal because doctors 
have to keep re-opening it for 
more surgery. He has a high 
heart rate and runs high fe­
vers.

Since he was 11 months 
old he has known little but 
hospitals, nurses, surgeons, 
lung and heart speciali.sts. He 
practically lives in the hospi­
tal, because doctors say he 
may die without ho.spital fa­
cilities and care.

His name is Coleman 
Price, age 2 1/2, the son of 
Trooper and Mrs. CurtisPricc 
of Eastland. He has a rare 
disease involving a defect of 
the utilization of free fatly

acids.
There are only 17 people 

in the world who have been 
diagnosed with his disease. 
Most all arc little children who 
die before they arc two.

Trooper Price and his wife 
Tina awaken each day with 
the knowledge that Coleman 
may die that day. In the midst 
of these draining emotions, 
they arc overwhelmed with 
medical bills.

For months, they have 
"farmed out’’ their three other 
children to parents, other rela­
tives, neighbors and even 
sympathetic nurses they have 
met.

The other ch ildrcn arc ages 
ten, five and 12 months.

Tina has only been with 
the one-year-old about four 
months, due to Coleman's 
consistent hospitalization. 
She has been tom between 
the need to be with Coleman 
at the hospital, and the need 
to work to cam money to pay 
hospital bills.

The Prices’ hospital bill 
recently reached $79,549.

PaU'oIman Price has been 
with the Eastland unit since 
July of 1989.

Satanism/Occult Awareness

A seminar designed to 
educate the public regarding 
Satanism and occult-related 
ritualistic crimes will be con­
ducted at 7 p.m.

“Since what happened in 
Matamoros with Mark Kil- 
roy, the public has the right to 
know about the dangers of 
these deadly cults, occults and 
Satanists,” Dr. Haynes ex­
plained. The rise in apparent 
ritualistic rimes has caused 
many law enforcement agen­
cies to take a hard look into 
new avenues of investiga­
tions. Satanism and occult 
activities are appearing in 
every part of the country. 
“And the target is our kids,” 
said Dr. Haynes.

Reports of unusual and 
bazaar evidence at crime

scenes have caused law en­
forcement to seek avenues of 
awareness both for their offi­
cers and the public.

Dr. Haynes explains to his 
audiences that Satanism is not 
an isolated problem, “but is 
active all over America espe­
cially in small town, rural 
America. What is upsetting 
to me arc the kids and teen­
agers who are deceived with 
the promise of power, drugs, 
sex and liberation by these 
groups. We call them the 
‘fringers and dabblers’,” he 
said.

The sem inar is a grass-roots 
effort by Michacl-Paul and 
Associates to make the pub­
lic aware of Satanic/Occult 
deviant behavior. Information 
provided will answer the basic 
questions about these groups: 
who they are, what they do, 
how they do it, where they do 
it, when they do it and why 
they do it.

A public hearing on the 
proposed tax rate hike for the 
Cisco Hospital District will 
be held Monday, Sept. 24, at 
6 p.m. in the Hilton Commu­
nity Center, according to Bob 
Connor, hospiul board presi­
dent.

The Cisco Hospital District 
is attempting to increase its 
tax rate to a point which prom - 
iscs to support the operation 
of E.L. Graham Memorial 
Hospital, which has been 
closed since August 25.

The new tax rate, 50 cents 
per hundred dollar valuation, 
will establish a firm base for 
the hospital when it is re­
opened, Mr. Connor said. 
That amount would generate 
some $500,000 per year.

In addition to the tax 
money, a start-up fund of 
some $300,0(X) must come 
from other sources, and 
community leaders are plan­
ning an organization to at­
tempt raising that amount. 
This will be used in physician 
recruitment and alternative 
health care delivery services.

Plans call for the Graham 
Memorial Hospital to reopen 
in October. A hospital man­
agem ent firm . Preferred 
Management Corporation of 
Shawnee, Oklahoma, will 
manage the hospital. The 
corporation is currently man­
aging 11 hospitals, all in rural 
situations similar to Cisco’s 
and each engaged under simi­
lar circumstances. Each of 
these hospitals, in Texas, 
Oklahoma and Kansas, has

been successfully "turned 
around” by the firm.

The hospital board, in con­
sultation with the manage­
ment firm, has deemed the .50 
cent rate necessary to operate 
the iKispilal on a sound basis.

The bixird president said, 
“By keeping the hospital, 
Cisco stands to gain, in addi­
tion to convenient and ade­
quate health services, opixir- 
tunity to recruit new physi­
cians fur the town, and retain 
local ambulance service from

the hospital base rather than 
out-of-town service, which 
result in emergency service 
delays.”

The approxim ately 
$1,5(X),(XK) annually gener­
ated by the hospital w ill be 
retained in Cisco, and medi­
care and medicaid payments 
will be used in Cisco ireat- 
iiK'iu rather than other kxa- 
tions. The aged and pixir of 
tlK* tow n can be served much 
betU'r in a hxal health facil­
ity, Mr. Connor ailded.

The Fundamen­
talist movement, which be­
gan in the 1920’s, is a re­
action against this “modern­
ism” or “liberalism.”

Information On Placement 
Of Political Campaign Signs

Political campaign signs 
may be txMiinful to t.mdi- 
dates aiuUheirsup|>ortcrs, but 
they're litter to the highway 
department. The highway 
beautification act pioliibits 
mo.st campaign signs within 
sight of the main lanes of any 
federally highway in Texas. 
Safety rules ban the signs from 
all highwax rights-of-way in 
the state.

Campaign signs, like any 
advertisement, can Iv jHisted 
on private property if iliey are 
licensed and |vrmitted under 
current billboard guidelines. 
However, most campaign 
signs don't qualify.

Signs arc allowed on pri­
vate pro(XTty along farni-to- 
niarkct roads and other state- 
funded roadways as long as 
they can’t be seen from Icder- 
ally funded roads and don’t 
violate local laws against such 
signs.

“We have two very legiti­
mate eoiieems regarding the.se 
campaign signs,” said high­
way department Engineer- 
Director Arnold O liver. 
“Safety concerns and litter

control laws dictate thai **c 
keep the rights-of-way free 
of clutter, whether it’s for 
political candidates, real es­
tate companies or anyone 
displaying advertising on the 
highways.”

State highway maintenance 
forces arc busy notifying 
political organizations to 
remove unauthorized signs. 
If candidates don’t remove 
the signs, niainteiianec work­
ers will, leaving the candi­
date subject to a fine under 
the litter abatement act.

“This can be an expensive 
activity for us and the candi­
dates. We’re a.sking theirhelp 
to save both of us time and 
money,’’ said Oliver.

He said if tlx* suite dix's not 
attempt to comply w iih fed­
eral beautification regula­
tions, the Federal Highway 
Administration can cxuael a 
10 pereciil (x-nalty from tlie 
suite’s federal highw ay funds.

Use a sturdy carton, large 
enough to accommodate the 
contents.

Use some form of cushion­
ing to protect the articles in­
side. Seal the parcel securely. 
Use pressure-sensitive tape. 
Avoid using brown wrapping 
paper, cord or string on the 
ouLside.

Print the service member’s 
name and address on the 
address portion of the pack- 
ageon one side only. Itshould 
include the service member’s 
name, rank and service num­
ber, military organi/.ation or 
unit, and the APO/FPO ad­
dress. It’s important to have 
the current APO/FPO ad­
dress, which should be avail­
able from that service 
member’s base in the United 
States.

Put your return address in 
the upper left hand comer of 
the package. Also, include 
your return address on a piece 
of paper on the inside of the 
package.

Remember the hot tempera­
tures and heat of the Saudi 
Arabian climate when con­
sidering what to send to the 
troops there.
