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FALL
WLBWORMS

The fall webwonns have 
gotten a Kh of aUeniion dur­
ing my first week, in the 
county. The first question 
a.sked vvxs, “What can 1 do 
about these webworms?”, 
tame from May belle T rout of 
Fxstland.

Fall webworms arc the lar­
val stage of moths, lire lar 
vae are about 1 inch long and 
are pale yellow or green. They 
are covered by tufts of long 
whitish hairs. A dusky suipc 
Kirilercd by a yellow stnpc 
will be on the back The mam 
idenuftable characieristic of 
the fall webworm is the web 
It builds in the tree or limb.

The fall webworm will feed 
on a variety of trees and 
shrubs. 1 have seen webs in 
mulberry, poplar, willow, 
pecan, and oak.

Newly hatched larvea be­
gin feeding and spin a web 
over the foliage as they feed. 
These webs can cover an 
entire branch. There arc some 
trees in the county where 
several webs arc covering 
50% of the tree. This type of 
Jefolunion can weaken a tree 
and t.ould result in the uee 
dying.

Control can be accom­
plished without insecticides

where there areonly one to 
two webs in a larger tree. 
Simply prune out the web and 
destroy it.

In trees which are too small 
or the webs are too numerous 
for pruning an insecticide may 
be required. Before applying 
an insecticide, use a large pole 
to break up the web. This will 
help the insecticide reach ihe 
larvae. A high pressure spray 
will also be requued to reach 
the taller trees and help pene­
trate the web.

There are several iiusaii- 
cides which can he used lor 
fall webw iirms. Some of lliesc 
products are Dipcl, Sevin, 
Diazinon and Malathion. 
Whichever paxluct you se­
lect make sure you read and 
follow the label insuuciions.

Election 1990: 
New Era,
New Politics

Even a glance at the No­
vember 6 General Election 
ballot shows that it is dillcr- 
ent, right do wn to some of the 
Eastland County offices.

All those boxes in the right- 
hand column for certified 
write-in candidates shoM tliai 
more choices than usual will 
be available.

Although the names of tlie 
write-in candidates aa* not 
printedon the ballot, they w ill 
be posted at each polling 
place.

Another unusual thing 
about this ballot is that it has 
only one proposed (Suie) 
Constitutional Amendment. 
This one seeks ‘to clarify the 
authority of the Senate to 
consider certain nominees to 
state and district offices and 
to provide for filling vacan­
cies in those offices.'

On the national level Sena­
tor Phil GKunm (R incum­
bent) is expected to win by a 
wide margin over his Demo­
cratic and Libertarian) oppo­
nents. ButGr.unm hasn'tbecn 
takinghiselection for granted 
- he has campaigned exten­
sively all year long.

In the U.S. House of Rep­
resentatives Charles Sten- 
holm (D incumbent) is unop­
posed, and expected to draw 
most of the votes in the 17th 
District. Bi-partisan support 
is apparent here.

Bi-paitisan support isactu- 
ally needed in many parts of 
Texas, for this domain is fast 
becoming a two-party state. 
The presence of twice-elected 
Governor Clements and the 
strong race of Republican 
candidate Clayton Williams 
show that the state can never 
be taken for granted by one 
party again.

The outcome of the race 
between Ann Richards (D) 
and Clayton Williams is at­
tracting national attention, 
and some of it is unfavorable. 
In the latest issue of 'Texas 
Monthly* the character and 
personality of each candidate 
is explored at length. This 
type of scrutiny is part of the 
price of being a public figure.

Another special feature of 
the Governor’s race: this is 
the first time a woman has 
been a party nominee for 
Governor since the last term 
of Miriam A. Ferguson in 
1933.

On another state race, the 
Rick Perry (R), Jim 
Hightower (D, incumbent) 
battle for Commissioner of 
Agriculture is attracting a lot 
of interest, in Eastland County 
and elsewhere. With the Farm 
Bureau officially behind 
Perry, the situation is up for 
grabs.

StudenLs in the third grade

at Cisco Elementary School 
have raeived the gift-book 
cntitlcd"FceIingGood About 
Me.” It is a handsomely bound 
book of stories about learn­
ing traditional values and seIf- 
cstccm.

“Feeling Gcxxl About Me” 
contains eight stories about 
realistic problems young 
people might encounter and 
how, using traditional values, 
they arc resolved.

Each story has a full-color 
illustration and teaches such 
lc.ssons as right and wrong, 
appreciation of family, what 
it means to be a good citizen, 
living up to one’s full poten­
tial, and why (and how) to 
stay away from drugs.

In the first story, “A Day 
With Granddaddy,” young 
Wendy is mad. The most 
popular girl in school has 
invited her to a slumber party 
but SHE has to go to her 
grandparents house on the 
lake, a visit she usually en­
joys. During the conversation 
that takes place as Wendy 
fishes with Granddad, she 
learns the relative importance 
of the party and the visit (her 
values arc put into perspec­
tive) and she feels good about 
hcrsclfand visiting hergrand- 
parents.

Other stories involve the 
meaning of fricnd,ship, fam­

ily relationships, respect for 
others, loyalty and the impor­
tance of being your own 
unique self, lessons not al­
ways covered in school cur- 
riculums. They reflect posi­
tive influences that build a 
child’s self-esteem.

Each story is accompanied 
by a teacher’s guide, which 
covers discussion starters, 
lesson objectives, and follow­
up applications. The purpose 
of the lessons is to teach young 
people gixxl values and en­
courage discussion of values 
between children, their par­
ents and other family mem­
bers in a home setting.

Property 
has already gone down ap­
proximately 30 percent so 
without the hospital your 
$1(X),(XX) properly would b 
worth S20,(X)0.

We must keep our minds 
on the future; you can not go 
forward when you are look­
ing to the past or backwards. 
If you live in the past you 
have no future. We must build 
a pleasant aunosphere in our 
area. We can destroy our 
enemies by making them 
friends.
