The Little Hospital That Wouldn't Die

(A condensation of a true 
story told by Jim Overstreet 
in READER’S DIGEST. 
May. 1990)

Joe Hansen, a volunteer 
emergency medical techni­
cian was at his desk at Empire 
Federal Savings and Loan in 
Big Timber, Montana, when 
his pager blared, “Two-car 
accident on 1-90. One driver 
trapped.”

Joe. sprinted to the ambu­
lance garage down the street, 
and in minutes he was at the 
accident scene. With horror 
he viewed a tan Cadillac in a 
ditch with a 60-year old 
woman slumped against the 
wheel, her body mangled, her 
pulse weak. Her only hope of 
survival lay in the SweetGrass 
Community Hospital in Big 
Timer, a one-story 15-bed 
facility. Hansen stood by in 
the emergency room as doc­
tors and nurses sought to sta­
bilize the victim, and as he 
watched life return to the frail 
body, he fell a deep satisfac­
tion. Though the woman 
would be transferred to the 
large hospital in Billings, she 
could never have been saved 
had she been taken there at 
first She owed her life to 
Sweet Grass.

Sweet Grass County, 
Montana, sprawls across 
more than a million acres 
where the Rocky Mountains 
collide with the Great Plains. 
Half the fiercely independent 
3300 people reside in Big 
Timber. 'The local hospital 
plays a vital role in making 
the area feel like a commu­
nity. Though bricks built the 
hospital in 1950, its mortar 
remains the people it serves. 
They donated the trees, 
bought chairs for the lobby, 
paid for an adjustable bed, 
and donated vases, curtains, 
and even whole rooms if fur­
nishings. Many memories 
were tied up in the hospital. 
To younger residents it was 
their place of birth. To older 
people it was a place to go in 
time of need.

For more than three dec­
ades the little hospital went 
about its business. But eco­
nomic pressure grew, patient 
stays became shorter, aver­
age occupancy dropped from 
six to three by 1980, but the 
little hospital continued to 
pass inspection. Then, in 
1984, five Medicare survey­
ors from the U.S. Health Care 
Financing Administration 
(HCFA) audited the hospital. 
Their report was an ultima­
tum to hire a certified food- 
service director, a specially 
trained social director, a full­
time housekeeper, and a pa­
thology consultant within a 
month or lose Medicare certi­
fication. That would mean 
closing the hospital.

As the dire news spread, 
people were horrified at the

CUM

report. Hiring so many people 
would break the tiny budget. 
Jo e  Hansen was elected as the 
new president of the hospital 
board and promised not to let 
the hospiul die without a 
fight. An extension was given 
on the HFCA deadline, and 
with the limited funds avail­
able. personnel were trained 
and facilities improved. 
Karen Herman, a former long­
time nurse at the hospital was 
named a new administrator 
of Sweet Grass. It now look 
as if the little hospital would 
pull through.

Then came a phone call 
from the state licensing de­
partment. "Since you have 
failed to comply with state 
guidelines, the hospital will 
have to close." Herman pro­
tested that the hospital had 
passed inspection three times 
since October — what could 
be wrong? “You will get an 
official report,” came the 
reply. The report did not come 
soon. An attorney was hired. 
He threatened legal action if 
the report was not released at 
once. This got results, and the 
complaint, as it turned out, 
was simply that minutes were 
not kept at staff meetings. 
With only iwodociorson staff 
who saw each other fre­
quently , m inutes hadn’t 
seemed important. When 
Herman promised to keep 
notes, the decree was re­
scinded.

During 1985 indebtedness 
skyrocketed. Fifty-six session 
of the hospital board failed to 
find solutions. Finally, in 
1988, they decided to try a 
major fund raising campaign. 
“Agriculture is depressed,” 
said anotJicr. After all. Sweet 
Grass County is neither big 
nor rich with per capita in­
come $8101.00 — two thirds 
the national average. As 
Hansen filed out of the meet­
ing, he muttered, “Why don’t 
we just give up?" Then he 
reminded himself, “ if we save 
just one life keeping the hos­
pital open, it will be well 
worth the effort" He knew 
from his EMT training that if 
the patient can be hospital­
ized and stabilized within a 
short lime following an acci­
dent or heart attack, he has a 
chance of surviving. Many 
ambulance patients would 
never live through the trip to 
Billings.

When John Ronnebeig was 
approached, he was eager to 
help in any way possible. He 
was the president of the local 
bank and also a fellow volun­
teer EMT. He still vividly 
recalled when Roger Zimdars 
rammed his pickup into a 
bridge north of Big Timber in 
1984, minutes Zimdars was 
on the operating table being 
treated for a lung puncture.

His wife called the ambu­
lance, and ten minutes later in 
the emergency room, his heart 
stopped. “If 1 had been in an 
ambulance headed for some 
other hospital, I’d be dead."

The campaign has made 
residents lake more pride than 
ever in their hospital. “Our 
community is a good place to 
live, and our hospital is a part 
of that," Hansen says. “We 
will always need a place to 
have babies, a place to go in
cmergcnc ies, and a good place
to die.

This is the data gained from 

those interviews. There’s 
three distinct aptitudes for 
learning in our students. The 
swift, the average, and the 
slow. Teaching is focused on 
the average, which do well. 
The bright students perform 
poorly because they’re bored 
with the slow pace. The slow 
can’t stay up with the average 
students. Consequently, a 
portion of each group fail.'*

With a potential for 2 out of 
3 students earning below 
average grades, test scores 
plummet.

The deteriorating morality 
of our nation and specifically 
our students contribute to a 
negative approach to excel­
lence in achievement.

The emphasis on athletics 
means a successful athletic 
program m ega-bucks for 
schools. A, “No pass no play 
law,” is a farce, some failing 
athletes pass illegally.

The general consensus is 
that there’s too much paper­
work for teachers and not 
enough time to devote to 
quality teaching.

Exuacurricular activities 
leave no study time for stu­
dents.

The teachers arc victims of 
distorted public opinion. In­
come of teacher was once 
above average. Today it's in 
the lower middle class, they 
worry about the cost of gas 
and taxes just like the rest of 
us.

The teachers are sand­
wiched in a no-win situation. 
They’re underpaid, without 
discipl inary powers, and have 
no voice in what will be taught, 
or how. Yet they’re expected

to elevate education standards 
from an all time low.

The perfected method of 
teaching, which worked and 
endured for generauons, pro­
ducing quality education, was 
traded for a system of con­
stant change.

Some textbooks are poorly 
written, exploiting authors 
theories on humanism and 
fundamentalism. Steering the 
mind away from the Bible, 
morality and sound teaching 
practices.

Textb(x)k business isa multi 
billion dollar business. Over­
priced new books are ordered 
every year or two. cost effi­
ciency would be to print a 
practical, suaight forward 
textbook without theories. 
Thereafter, when nece.ssary, 
print a supplement to the ex­
isting textbook. Saving morwy 
to pay teachers more equita­
bly. Taxes would be less too.

The blue back speller was 
around a long, long time.

With com puterization, 
atom-sma.shers and ulua-tcch- 
nology, college graduates 
must compete nationally. If 
Texas colleges fail to produce 
the skilled, industry will 
move, or import the better 
educated personnel.

The citizens of Texas suf­
fer when others fill positions 
our graduating students could 
have had. The deprivation of 
education reduces the future 
work force to second cla.ss 
citizens. Perhapseven to being 
enemployed.

Reliant Children in a Self- 
Indulgent World. Stephen 
Glenn and Jane NeLson note 
lhalinthc 1930’s,cvcn though 
life was hard and children had 
few options, they grew to 
adulthood prepared to make 
choices and take on responsi­
bility. Today, with more op­
portunities and a more af flu­
ent lifestyle, many children 
reach adulthood seemingly 
less prepared to face the chal­
lenges and choices which arc 
before them.

According to Glenn and 
Nelson, one of die factors, 
which is currently mis.sing to 
a significant degree in our 
culture and whichconuibutes 
to the development of self- 
reliant and capable youth, is 
networks.

In earlier days, if youth felt 
alienated or misunderstood 
they could turn to a broad 
array of cousins, aunts, uncles, 
oi grandparents for support 
and guidance. This network 
of extended family members 
was readily available to pro­
vide support not only lo the 
youth, but also to the parents.

Youth today arc the only 
generation ever reared and 
educated without the active 
day-to-day in voNcment of the 
extended family, neighbors 
and friends. As a result, youth 
have turned to peers for guid- 
anceand support When peers, 
rather than family members, 
become the validators and 
support system, stability is lost 
and the beliefs and values 
reinforced may greatly differ 
from those of the family.

The support that the ex­
tended family provided in the 
past can be recreated by build­
ing networks with friends and 
neighbors. Sources of support 
might include neighborhood 
crime watches, parent support 
groups, and “check in” phone 
services for dependent family 
members.

A quick recap of last weeks 
piece, the photo included 
Larry Wilson and Willie 
Cantwell and elk. Sorry Mr. 
Cantwell. And as you can sec 
here IS a photo of (L-R) F*hil- 
lip Arthur, Brett Arthur, Ted 
Martin, Rocky Maynard and 
Gail Chancy with some ex­
cellent mule deer taken in the 
hills of Colorado.

I’m sure Philip will remem­
ber the past 30 day s for a long 
time. A nice mule deer from 
Colorado and now here at 
home a 10 pound 4 ounce 
lunker on opening day of deer 
season. Adverse weather 
conditions kept Phillip out of 
his blind, and I’m sure he’s 
glad. This huge native black 
bass fell prey toa Boxey spin­
ner bait black and orange with 
a black twin tail trailer.

I will be taking a short leave 
of absence, so sec you all in a 
few .short casts.

The Texas Parks and Wild­
life Department will receive 
nearly $10 million in federal 
money for fiscal year 1991, 
according to the U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service’s (USFWS) 
preliminary apportionment of 
federal aid funds for 1991.

State fish and wildlife pro­
grams will share in $205 mil­
lion collected as federal ex­
cise taxes paid by the nation’s 
hunters and anglers. USFWS 
preliminary figures show that 
Texas will receive about 
$9.893 million, S3.9 million 
for wildlife restoration, S5.45 
million for sport fish and 
S543,(X)0 for hunter educa­
tion. Additional funds will be 
made available to the depart­
ment when the final tax rc-

ccipts are certified by the 
federal government.

The money will come from 
the Federal Aid mWildlifc 
R estoration Program 
(P ittm an-Roberlson Act) 
enacted in 1937 and the Fed­
eral Aid in Sport Fish Rc.sto- 
ration Program (Dingcll- 
John.son Act)cnaclcd in 1950. 
The money is to be used for 
land acquisition, habitat im­
provement, rc.scarch, manage­
ment and education related to 
wildlife (mammals and birds) 
and sport fish.

Sport fish restoration funds 
arc based on the land and water 
area and the number of fisher­
men in each state. Wildlife 
restoration fund arc made 
available based on land area 
and the number of hunting 
license holders. Distribution 
of hunter education funds is 
based on the relative popula­
tion of each state.

“It (federal money) is very 
important to the department,” 
.said Ted Clark, wildlife divi­
sion federal aid coordinator. 
"The money we receive is 
based 50 percent on state land 
area and 50 percent on li­
censed hunters in relation U) 
all other states.

“The Pittman-Robertson 
Act .specifics that no state may 
receive more than 5 percent 
of the total. Since the begin­
ning, Texas has received the 
maximum. We probably al­
ways will because we’re sec­
ond in land area and we con­
sistently have the most li­
censed hunters.”

Clark said Pittm an- 
Robertson money the depart­
ment receives goes for the 
conservation of non-game as 
well as game species. Maxi­
mum reimbursement from the 
federal government is 75 per­
cent of the money spent on a 
particular project.

Fisheries Division Director

Dr. Gary Matlock said his 
division probably will end up 
reccivingcloscrtoS9 million. 
The preliminary figure allows 
states to let projects already 
underway, such as building 
new hatcheries, development 
projects and general projects, 
continue.

“The people who hunt and 
fish and the equipment they 
buy comes hack to the suite at 
up to 75 percent reimburse­
ment,” he said. “We’re not 
using a nickel of general reve­
nue funds. When Texas 
sportsmen buy .sptTaing gotxls 
and motor boat fuel, much of 
that excise tax money comes 
bac k to Texas. Their (sports­
men) money is coming back 
to them. It’s u very gcxxl pro­
gram.”

Wildlife money is derived 
from an 11 percent excise tax 
on sporting arms and ammu­
nition, a 10 |XMx;ent uix on 
pistols and revolvers and an 
11 percent tax on certain arch­
ery equipment, according to 
USFWS officials. Half of the 
lax (XI handguns and archery 
equipment is available fex 
slate hunter education pro­
grams.

The sport fishing money 
ccxncs from a 10 percent u« 
on fi.shing equipment and a 3 
percent tax on electric troll­
ing motors and sonar fish 
finders, officials .said. The 
Wallop-Brcaux expansion 
legislation of 1984 incrca.scd 
the uix base for sport fish 
restoration to include a por­
tion of the federal motorboat 
fuels lax and import duties on 
fishing tackle and pleasure 
boats.

“To qualify for Pitunan- 
Robcrtsixi or Dingcll-Johason 
funds, a suite must put iLs li­
cense fee money into a spe­
cial fund and i t can be u.scd for 
wildlife and fisheries conser­
vation purposes. In our case 
that’s Fund 9. This is a key 
provision,” Clark said. “The 
federal aid program has been 
a successful program, in my 
opinion, because the stales 
determine how the money is 

spent.

In April of 19IS a battle- 
weary Canadian soldier 
viewed the final resting place 
of thousands of young men 
who had fallen in the second 
Battle of Ypres in Belgium. 
Despondently he contem­
plated the rows of hastily dug 
graves— each marked with a 
lonely white cross.

In a sudden revelation, he 
heard the singing of larks in 
the sky, and amid the graves 
he saw gay litdc patches of 
red — wild poppies, strug­
gling throught the battle-torn 
soil and through the clay 
mounds of the graves to bring 
their message of life among 
death.

Inspired, Co. John McCrea 
sat down and penned the three 
short verses of his famous

poem “In Flanders Fields." 
Published in PUNCH Maga­
zine a few months later, the 
poem brought a message of 
confidence to milions of 
people in the dark hours of 
World War 1 and established 
the Flander’s Poppy as the 
symbol of faith and hope m a 
war-tom world.

Although Col. McCrea 
never lived to see the end of 
World War I, his poem has 
survived in print and in the 
minds and hearts of genera­
tions to whom his personal 
battle was mere history. The 
poppies which provided his 
inspiration still bloom in 
Flander’s Fields; but their 
mes.sage of hope has become 
reality through the Veterans 
of Foreign wars Buddy
