This year, as Cisco Junior 

College celebrates its 50th 
Anniversary as an institution 
of higher education, we 
glance back at the road we 
have traveled.

Cisco’s low population did 
not qualify the city for a jun­
ior college under the Texas 
Junior College law. Special 
legislation. Bill 955, was in- 
u ^ u c e d  in 1939 and was 
passed unanimously by both 
houses of the Texas Sute 
Legislature. Cisco Junior 
College was created not as an 
independent entity but as an 
adjunct of Cisco Independent 
School District.

Property from the defunct 
Randolph College was pur­
chased, renovated and the new 
College opened its doors on 
September 10,1940. Mr.R.N. 
Cluck served as both Super­
intendent of the Cisco Inde­
pendent School DisUict and 
President of Cisco Junior 
College. The original govern­
ing board members of Cisco 
Junior College were W.J. 
Armstrong, L. A. Warren, F.E. 
Shephard, Ms. P.R. Warwick, 
Ms. Fannie Kimmell, Mrs. 
N.A. Brown and J.C. McA­
fee. The course offerings of 
the old College were surpris­
ingly similar to today’s jun­
ior college core curriculum.

Enrollment in 1940 was 
only 124 students; however. 
President Cluck, e ver-alert to

new concepts, helped estab­
lish a United States Army 
Corps civilian pilot training 
program. Pilots of conven­
tional-driven airplanes as wel I 
as glider pilots were trained 
at Cisco Junior College.

Faced with critical man­
power shortages in the early 
years, the War Department 
introduced a novel training 
program: women mechanics. 
President Cluck was instru­
mental in bringing one of the 
training programs to Cisco 
J un ior College. The program, 
named Women’s Ordinance 
Workers (W.O.W.), began 
operations in January, 1943. 
Women students came from 
throughout the South and 
Southwest and were housed 
in college dormitories. Cisco 
Junior College had limited 
contact with the trainees; 
however, the revenue gener­
ated helped the College sur­
vive World War II. In addi­
tion, the equipment used for 
training purposes was given 
to Cisco Junior College after 
the war.

Intercollegiate athletics 
were organized after Cisco 
Junior College became a 
member of the Texas Junior 
College Athletic Association 
in 1941. Men’s and women’s 
basketball were played as 
manpower permitted during 
World War II. Football was 
added in 1945,andoiherinter- 
collegiate sports such as base­

ball, boxing, golf, rodeo and 
track were added and later 
dropped.

Throughout the war period, 
Cisco Junior College pro­
vided a quasi-technical-voca- 
tional program then known 
as Diversified Occupations 
(until recently. Distributive 
Education). In 1947, Arlin 
Bint, Superintendent of the 
Cisco Independent School 
District, persuaded the Texas 
Educational Agency to ap­
prove a novel approach — 
Technical-Vocational Educa­
tion for World War II veter- 
anseligibleforthe“G.I. Bill.”

To house the married vet­
erans and provide needed 
classroom space, numerous

surplus “Army” barracks 
were moved to Cisco from 
such places as Abilene, 
Brownwoixl, Fort Worth and 
Wichita Falls. Under the di­
rection of Arlin Bint, techni­
cal-vocational programs of­
fered included nursing, avia­
tion education, welding, car­
pentry, radio, electricity and 
auto mechanics. Peak enroll­
ment of this program ex­
ceeded 800 students by 1948.

O.L. Stamey became the 
first full-time president in 
1947, and held that position 
until 1954. Robert Clinton, 
insuiictor of music, organ-

(The following is a state­
ment made by Douglas Fair­
banks, Chief, Cisco Police 
Department.)

On Sauirday, October 13, 
1990, a request was made to 
the Cisco Police Department 
for the use of our narcotics 
detection dog. The request 
was made by the Brown 
County Sheriffs office and 
the West Central Texas Inter­
local Crime Task Force.

Around noon, one of our 
officers and “ Snake,” the drug 
dog, were sent, and after the 
search was finished, the dog 
was placed back into the po­
lice vehicle. It wasduring this 
time that some unknown 
subject poisoned the dog with 
strychnine. Later, once the 
type of poison was deter­

mined, another search was 
conducted of the premises to 
see if the dog had “acciden­
tally” ingested some poison, 
but none was located.
‘‘Thus far, the only determi­

nation that can be made is 
that while the dog was in the 
police vehicle someone ad­
ministered the poison to the 
dog while police officers were 
inside the building. We still 
have an on-going investiga­
tion to determine who poi­
soned the dog.

The City of Cisco had had 
the dog for one year. During 
this time the dog had detected 
narcotics 24 times. The Po­
lice Department has assisted 
other agencies 23 times.

The dog was purchased 
October 9,1989, at a cost of 
$3,800.(X). The citizens, busi­

nesses, and schools donatco 
the monies to purchase the 
dog. After the purchase was 
made. Officers Larry Weikel 
and Don Wiley were sent to 
Jasper, Texas, to train with 
the dog.

I feel that the dog was very 
successful during the year lliat 
we had him and we may try to 
replace him in the near fu­
ture. At the present time we 
are seeking restitution from 
Brown County and from the 
Crime Task Force.

ized the Wrangler Marching 
Band in 1951. Stamey’s suc­
cessor, Carlos Turner, was 
faced with amajor crisis when 
on January 6, 1954, the 
Adm inistration building 
which housed administrative 
offices, the library and class­
rooms, burned.

A new adm inistration 
building, later renamed 
Schaefer Hall, was built This 
complex included administra­
tive offices, a library, class­
rooms and an auditorium- 
gym nasium . Because of 
health reasons. President 
Turner was forced to resign 
in 1956.

The next twelve years saw 
a virtual uansformalion of the 
campus. CiscoJunior College 
was separated from the Cisco 
Independent School District 
and csiablishedilsown Board 
of Regents. The original board 
was composed of Sam King, 
J.P. McCracken.G.R. Nance. 
Zan Burroughs. H.C. Brown, 
Gene Abbott. J.L. Stafford, 
W.P. Guinn and Jess Hagan. 
Grady Hogue was hued by 
the board in 1956.

During President Hogue’s 
ten-year adm inistration. 
Memorial Hall, Cluck and 
Wrangler dormitories and a 
new modem Science Build­
ing were built. The stately, 
two-story brick house adjoin­
ing the campus was purchased 
as a President’s Home. Add­
ing a new dimension to cam­
pus life in 1%1 was the for- 
mauon of a girl’s precision 
drill team, the Wrangler 
Belles.

The role of Cisco Junior 
College was expanded as 
academic courses were now 
offered off the mam campus. 
Classes were taught at Clyde 
and Dyess Air Force Ba.se. 
l.aier, the nearby communi­
ties of Graham, Merkel and 
Coleman were added to that 
list. A nursing program was 
added to Graham in 1%7. 
Whether in borrowed or 
leased classrooms, Cisco 
Junior College was making 
its presence felt throughout a 
large part of the Big Country.

The Presidcpt Lcland Wil­
lis tenure (1974-1984) saw 
an even greater flurry of 
construction and expansion. 
Nance Dormitory, the Stu­
dent Union Building, two 
technical-vocational build­
ings and the Leon Maner 
Memorial Library were com­
pleted. Because of over­
crowded conditions, long­
time Board of Regents mem­
ber Leon Maner donated 
money to help consüucl the 
new library and donated his 
valuable Texana collection 
and a trust fund to enlarge the 
College’s Texas Collection. 
In addition, the Texas Na­
tional Guard Armory, adja­
cent to the main campus was
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acquued and houses the Ag­
riculture Department.

Since 1971, the College 
Wrangler Band and Belles 
have served as good-will 
ambassadors. On five occa­
sions the Band and Belles 
have performed at Macy’s 
Thanksgiving Day Parade in 
New York City, three trips 
have been made to Wa.shmg- 
ton, D.C.’s Apple Blossom 
Festival and one foreign ex­
cursion to VillaHermosa, 
Tabasco, Mexico to partici­
pate in their Festival of De­
velopment.

In 1974, the Board of Re­
gents selected Dr. Norman 
Wallace as president. The 
Clyde Extension of Cisco 
Junior College was reorgan­
ized on a more permanent 
basis and the variety of tech­
nical-vocational programs 
were increased, especially in 
Abilene. Girl’s basketball was 
re-introduced in 1979 and the 
gymnasium was remodeled 
in 1980. After the last of the 
Britton Training School 
buildings burned, a new Fac­
ulty Office Building was 
erected in the same year.

Dr. Henry McCullough 
assumed the presidency in 

1984. During his tenure, 
improvements were made to 
the existing facilities and a 
new Language Arts Complex 
was added. In 1988, the B.B. 
Owens Estate gave the Col­
lege 360 acres of land. One 
half of the land has been 
cleared and a College Agn- 
culture Demonstration farm 
is being developed. A new 
facility at Clyde was leased to 
take care of that rapidly grow­
ing expansion. Upon Dr. 
McCullough’s retirement, the 
reins of Cisco J unior College 
were passed to Dr. Roger C. 
Schustercit in 1988.

Urged on by the citizens of 
Abilene and the President, tlw 
Texas State Legislature 
amended a law which had 
previously disallowed the 
teaching of academic courses 
in Abilene and the comple­
tion of a new Slate prison 
north of Abilene will further 
enlarge the teaching mission 
of Cisco Junior College.

In the summer of 1990 a 
new facility, the Fitness 
Center, was dedicated. The 
current Board of Regents 
include Joe Cooper, Dr. Gary 
Harris, Davene Jeffcoat, Brad 
Kimbrough, Lloyd McGrew, 
Eddie McMillan, Carolyn 
Page,Charles Preston and Lee 
D. Woolley.

With continued improve­
ments of the physical plant, 
expansion of its mission, a 
growing student body exceed­
ing 2,000, the future of Cisco 
Junior College appears to be 
brighter than ever.

The 
S2.00 per mile over the base 
charge for an ambulance 
mounts up, and in most cases 
exceeds your hospital tax. 
Add to that the cost of lodg­
ing and mealsof the caregiver 
while attending a relative in 
an out-of-town facility plus 
the uansportation costs, and 
one faces a significant ex­
pense. Moreover, the hospi­
tal costs and other outgo are 
lost to Cisco. And all that 
hurts patien t, caregiver, 
hometown, and eventually 
YOU!

Who will be the next Cisco 
resident to face such a di­
lemma?

It is a presumed fact that stu­
dents pursuing higher educa­
tion should achieve that goal 
easier in America better than 
anywhere else in the world, 
however this isn’t being real­
ized.

Not every student has the 
aptitude or desire to spend 
four years in college Anrep 
ica will always need farmers, 
ranchers, butchers, cooks, 
barbers, roughnecks, etc. We 
have young people who would 
love to excel at these trades.

Apprenticeship is a viable 
alternative to standard higher 
education.

Let’s explore a successful 
system already in existence.

They’ve had the apprentice 

system since before World 
War II. It is truly an intelli­
gent and workable plan, simi­
lar to our vocational programs, 
carried several steps lurther.

West German high school 
students may choose a trade 
or study for higher academ­
ics. If learning a unde is their 
choice, they must go to that 
business or profession and 
secure a position as an ap­
prentice.

Apprenticeship is the first 
of three levels with Journey­
man and Master following. 
The apprentice system is 
government supported. Slu- 
denu work at their chosen 
trade a given number of hours 
and also spend mandatory 
hours in school getting a basic 
education. This includes at 
least one foreign language.

Students graduating from 
high school also have profes­
sional credentials which qual­
ify them to acquire employ­
ment immediately. So the 
student who chooses to be a 
nurse or machinist has a trade 
when he graduates. He also 
has the option to seek higher 
education, but his learned 
trade by apprenticeship will 
provide a means of livelihood 
while he pursues higher edu­
cation.

The country and local 
communities in particular 
benefit from this program. For 
instance, every profession has 
qualified employees who love 
their work. Unemployment is 
at a minimum. German work­
ers are skilled to enough to be 
employed world wide with the 
trade learned through appren­
ticeship combined with qual­
ity education.

The United States has the 
framework already in place. 
The Bureau of Apprentice­
ship and Training was estab­
lished in 1937 and has a field 
staff which works with state 
ageiKies to develop uniform 
apprenticeship  program s 
throughout the country.

The students who grow up 
aspiring to a specific trade or

profession and who have the 
(^iportunity to pursue it are 
h ^ y ,  productive, and well 
balanced. They do not worry 
about placement tests.

Cisco and Eastland 
don’t have major hospitals, so 
for any major illness we would 
have to leave town any way, 
whether we had one. two or 
sixty hospitals. What is done 
at Cisco can be done in 
Eastland; for everything else 
you will be sent to a bigger 
hospital anyway. I’d rather go 
to a great hospital in Eastland 
than a small hospital and be 
transferred 45 m iles to 
Abilene.

Fifth, if 28tf tax would have 
kept the hospital open and now

they want 504 lax, then where 
is tile extra 224 going? Sure, 
I’ll tell you what, hire me; for 
504 (ax this year and nnore 
next year I’ll bet I can keep 
the hospital open and use the 
taxes to create an artificial 
profit and make me a nice 
profit to bool.

Sixth, would you really 
want to be treated by a doctor 
who was guaranteed a salary 
no matter what? Would you 
really want to try'out his bed­
side manners, his compassion, 
his professionalism?

Lastly, most of us who 
oppose these taxes could not 
care less about this antag- 
onims between Cisco and 
Eastland. Whether a business 
opens in one town or the other 
only matters to ya’Il who hope 
to collect taxes off iL We are 
Americans first, we fought 
and sacrif ̂ ced for her, we farm 
her lands, we raise her live­
stock, we work in her busi­
nesses or we build new ones.

Hearing To Determine 
16-Year-Old Adult MORAN NEWS

Efforts are being made to 

hold a 16-year-old Olden area 
boy in connection with the 
robbery and death of Howard 
Gerald Poe. according to 
Sheriff E)ee Hogan. A deten­
tion hearing was to have been 
held in the 91 St District Court 
Tuesday.

Alt abandoned vehicle re­
port last Thursday and a miss­
ing person turned up a murder 
case for the Eastland County 
Sheriffs Department.

Bullet holes and blood in 
the abandoned Jeep Chero­
kee alerted Chief Deputy 
David Franklin. Sheriff Dec 
Hogan requested that Texas 
Ranger Gene Kca assist with 
the investigation and that the 
D.P.S. Crime Scene Team be 
sent from Austin to gather 
evidence.

With four D.P.S. special­
ists carefully collecting evi­
dence from the Jeep Friday, it 
was establi.shcd that a human 
had been killed in it.

Leads developed, implicat­
ing a 16-year-old boy. The 
boy, attending school in 
Eastland, was arrested by 
Sheriff Hogan and Ranger 
Kca. The boy and his rela­
tives c(x>pcration with offi­
cers.

His court appointed attor­
ney reportedly advised him to 
not make any statements. But 
he was allowed to lead offi­
cers to a .secluded .spot in the 
brush just south of Hwy 570 
about four miles east of 
Eastland. There officers found 
the h<xiy of the missing per­
son, 58-ycar-old Howard 
Gerald Poe, lying on the 
ground by a well used but 
.secluded parking spot.

Since the hoy is a juvenile, 
he was accompanied by Pro­
bation Officer Randy Logan, 
and officers were not allowed 
to question him. He was later 
taken to juvenile detention 
facilities in Abilene.

Pix;, a Ranger resident who 
reportedly lived alone, had 
been shot in the head and 
chest. He was trying out the 
Jeep Cherokee, which was for 
sale, with the reponed inten­
tion of buying it He had been 
a construction worker.

Officers expressed an opin­
ion that Poe had been killed 
very early Thursday morning. 
The Jeep was found on a 
country road north of Olden 
later that day. Evidence indi­
cated that Poe had been shot 
with a 12 ga. shotgun while in 
the Jeep at the .spot where the 
body was found. Four ex­
pended .shotgun casings, an 
empty bi II fold, and a beer can 
were among items found at 
the scene.

Ranger J. P. Alford Bush 
pronounced Poe dead, and the 
body was taken to Edwards 
Funeral Home.

A short pump shotgun, 
believed to be the weapon that 
killed Poe, and some articles

of the 16-year-old’s clothing 
were turned over to officers at 
the boy’s home.

Evidence in the abandoned 
Jeep first proved that some­
one had been killed, and a 
suspect was arrested. After­
ward the body and the sus­
pected weapon were located, 
all on the same day. The D.P.S. 
experts were able to go imme­
diately to the alleged crime 
scene to gather additional 
evidence, after going over the 
Jeep, and they also took pos­
session of the weapon.

Expressing gratitude for the 
D.P.S. officers who quickly 
helped to build a case with the 
evidence they found. Sheriff 
Hogan said that he believed 
that the motive was robbery, 
and that Ptx: was killed to 
cover up the robbery.

Hogan also praised 
Eastland Police O fficer 
Shawn McDaniels, whose 4 
wheel drive pickup enabled 
officers to recover the Jeep, 
and the Eastland Police 
Officer’s and Ranger Kca’s 
assistance on the case. Depu­
ties Terry Simmons and Joe 
Bishop also .spent hours on 
the case.

Teacher Exchange 
Program With 
Germany
An agreement under which 

teachers from the unified 
Federal Republic of Germany 
will teach in Texas public 
schools as part of a teacher 
exchange program was an­
nounced today by Texas and 
German education officials.

Under the agreement, teach­
ers from the newly unified 
German republic will be cho­
sen to teach for a year in Texas 
public school districts. The 
teachers will work as full-tiriK 
teachers with duties and re­
sponsibilities similar to those 
of Texas teachers beginning 
in the 1991-92 school year.

In exchange for every Ger­
man teacher selected to teach 
in a Texas school, the Ger­
man government will grant a 
scholarship to the participat­
ing school district for an edu­
cator from that district to at- 
terxl a three-week educatiorul 
eruichment program which 
will be conducted in Berlin 
and other areas of Germany. 
The program will be designed 
to bolster and enrich the skills 
of Texas educators, who will 
be able to receive advanced 
academic training (AAT)

credit for the program.
Texas has had a teacher 

exchange program with West 
Germany for four years. 
However, under a new agree­
ment signed October 17 by 
Texas Commissioner of Edu­
cation W N Kirby and Sybille 
Volkholz, Berlin secretary for 
education, professional uain- 
ing and ^xirts, teachers from 
schools throughout Germany 
will be eligible to participate 
in the exchange program.

Housing, per diem, local 
transportation and transpor­
tation from Texas for Texas 
educators selected for the 
enrichment program will be 
paid for by the German gov­
ernment.

German teachers will be 
' nominated for the program by 

the German government and 
selected, employed and super­
vised by Texas school dis­
tricts which participate in die 
program.

For men with a non-cancerous enlarged prostate, a new 
procedure uses a surgical balloon to relieve urinary 
obstruction. Doctors reporting the method in the Lancet, 
the British medical journal, have not yet determined how 
long the improvement will last.

Heart patients who take beta blockers should not go off 
medication -  even for a while -  without a doctor's 
approval. Stopping the drug abruptly temporarily quad­
ruples heart attack risk, the Journal of the American 
Medical Association reported.

All pregnant women should be screened for gestational 
diabetes between the 24th and 28th wedc, according to a 
report in Obstetrics and Gynecology. Currently, only 
older women with specific risk factors are tested.

Obesity is strongly tied to heredity, a study of identical 
twins found. Studies reported in the New England Journal 
of Medicine noted that twins ended up the same weight, 
whether they grew up together or apart, and that some 
people do get fat even when they eat less.

Homeowners 65 or older 
may now pay the taxes on 
their current homesteads in 
four installments. Most eld­
erly homowners received their 
home tax bills this month.

Leon Willhite, executive 
director of the State Properly 
Tax Board, explained the 
purpose of the new install­
ment payment option author­
ized by stale law beginning 
this September.

“In past years, older home- 
owners had to pay their entire 
home tax bill before the nor­
mal February 1 delinquency 
date or pay a penalty and inter­
est on the unpaid amount. This 
was a hardship for mun> eld­
erly homeowners with fixed 
incomes,” Willhite said. “This 
new provision gives them the 
option of spreading out that 
payment,” he said.

To set up installment pay­
ments,65-or-olderhomcown-

ers must pay at least one- 
fourth of their 1990 residence 
homestead taxes before the 
February 1 delinquency dale. 
Then, three equal installments 
arc due before April 1, Junc 1, 
and August 1.

If all insuillmciiLs arc paid 
on lime, homeowners will not 
be charged penalty or interc.st 
for laic payment, Willhite 
said. However, lho.se who fail 
to pay an installment on time 
mu.sl pay penally and interest 
on that installment.

Homeowners 65 or over 
who arc interested in arrang­
ing in.siallments need to con­
tact the lax collection office 
for each taxing unit - county, 
city, school, or special di.slrict 
• at the address on their lax 
bills.
