Texas Horizontal Drilling

Permits Top 1,000 Mark

The pace of Texas horizon-
tal drilling activity acceler-
ated in October, fueled by in-
creasing applications for hori-
zontal drilling permits in the
Pearsall and Giddings (Austin
Chalk) Fields.

The Railroad Commission
issued 141 permits for hori-
zontal wells statewide in Oc-
tober, raising to 1,070 the
number of horizontal permits
granted in Texas since Janu-
ary 1, 1984. So far, the Com-
mission has issued 870 hori-
zontal permits in 1990 alone.

By comparison, the Com-
mission issued 104 horizon-
tal drilling permits statewide
in Sept., while just 127 such
permits were applied for and
granted during all of 1989.

The Pearsall Ficld remains
the nation’s hub of horizontal
drilling acuvity. Eighty new
permits were granted for hori-
zontal projects in that portion
of the Austin Chalk geologic
formation during October
Operators in Frio County,
heart of the current Pearsall
“mini-boom,” accounted for
45 of the total.

More than one-third of all
horizontal projects planned or
underway in Texas arc located
in Frio County. A total of 376
permits for horizontal wells
have now been issued there,
while 164 of those wells have

been completed.

Meanume, Zavala County
ranks second in the Pearsall
Field with 122 horiztonal
permits issued through Oct.
31, a gain of 14 from Sept.,
followed by Dimmitt County
with 107, up 10, and LaSalie
County with 77, an increase
of 11 permits from Septem-
ber.

In all, 682 of the 1,070
permiits for horizontal wells
issued in Texas through Oct.
31 have been granted 1o op-
erators in the Pearsall Ficld.
Some 270 of those wells have
now been completed.

Meanwhile, the Commis-
sion has issued 211 permits
forhorizontal wells in the Gid-
dings (Austin Chalk) field
through Oct. 31. Burleson
County leads the horizontal
race there with 139 permits,
followed by Lee County with
38, Fayeue County, 30, and,
Washington County with 4.
As of Oct. 31, 98 horizontal
wells had been completed in
the Giddings Ficld.

Inall, operatorsin49 Texas
counties have reccived Rail-
road Commission permits o
drill horizontal wells. Besides
the counties previously noted,
61 permits for horizontal wells
have been granted o opera-
tors in Gonzales County, 24
have been issued for horizon-

tal projectsin Wilson County,
whileanother 10 permits have
been granted o operators drill-
ing horizontal holes in Brazos
County.

Horizontal drilling isatech-
nique used 1o tap oil reserves
that can't be recovered prof-
itably using standard meth-
ods. Target reserves typically”
are found in vertical fractures
orcervices in rock. The pock-
ets usually are difficult to
pinpoint and penetrate using
vertical wellbores. In horizon-
tal drilling. wells are drilled
vertically 1o a predetermined
depth. Then, the wellbore is
turned and bored horizontally
up to several thousand feet,
intersecting several fracture
systems.

“To create an atmosphere
for academic achievement
we're going to balance the
male-to-female ratio. We are
predominantly male oriented
here now.

“Also we will probably
reactivate a drill team for the
women similar to the one that
was popular here before.

“We're going todevelop an
honors program which will
have all the advantages of an
out of town college but retain
the benefits of familiar sur-
roundings. We're going to
bring inabout 25 students next
year on academic scholar-
ships, that will grow every
year.

“We will streamline our
curriculum so that we are not
offering anything that is du-
plicated. We are the biggest
industry in Ranger with a
budget of over 3 1/2 million
dollars. Think what would
happen to this side of the
county if this college wasn’t
there? RJC and CJC bring in
about 15milliondollarsa year.
There are counties all over the
state that would just flip-over
backwards for one of these
colleges in their county.

“The Eastland County cost
share of support in tax money
is only about 3%. Whereas
the typical revenue base of
most junior colleges in tax
money is about 30-40%. For
every dollar we generate in
taxes we bring in twelve.”

“Our plan for helping the
working adult is to offer more
non credit classes to serve
immediate needs of people
who wish subjects that will
help them in their professions,
such as firemen and police-
men who have to get retrain-
ing every year.”

From this interview, I be-
lieve the students at RJC and
the citizens in Ranger and the
surrounding communities are
indeed fortunate to have an
administrator of education of
such vision and talent.

Dr. Joe Mills deserves the
support of every forward-
thinking citizen in this area.
