City Cou’ncil Meets

The CiscoCity Council met
in regular session Tuesday
and agreed to an interlocal
contract with the Eastland
County Commissioners Court
and the Cisco Hospital Dis-
trict to help fund and provide
ambulance service in Cisco.

The county commissioners
budgeted $30,000 for ambu-
lance service in Cisco this
year. The city and hospital
district are providing $25,000
each.

The council voted to have
City Manager Mike Moore
prepare an ordinance allow-
ing a 5.08 percent increase in
rates charged by Lone Star
Gas Co., rather than the 6.02
percent Lone Star Gas had
requested. Council members

will vote on the ordinance at
the next meeting Dec. 11.

The council also approved
the purchase of another drug
detection dog. Brown County
reimbursed the city $4,875
for the loss of Snake, the
previous drug detection dog,
which was poisoned after
assisting with a drug search
in Brown County last Oct. 13.
It is expected that a replace-
ment dog and training will
cost over $4,000.

In other action, the council
reviewed this year's budget
of $105,000 for the Cisco
Emergency Medical Service
which was submitted by
Kerry Craig of the Cisco
EMS.

western artist of Cisco. Mak-
ing the presentation was
Wayman R. Spence, M.D. of
Waco, founder of Medical
Heritage Gallery.

Dr. Spence hiked the last
two miles with Bill Irwin, the
second time he had walked
with him on the eight-month
trip. Their first meeung, in
North Carolina, was the in-
spniation for the commission-
ing of ‘Blind Courage’.

‘We chose the medium of
sculpture so that Bill and his
blind peers could experience
the art through the sense of
touch,’ Dr. Spence says. ‘The
bronze embodies the idea the
courage can overcome adver-
sity in miraculous ways."

Stewart’s sculpture depicts
Irwin and his German Shep-
herd dog out on the trail. It is
lifelike, with intricate detail
and a spiritual dimension.
Irwin carries a ski pole with a
bandana in his hand, and has a
knapsack and bedroll on his
back. Faithful Orient is scout-
ing out the path.

When Spence first read
about the 49 year old blind
man, Irwin had already been
on the trail for several months.
He began his ‘mission’ on
March 8, 1990, in Springer
Mountain, Georgia. Spence
was captivated by the spirit of
the man, sightless for 22 years,
who would atempt sucha hike

dependent on God for sur-
vival,

[rwin's support tcam at
People’s Memorial Christian
Church in his hometown of
Burlington, N.C., helped
Spence with an approximate
location of the hiker. The
doctor flew to North Carolina
and began hiking — quickly
finding Irwin and Orient.

‘It was with God's help,’

says Irwin. He states that his
purpose for making the hike
was 10 ‘ witness o people and
let them know how the Lord
works in my life.’

The former alcohol abuser
was converted to Christianity
in 1987, and said he feltcalled
to walk the trail asa witness Lo
the power of God and faith.

Dr. Spence interviewed
several artists who specialize
in different media, to com-
mission works 10 commemo-
rate Irwin's journey. The
sculptor chosen was multi-
talented Dale Stewart of
Cisco, whose work Spence
had seen and admired.

Stewart, who spent a num-
ber of years as a cowboy,
didn’t wm to sculpting as a
profession until he was work-
ingasa welder atanan-bronze
foundry. There he became
challeneged by the work of
other artists.

He later studied under sev-
eral Cowboy Artistsof Amer-
ica, and now sculpts full-time.
The year 1990 has been his
most rewarding one yet, with
at least three major commis-
sions. One of these was the
bust of Congressman Charles
Stenholm, which was pre-
sented o him Aug. 18.

The request for a sculpture
of Bill Irwin's walk was a
great challenge for him, Ste-
wart says. He admired the
hiker and wanted to capture
his faith and pioneer spirit in
‘Blind Courage’.

He created his model of
Irwin and Orient after look-
ing at photographs anda video
tape of a portion of the hike.
Bronze work on the finished
piece was done at Hoka Hey
Foundry, near Dublin.

The video of Irwin on the
hike shows how rugged much
of this trek was. The Appala-
chian Trail is the longest foot-
pathin the world. Itincludes a
3,000 ft. climb in the Great

Smokies, rushing streams, and
many obstacles such as stones,
tree limbs and the like. A lot
of the trail is difficult for a
person with sight, so it’s hard
to imagine a blind person
making it.

On the video Bill Irwin said
his dog Orienthad an uncanny
sense of how to stay on the
trail. The dog also walched
for roots, boulders and slip-
pery places. Irwin ook a lot
of falls along the way, but was
always ableto getupandkeep
going. :

Sometimes other hikers
helped Irwin but he was usu-
ally alone. He stayed in shel-
ters at night when he could
reach them. The weather had
turned cold by the time he got
1o Maine.

Besides ‘Blind Courage’,
an oil painting called ‘Jour-
ney of Faith’, by Bruce
Greene, has also been com-
pleted to depict Irwin’s jour-
ney.

December, cold water tem-
peratures tend to place the
slow totakeabait largemouths
deep as a rule.

The program, which began
inNovember 1986 when Mark
Stevenson caught the present
state record largemouth
weighing 17 pounds 10.72
ounces, has 68 official entries
during the first four years and
47 of the entries have been
released back into the lake
where they were caught, said
David Campbell superinten-
dent of the Tyler Fish Haich-
ery. The lunker program ac-
cepts 13-pound plus bass
loaned by the angler. In re-
turn, the Angler receives a
fiberglass replica of his catch
and gets the fish back when
the department isthrough with
it.

The 68 bass have produced
more than 300,000 fiberlings,
most of which were stocked
in Texas lakes while some

Campbell doesn’t know if
the program will approach the
28 bass caught last year, but
its obvious to him from the
dead fish they have seen and
the number of big bass caught
last summer, that the state
record could fall this year.

“It’s obvious the potential
foranew state record isthere,”
he said. It may take 10 years
or it may not ever happen, but
from what I've seen, the signs
make it right.

Campbell said it may not
even be from Lake Fork, the
lake most anglers expect the
new record to come from -
Fork produced 17 of last years
28 entries. Any lake more than
eight to 10 years old could
have it, especially since much
of the state has been stocked
with Floridda-strain large-
mouths, beginning in 1972,

Letter To The Editor

To The Editor:

The group of citizens who
have worked so diligently w0
close our community’s hos-
pital are symbolic of the Scrip-
tural reference to those who
gag at gnats while swallow-
ing camels. They gag at a
local tax increase needed to
keep our medical facility
functioning butswallow huge
state and federal tax increases
needed to keep the political
and bureaucratic hog trough
filled without so much as a
burp in protest. Why?

This anti-hospital group
protest paying additional
taxes to maintain medical
services for our children but
are willing to pay lower taxes
over an extended period of
time for a vacant building's
indebtedness and the repay-
ment of a portion of the Hill-
Burton tab, made necessary
by the hospital’s untimely
closure. Why?

This group argues that our
community no longer needs a
hospital as Eastland has a
hospital anditisonly ten miles
away. Ten miles from where,
for whom, and how many?
One individual in a letter to
the editor referred to our for-
mer medical facility as a “bed
and breakfast” hospital. What
is the Eastland hospital? A
Regional Medical Facility
with a staff of specialists?
With this line of reasoning,
we could save local school
taxes by closing our schools
and transferring all students
to Eastland. Eastland has
schools and they are only ten
miles away.

Thanks to federal burcauc-
racy and its one-size-fits-all
regulations and rules as evi-
denced by Medicare, rural
healthcare, via rural hospitals
and rural physicians, has
become an endangered spe-
cies. Inequities in medicare
re-embursements to rural
health care suppliers have
compounded the problems.
This is the cause of our hospi-
tals indebtedness for which
the tax increase was needed.
This problem is faced by small
rural communities through-
out the country. Some com-
munities band together and
with concerted effort, keep

their medical facilities con-
tributing to the communities’
well being. Not Cisco. Run-
ning true to form, a group of
disgruntled citizens decide to
choose up sides, blame the
local hospital board, hospital
administrator, doctors, bank-
ers and anyone else against
whom they have a grudge and
shoot our community in the
foot by closing the hospital
— under the guise of saving
money. How many members
of this disgruntled group are
receiving farm subsidies,
courtesy of tax-payers? How
many members of this group
enjoy low cost meals and
other freebies at the Senior
Citizens Center, also cour-
tesy of the American tax-
payers? What is their motto?
Itis O.K. for me to take but
don’t ask me 10 give?
Having spent nearly forty
years as a Registered Nurse,
most of those years in Emer-
gency rooms and surgical
units, in hospitals large and
small, from the Red River to
the Rio Grande and from the
Panhandle to the coast of our
state, let me assure the pooh-
poohers of miles making a
difference in critical situ-
ations, that miles equate
minutes, even seconds. In
cnitical medical or accidental
situations, minutes, even
seconds, determine survival
or death at worst, vegetation
at best. Fortunately, these
situations are minimal, but
are you willing to assume
moral responsibility for the
loss of even one life as the
result of your determination
to close our hospital in lieu of
paying extra taxes? Before
you become humpshouldered
from patting yourself on the
back for your success in sav-
ing tax dollars by closing our
hospital and practically invit-
ing our one physician to leave
town if he doesn’t like it,
remember, what goes around.
Or, as The Good Book tells
us, we will reap what we sow.
