‘The supply may be somewhat, 
limited,” he explained, “just as I 
the supply for daily consumption 
is limited: but it will be sufficient 
to enable housewives to can what 
they need.”

He added that reports have 
come to his office that some 
housewives are. buying more sugar 
than they need for normal family ! 
use, and are explaining that they | 
want to be sure of having enough ! 
sugar for home canning this 
summer.

“-'That sort of buying is un­
necessary and it is also unwise,’ 
Mr. Joyce warns. “It aggravates 
a situation that already is diffi­
cult. We’re making every effort 
to see that'sugar is made avail­
able for hom^ canning next sum­
mer and Washington advises us 
that the Officd of Price Admin­
istration will handle its distri­
bution.”

The Office of Price Adminis­
tration announced county quo­
tas for new automobiles Wed­
nesday. Bailey county is allowed 
six new cars for March, April 
and May, these to go to eligible 
buyers.

AUSTIN, Tex., Feb. 23 — To 
prevent a possible default in 
payment of county and road dis­
trict bonds previously assumed 
by the state where used in the 
construction of state highways, 
the Highway Commission has an­
nounced that it will decline to 
take advantage of the bond as­
sumption law passed last Sep­
tember under which several mil­
lions of dollars of county and 
district bonds could now be used 
for new state highway construc­
tion.

The action of the Commission 
was taken in anticipation of a 
heavy decline in revenues from 
the gasoline tax due to restricted 
travel diming the war emergency 1 
The Commission stated it was im- 
p ssible to calculate accurately 
the amount of income to the road 
bond redemption fund from the 
on* cent of the gasoline tax set 
aside to service, obligations made 
eligible by previous legislation 
and that it was unwilling to place 
additional burdens on the road 
bond fund in the face of declin­
ing revenues.

The law permits the. Highway 
Commission to accept county and 
road district funds from bond is­
sues where the Issues were voted 
prior to Jan. 2, 1939. Proceeds 
from these bonds, when used on 
state highway construction, would 
be eligible for payment from the 

( road bond fund on the same ba-

Salvation Army 
Makes Plans 
For Emergency

Maj. Margaret Saunders, com­
manding officer of The Salvation 
Army at Littlefield, has just re­
turned from a state conference 
conducted by Col. William George 
Gilks, divisional commander for 
Texas, held at San Antonio.

The major portion of the time 
was spent dealing with spiritual 
matters, since the feeling is wide­
spread among religious leaders 
that with the coming trying days, 
much spiritual help, comfort, 
and guidance is going to be need­
ed, and all ministers and church 
leaders are preparing themselves 
to meet this challenge. One ses­
sion was spent in instruction and 
direction as to how best to serve 
the community in the present 
crisis.

Colonel Gilks ordered all offi­
cers in Texas to be ready for 
any emergency that might arise. 
While the danger of air raids, 
and so forth, is not so great in 
this section as in other parts, it 
is still possible a bomb might be 
dropped by a fleeing plane in 
an effort to gain speed, and the 
enemy would not be concerned 
as to whether said bomb landed 
in Muleshoe, Littlefield or a cot­
ton field.

All Army buildings are to be 
made available as emergency 
centers immediately, and cots, 
blankets and first aid necessities 
are to be secured or kept avail­
able.

All officers, soldiers and a d - ; 
herents are to be listed and in­
structed in certain duties and 
specified responsibilities.

In Littlefield, a weekly class in 
first aid is to be started, and all 
adults and older young people 
will be instructed.

The state is divided for the 
purpose of emergency, in to zones 
which would go into action as a 
unit.

This section, called Zone One, 
takes in five corps, Amarillo 
Pampa,, Lubbock, Plainview and 
Littlefield.

Adjt. William Johnson of Ama­
rillo is zone major. He will be - 
assisted by Capt. Herman Lam- 
brecht of Lubbock.

In the case of an emergency in 
any section of the above territory, 
the facilities of the entire zone 
will be at the disposal of the 
zone major and the local defense 
board or council. This applies to 
cars, trucks, buildings, as well as 
to personnel. In some centers, 
portable canteens have been in­
stalled in army trucks, and in 
some instances have already been 
called into service as aids in the 
case of bad fires.
