He got so mad he 
put me out digging a ditch. A 
little while later he passed and 
said: “Don’t throw that dirt up 
here.” And I said: “Where am 
I going to put it?” He said for 
me to dig another hole and put 
it in there.

Just then a fellow came run­
ning up and said: “Lieutenant. 
Private Jones and me drank a 
quart of whiskey and he is act­
ing queerly.” The Lieutenant 
asked him if Jones was seeing 
pink elephants. He said: “No. 
That’s the trouble. They’re, there 
and he don’t see them.”

A few days after this, we were 
shipped down here to Florida. 
They took us down to Palm 
Beach and marched us out on 

j the pier, and I had some more 
hard luck. We had a sergeant 

j that stuttered, and it took him 
j so long to say “Halt” that 
j  of us marched off the pier into 
I the ocean. They pulled us ou'
! and lined us up. Then the Cap- 
J tain came along and said: “Fall 
in." I said: "I have been in. 
He said: “Shut up, or I’ll drill 

t you until you’re all in.
! Just recently we were out in the 
i Everglades here on maneuvers 
j and after three nights of fight­
ing the mosquitoes and alligators, 
the. artillery started to shell us.
I was shaking with patriotism.
I tried to hide behind a tree, 
but there weren’t enough trees 
for the officers. The Captain 
came along and said: “At 5 o’­
clock we rush the enemy.’’ At 5
o’lock H----- broke loose, and
the way they rushed at us, you 
would think we were the ones 
who started the war. The Cap­
tain yelled: “Fire at Will.” A 
fellow behind us must have 
thought my buddy was Will. He 
fired his gun and shot him in 
the excitement. On the way to

they said: “You’re going to the 
morgue.” He said: “• !? —•<?;! 
I’m not dead.” They said: “Lay 
down. Do you want to make a 
liar out of the doctor?”

So, you see. there isn’t much 
difference in the way we, are 
saving Democracy this time than 
it was in War No. One.

Here is a brief outline, of a 
day in Camp Murphy: We lie 
around in bed every morning un­
til 4:55 o’clock. This, of course, 
gives us plenty of (time to get 
washed, dressed, make the beds, 
shine our shoes, etc., by 5:10. 
Then we stand outside while 
some sergeant tries to guess the 
names on a sheet of paper the 
Top has given him. Then we 
grope our way through the dark­
ness to the mess hall. Here, we 
have a hearty breakfast of un­
identified liquid and our choice 
of white or rye crust.

After gorging ourselves with 
this delicious repast, we waddle 
back to the barracks. We have 
nothing to do then, till 7 o’clock, 
so we sit around, sweep, scrub 
and mop the floors wash the 
windows and pick up cigaret 
butts and matches within 110 feet 
of the barracks.

Soon, the sergeant comes 
and says, “Come out into 
Florida sunshine, Kiddies.” sc 
go out and take a few simple 
calisthenics, such as touching 
your toes with both feet off the 
ground and grabbing yourself by 
the hair of the head and hold­
ing yourself at arm’s length.

At 8 o’clock, we, put on 
light packs, and start walking 
out over the- sands of Southern 
Florida. Light packs are not to 
be confused with heavy packs. 
The light packs include a gun, 
bayonet, canteen, fork, knife, 
spoon, cup shaving kit, pup tent, 
raincoat, fire extinguisher, cart­
ridge belt, first aid kit, tent pins, 
life preserver and a few other 
negligible items. (The foot lock­
er goes in the heavy pack, and 
if you don’t have room for it, you 
can carry it under your left arm 

the same arm you carry your 
raincoat on. Of course, if it is 
NOT raining you wear your rain­
coat. but if it is raining, you 
carry it folded neatly over your 
left arm.)

With my light pack. I weigh 
233 pounds. When I left Mule­
shoe, I weighed 130 pounds. So 
you see how easy it is to gain 
weight, playing and romping in 
the sunshine of Florida.

An observation car follows us 
i we trek over the sand dunes 

and picks up the guys who faint. 
The boys who fall out are treat­
ed very well. They get six 
months in the Mill, but don’t 
have to face a court martial. 
At the infirmary, all patients 
are divided into two classes. 1. 
Those, with colds. 2. Those with 
athlete's foot. If you have a 
cold, you get your throat swab­
bed with iodine. If you have 
athlete’s foot, you get your feet 
swabbed with iodine. Anyone 
who claims he has anything else 
is sent to the guard house for 
impersonating an officer.

I am very popular at the in­
firmary, as I told them I have 
both a cold and athlete’s foot. 
In reality, I have gastric ulcers, 
but I know when to keep my 
mouth shut.

Well, this is about all I have 
to write you now—except that 
we have hominy and prunes for 
supper. Oh. Boy!

Simple Clothing 
Apparently Here

COLLEOE STATION. Tex 
Because cloth has many military 
uses, consumers need to forget 
keeping up with the Joneses’ 

and return to sturdier, more 
simple clothing for the duration 
of the war.

This is the advice brought by 
Mrs. Dora R. Barnes, clothing 
specialist for the A. and M. Col­
lege Extension Service, from f 
conference on wartime clothing 
problems held recently in Bir­
mingham, Ala. Consumers also 
will profit by buying better ma­
terials which will last longer and 
by insisting that labels in cloth­
ing give more definite informa­
tion.

Some military uses for cloth, 
other than clothing, include cam­
ouflage nets, food and feed bags, 
tarpaulins, mattresses, hammocks 
bandages and surgical dressings, 
bed linens, towels and tents. Be­
cause of these needs of the armed 
forces, civilians may expect 25 to 
30 percent reduction in available 
cotton goods. “That means we 
must streamline our clothes," 
Mrs. Barnes says.

WPB has designated two of - 
the twelve concerns that have1 
been making bicycles to produce 
all bicycles to be manufactured 
in the United States “for the 
duration.” These may produce a 
combined total of 10,000 bicycles

month which represents 20 
percent of the July-August pro­
duction of all firms. While trade 
marks may not be used by either 
concern under this program, one 
may use the letter “W" next to 
its serial numbers and the. other 
“H”. No firm will be “permitted 
to spread its name over the land 
and in foreign countries” at the, 
expense of those temporarily con­
verted to war production.

While WPB did not attempt to 
handle the problem of “profit 
pooling" in the bicycle industry, 
officials are working on a plan 
to permit firms which cease man­
ufacture to share the profits of 
companies permitted to continue. 
In the bicycle industry, however, 
it was explained that the ten

firms which cease, making the 
bicycles will derive profits from 
.lie manufacture of munitions, in 

'which they are now engaged.

Dry Kieffer 
Pears Suitable 
For Drying

Kieffer pears, now abundant 
over much of Texas, are suitable 
for drying.

Lillie Gentry, Bailey county 
home demonstration agent for 
the A. and M. College Extension 
Service, says if you’re going to 
dry them, finish ripening them 
off the tree for at least 10 days 
to two weeks. While they ripen, 
keep them in a cool, dark well- 
ventilated place. When the pears 
are ripe, remove the stem and 
halve or quarter them.

I texture are conserved. Then re­
move the core and woody tissue 
in the center of the pear.

The next step is to sulphur the 
fruit. This helps to preserve the 

j fruit over a longer period, helps 
! prevent darkening and loss of 
Vitamin C, keeps insects away, 
and speeds up the drying process. I 
Here is how to sulphur the. fruit. J 
Do it out of doors.

Place one teaspoon of sulphur 
per pound of prepared fruit in a 
small piece of paper, roll it loose­
ly. and twist the ends. Then 
place it in a pan. Place the pan 
below the tray or trays of cut 
fruit, so they will not come in 
contact with the burning sulphur, j 
Light the paper. Then quickly 
place a tight box or barrel over 
the trays and the pan. The cov­
ering should be tight enough to 
prevent loss of fumes. Sulphur 
the pears for three hours.

A home-made stove dryer is 
best for dehydrating pears, since 
the temperature can be. controll­
ed. The process should be start­
ed at 130 degrees F.. and finish- 

175 degrees F, Miss Gentry 
says. Pears should be dried un­
til they are rubbery or elastic.

but not sticky. They should not 
be hard and brittle. Twenty- 
five pounds of fresh pears will 
yield from three and one-half to 
six pounds of dried fruit.

orial to their high courage and 
ideals.

A military funeral was held 
with escorts from both the 
American and Netherlands for­
ces, and both Protestant and 
Catholic services were, conducted 
by Chaplain Rentz of the U. S. 
S. Houston and Father Widen- 
busche of Tjilatjap.

His grave is clearly and ap­
propriately marked.

We had served together in 
this ship for five months, and 
Consequently he was well known 
to me. During the strained 
months that preceded the out­
break of hostilities and in the 
difficult period of war service 
that preceded, his courage, cheer­
fulness and resolute performance 
of duty were constantly observed 
and admired by all his shipmates, 
among whom he had a great 
number of very close friends.

Please be assured that, as his 
Captain, I deeply share your 
sorrow and sense of loss.
