for defense school students by
the government. This course will
be offered in the Muleshoe
| school, beginning September 14,
with special emphasis on the re-
pair of farm motors, trucks and
tractors. In addition, there will
be instruction in service and mi-
nor repair jobs. Only such in-
struction as that necessary to
train farmers to keep farm ma-
chinery in efficient operation
will be provided, F. Winford
Jones said. Mr. Jones, voca-
|tional " agriculture instructor in
the Muleshoe school, will be su-
pervisor of the defense courses.

| The course beginning Septem-
ber 14, will run for ten weeks,
three hours per night and three
nights each week. Dick Rockey,
mechanic of Muleshoe Motor
| will teach the course.

Mr. Jones stated that both
{men and women, who have at-
| tained the age of 17, are eligible.
However, an effort will be made
|to enroll farmers who have ma-
chinery or equipment to repair or
construct, and who want to re-
| ceive training through actual re-
pair and construction jobs. Pre-
ference will be given to farmers
who must immediately re-condi-
tion machinery or build equip-
ment for their production pro-
gram.

Farmers whose machinery is in
no immediate need of repair may
also enroll, and they will be
trained in methods of keeping
equipment in working order.

A meeting will be held at the
high school, September 14,
8 p. m. (wartime) for all persons
interested in taking the course
Mr. Jones said that a limited
number would be selected.

in which neighbors pool their e-
‘quipment. This has been done
in Ellis county, and, the repre-
| sentatives were told, was very
‘success(ul where usually five or
six farmers residing in the same
general area, get together to
solve the problem of moving their
crops. In groups like this, it is
seldom that any one of them wilk
have all the equipment that is
necessary to move a crop. But
among the five or six, they will
be able to get together the re-
quired transportation. It was
admitted that the plan involved
no little inconvenjence and extra
work, and might mean a little
extra expense, But it has moved
a lot of erops in Ellis county,
which otherwise would not have
been moved.

Some of the Bailey county rep-
resentatives say that it is a
problem which will have to be
worked out. along the lines sug-
gested above, and that it is a
discouraging job at best. In this
ccunty, many: farmers must haul
their crops from twenty to thirty
|miles and some even more than
|that. However, there are several
sucgestions, which, although not
workable in some localities might
be just the thing for others.
