,“A ” book — Minimum ration, a- 
vailable to everybody, 16 gallons 
per month.

- ‘B ” ration — Available for 
necessary driving to work and 
similar purposes, adjustable to 
individual needs. Maximum for 
a plus B is 37 1-3 gallons per 
month — 31 1-3 for “occupa­
tional” driving and 6 for “neces­
sary family driving.’*

“C”  ration — Available only 
for most essential war and pub­
lic welfare purposes, adjustable, 
with limits depending on indi­
vidual case.

_‘T ”  — Transport ration, ad­
justable, depending on amount 
certified as necessary by office 
of defense transportation.

Louise Bryant, specialist in 
home management for the A. & 
M. College Extension Service, 
points out that the needs of 
war strike at some unexpected 
spots. Here are some examples:

The expanding of the air force 
requires an expanded supply of 
parachutes, and every one of 

ithem absorbs enough silk to make 
185 pairs o f stockings.

Until recently, when airplane 
motors were shipped abroad, 
they were coated in a heavy 
grease to protect them during 
shipment. When they arrived, 
the grease was removed. Now 

I these motors are wrapped in cel­
lophane and arrive in perfect 
condition. So cellophane may 
not continue to be so plentiful.

Meeting the production goals 
for 60.000 planes this year and 
twice that number next year, 
there will be no aluminum for 
cooking utensils. In fact, there 
is not enough aluminum, even 
when it is all taken away from 
the kitchen, so that plywood air­
planes are now being used for 
training purposes.

Because a pair of Army shoes 
takes two and a half times as 
much leather as a pair o f civilian 
oxfords, consumers are being urg­
ed to make last year’s shoes wear 
as long as possible.

Miss Bryant says the 200,000 
patriotic rural Texans who have 
signed Victory Demonstrators 
pledge cards are ready and will­
ing to make these war-time ad­
justments. But it’s only fair that 
they should know why they must 
-E a t it up; wear it out; make it 
do; and do' without.”------«------

Muleshoe PTA
Some weeks ago it was announ­

ced that the school lunch room 
would not be operated this year, 
due to a number of difficulties 
caused by the war. For one 
thing, it was thought that help 
for running the lunch room 
would be short. However, the 
local Parent-Teachers’ Associa­
tion decided to again sponsor the 
project, as it had been so suc­
cessful in the past.

After considerable effort, the 
room is again in operation. I t 
is a WPA project, and all the 
personnel is furnished by that 
agency, as is a certain portion o f  
the food. The P.-T. A. furnishes, 
the building and utilities, to­
gether with a good part o f the 
food supplies. Undernourished 
children, who are unable to pay 
for meals are given a noon lunclj 
free.

These meals are well-balanced 
with ample helpii^s of vegeta­
bles and fruits. For those child­
ren who are able to pay, the 
charge is 15 cents. It has been 
found that school children do 
much better when wholesome, 
warm meals are served to them 
in a comfortable building. Un­
der the management of Mrs. 
Katy Crouch, the lunch room is 
getting o ff to a good start and a  
large number of children are be­
ing fed each school day.

Substitute For A 
Birth Certificate

There has been considerable 
misunderstanding on the part of 
employers as to the necessity for 
men who have been discharged 
from the armed services of the 
United States to secure birth 
certificates before being allowed, 
to work.

Ed Riedel, acting department 
adjutant o f the American Legion, 
has issued a recent memorandum 
to the effect that men who have 
been honorably discharged from 
the armed forces, can present 
these documents as a lawful sub­
stitute for a birth certificate. 
Where employment is refused be­
cause of lack of birth certificate, 
the attention of the employer 
may be called to the following:

The act was passed and became 
a law on June 22, 1942, as Public 
Law 620, 77th Congress, Second 
Session, Chapter No. 432.

It is the general belief among 
ex-service men and employers a- 
like that only a birth certificate 
is acceptable where such is neces­
sary for work in government 
plants.
