A new weather forecast map 
for this section of the South 
Plains has been approved in 
Washington, it was announced 
last week by D. C. Cameron, me­
teorologist in charge at Albu­
querque. N. M.

Twenty-three counties are in­
cluded in the South Plains sub­
division as follows: Gaines, Daw­
son. Borden, Scurry, Fisher, Yoa­
kum, Terry, Lynn, Garza, Kent, 
Stonewall , Cochran. Hockley. 
Lubbock. Crosby, Dickens. King, 
Bailey, Lamb. Hale, Floyd, Mot­
ley and Cottle.

The weather forecasts for West 
Texas, it was explained, are in­
tended to apply to the area which 
lies west of the 100th meridian.

In the past, the forecasts have 
divided that area into the north­
ern, central and southern parts— 
the South Plains having been in­
cluded in the northern part.

As the result, according to in­
formation Saturday, the following 
territorial subdivisions have been 
created: The Texas Panhandle, 
lying north of the South Plains;

A New York production concern 
announces that after four years 
of experiments, a new fibre 
named aralac and made from 
casein, is being produced com­
mercially for the textile industry. 
In case you don’t know it, casein 
is a white amorphous phosphor- 
protein in milk of various ani­
mals.

The new fibre, which will com­
pete with wool and synthetic 
yams, is created by treating ca­
sein with chemicals and heating 
it Into viscous honey-like form. 
In that state It Is forced through 
spinnarets under hydrostatic 
pressure and the emulsion emer­
ges as thousands of strands of 
fibre called “we. tow.” After 
other treatments the fibre be­
comes soft and luxurious.”

U. S. Acquiring 
Title To Lands

WASHINGTON, Dec. 8—Uncle 
Sam is in the midst of the big­
gest land acquisition program 
since days of territorial expan­
sion. and as a part of it is taking 
title to some 115,000 acres 
Texas for national defense pur-

Hearings on the supplemental 
national defense approprla 
bill Introduced recently in the 
House, disclosed that all but 
about 38.000 acres of the. total 
already had been acquired 
Tekas.

Final official entry list in the 
West Texas Chamber of Com­
merce Defense and Preservation 
contest stands just over the cen­
tury mark, announces the region­
al chamber.

As the deadline came—set for 
December 1 by the WTCC’s house 
of delegates at the recent Mid­
land convention — the contest 
books showed a total of 101 West 
Texas towns, from the largest to 
among the smallest, entered in 

year-long inter-community 
competition. Announced objec­
tive of the contest is the stimula­
tion of greater, more unified par­
ticipation in national defense 
and in West Texas territorial ac­
tivities — this through the re­
gion's chambers of commerce and 
public affairs committees. To 
date, 145 of these committees, 
with a total membership of 1,113 
have been created.

The contest will close late in 
1942. The announcement of the 
four winning towns, with award 
of $500 in prizes, will be made at 
the WTCC’s fall convention at 
Waco.

"The response from our towns 
has been remarkable,” said J. 
Thomas Davis, WTCC president. 
The Defense and Preservation 
contest, he said, is a unique 
method for securing widespread 
cooperation of business men and 
chambers of commerce in the 
West Texas territorial program, 
as well as for national defense. 
Also, he said, it should solidify 
business interests and leadership 
through the chambers of com­
merce, “ for more and better busi­
ness leadership is one of the 
needs of the hour,” he asserted.

The contest ruies recite that 
competing towns will be Judged 

per capita effort-and-result 
basis on three classifications of 
activities. These, are civilian and 
military, production defense and 
territorial preservation. A  weight 
of 30 grade points will be given 
to each of these groups, with an 
additional 10 points for chamber 
of commerce leadership shown in 
organiizng the community’s par­
ticipation. Judging will be by a 
committee of three state or na­
tional officials and three West 
Texans appointed by the presi­
dent of the WTCC.

The rules state that specific 
items for competition will be an­
nounced periodically by the re­
gional chamber, through presi­
dent’s news letters. Four of these 
communications, listing six com­
petitive activities, already have 
gone to the towns. They call for 
action by the sponsoring groups 

-by pasage of strong resolutions 
or by other actions—as follows: 

Demanding an end of strikes 
in defense industries, with enact­
ment of national legislation to 
curb labor abuses. .

Asking Congress to support 
President Roosevelt and the bud­
get bureau in drastically curtail­
ing all non-defense federal ex­
penditures.

Third, on the WTCC’s long 
campaign for equality of freight 
transportation charges, calling 
for independent Texas participa­
tion In the inter-territorial rate 
investigation now being made by 
the Interstate Commerce commis-

Commission to represent this 
state in all matters in the na­
tional rate investigation.

Calling on Congress to put pres­
sure on the federal price admin­
istration for an increased price 
on crude oil and the elimination 
of price differentials and dis­
criminations against portions of 
West Texas.

Urging local merchants and 
newspapers to put over the re­
cently launched campaign pro­
moting the buying of cotton- 
made gift goods for Christmas, 
as a means of increasing con­
sumption of the South's No. 1 
staple.

Response to these initial calls 
“already has been unusually gra­
tifying,” said WTCC President 
Davis. “Our towns are swinging 
into action on a wide front and 
in a big way. As the sponsoring 
agencies notify our headquarters 
office of action taken on items 
designated for competition, this 
will be placed in their contest 
records for Judging at the proper 
time.”

Our 1940 Imports of 818.000 tons 

of crude rubber and consumption 
of 641.000 tons helped the stock­
pile. Thus, when imports for the 
first half of 1941 reached almost 
half a million tons, a comfort­
able addition to our reserve sup­
ply was in prospect But no such 
thing happened. Actual con­
sumption for the first half of the 
year was more than 400,000 tons 
and requirements for the year are 
expected to top 730,000 tons.

Despite some shipping difficul-

ties, it seemed no tremendous 
problem, a year ago. to garner an 
adequate reserve supply in the 
United States.

Thus, 
rubber men reasoned, all that 
would be necessary would be to 
increase our imports this year 
and the excess could be held back 
for that very necessary reserve.

Imagine how they felt, then, as 
they watched consumer demand 
stretch as fast as, or even faster, 
than they could import rubber!

There were reasons, of course. 
It was the heavy military de­
mand of our mobile army, plus 
unprecedented activity in the au­
tomobile industry.. Regardless of 
these reasons, however, the stock­
pile did not grow and it was 
necessary that steps be taken to 
make it grow.

cir* .M iiat steps was a series 
priority orders, starting June 
1941, limiting the crude-rub­

ber consumption of each process­
or in the United States. Every 

! effort has been made, in these 
limitations, to cushion unemploy­
ment and to avoid any sudden 
shutting off of rubber products. 
The entire plan, as a matter of 
fact, is to reduce the consump-

“ If” is
a very big one. ,

If nothing interferes with ship­
ping in the Pacific—if war stays 
away from the sources of supply 
—we can continue to get an ade­
quate supply of rubber. War has 
not stayed away entirely, because 
occupation of French Indo-China 
already has cut off our imports 
from there. The men charged 
wtth the responsibility of keep­
ing us in rubber can only hope 
the threat to our trade routes 

■ goes no farther.
That is the reason we must 

have a large reserve supply 
rubber. Nearly 20 percent 
our present consumption goes for 
military and essential civilian 
use and that 20 percent is vital 
to our continued defense effort. 
We must have that rubber and 
we must be sure of it. The only 
way to be sure is to have it on 
our shores in reserve.

With all the many uses there 
are for rubber—important uses, 
too—it is surprising to learn that 
72 percent of our rubber con­
sumption for the year ended 
March 31, 1941 went for tires 
and tire sundries. This is what 
we did with our rubber last year: 
Automobile., bus and truck

tires and tire sundries___ 72%
Mechanical goods (hose,

belting, and the like)------- 10%
Footwear __________________ 6%
Wire and cable insulation _ 4%

the production o f synthetic rub­
ber. We already are making 
large quantities of this product 
of the chemists* fertile brains, 
most of it being used for military 
and defense requirements.

We could, by a heroic effort, 
build more huge factories for the 
manufacture of synthetic rubber, 
but it is doubtful if that could be 
done rapidly enough to compen­
sate us for the lack of crude rub­
ber in case our supply was sud­
denly stopped. Rubber men call 
that a theoretical answer rather 
than an actual one and point out 
that synthetic rubber produced 
in, say, 1944 would be of little use 
to our defense production in 1942.

The only sensible answer, they 
insist, and their reasoning cer­
tainly is logical, is to pile up a 
reserve supply of rubber in the 
United States that will last us 
through any emergency. Then, if 
we cannot get rubber from the 
Orient, we will have enough on 
hand to supply our emergency 
needs until synthetic rubber pro­
duction can be stepped up or the 
situation in the Pacific clarified 
so shipments can be resumed.

That’s why Uncle Sam is ask­
ing you to save on rubber. That’s 
why you cannot buy white side- 
wall tires, and that’s why rubber 
goods may be a trifle scarcer 
than they have been in the past. 
The reduced output of automo­
biles is going to cut the demand 
for rubber tires to a considerable 
extent, but rubber will be some­
what scarcer nevertheless.

mechanical stone picker 
that picks up all atones—from as 
small as an egg to as large as
eight Inches in diameter—has 
been put on the market.

Time To Be 
Planning Menus 
For Christmas

It’s time to be planning the 
Christmas dinner.

If a homemaker hasn’t already 
made her fruit cake, that should 
be first on the list, according to 
Hazel Phipps, specialist in food 
preparation for the A. and M. 
College Extension Service. Next, 
families who don’t raise their 
own turkeys will need to consider 
whether they’ll buy one, and if 
so, what size it will be. Ordinar­
ily, the homemaker should allow 
three-fourths to one pound of 
turkey per person, so that a 12 
pound turkey would serve 12 to 
16 people.

No matter what size is selected, 
the turkey should be cooked at 
a low temperature, for that keeps 
the meat tender, the specialist 
explains. From 300 to 325 degrees 
F. is usually best, with 275 de­
grees F. recommended for tur­
keys weighing over 14 pounds.

For a dinner that’s different, 
Miss Phipps suggests substituting 
cranberry salad for the tradition­
al cranberry sauce.. She gives 
these directions: “Run raw cran­
berries through a food chopper 
and combine with some other 
fruit. For example cranberries 
combine well with oranges, pine­
apple or apple. If you like a tart 
salad, you will like just the fruit 
combination with salad dressing, 
but if you prefer, it may be 
sweetened. If you are fortunate 
enough to have some pecans, add 
some to the salad.”

More specific directions for 
preparing fruit cake or roasted 
turkey can be obtained from of­
fices of county home demonstra­
tion agents.

’Roaches Easy 
To Eliminate, 
Says Agent

The conscientious housewife 
doesn’t broadcast the news when 
cockroaches invade her home. 
But according to Cameron Sid- 
dall, entomologist of the A. and 
M. college extension service, it is 
not a social error if the evil in­
sects appear in any well-ap­
pointed kitchen. In parts of 
Texas they may develop out of 
doors and crawl or fly in. They 
have no social preferences and 
thrive equally well in the man­
sion or humble cottage, especially 
if the eating is good.

Siddall offers comfort to a f­
flicted homes with the assurance 
that roaches easily may be elim­
inated when the source of infes­
tation can be controlled. Crack 
fillers, such as putty, plastic 
wood, or plaster of paris will close 
many openings used by roaches. 
Openings can be. located by wat­
ching roaches run for conceal­
ment. All cracks around water 
and drainage pipes passing thru 
floors, and those leading to 
spaces behind . baseboards, door 
and window trims should be fill­
ed.

Sodium fluoride powder is rec­
ommended to control roaches, 
and gives best results when used 
with a small dust gun. An in­
expensive fly spray is satisfactory.
The powder should be dusted into 
all cfackf behind baseboards,
moldings, sinks and other places 
in which roaches hide. Sodium 
fluoride is poisonous to humans 
and should be used with great 
care. The sprayer should be per­
fectly dry and the poison in a 
fine, powdered form. If a spray­
er is not available, fair results 
may be obtained by sprinkling 
the powder into places mentioned 
and in the roach runs. A thin 
film of poison is more effective 
than when used in large quanti­
ties.

Pyrethrum powder is non- 
poisonous and gives excellent 
control when applied in all cracks. 
It stupefies the roaches, causing 
them to turn on their backs, but 
the material is not very effective 
unless used with a dust gun.

Additional information may be 
obtained from county agricultu­
ral agents.
