In the early months of 1942, an intensely eritical situation
xisted along the Atlantic seacoast. Nazi submarines, practically within
sight of the shore, were sinking scores of American tankers and other
ships. Our Navy, scattered as it was over all
the globe, could not cope with them. At
first the vessels went down at the rate of one
a week, then oné a day. Finally in May, the
blockade became complete. Ships bearing
supplies, not only for our own armed forces,
but for most of the Unirzd Nations as well,
were immobilized in our harbors.

Then the miracle happened—a miracle
not unlike that of Dunkirk. From yacht
clubs and fishing docks, from flying schools
and civilian airports, swarmed thousands of
