Violators Of 
Auto Tax Law 
Are Warned

Reports reaching the office of 
Collector of Internal Revenue in­
dicate that most persons Tj^sci 
to the $5.00 automobile tax due 
July 1, 1942, have already pur­
chased the required stamp, but 
that in some sections many auto­
mobile owners have failed t< 
purchase this stamp. Beginning 
Aug. 1. 1942, a concerted drive by 
deputy collectors in every section 
got underway, and all persons 
subject to the tax, using their 
cars without the stamp affixed, 
will be vigorously prosecuted. 
Such tax evaders, will be subject 
to a $25.00 fine and thirty days 
imprisonment in addition t< 
payment o f the tax. This auto­
mobile use tax is a war measure, 
and all patriotic people, should 
respond without delay.

The most important thing tc 
remember is that the $5.00 auto­
mobile tax stamp cannot be pur­
chased from Post Offices after 
July 31. 1942. and purchases will 
have to be made from the Col­
lector of Interna) Revenue, and 
late purchasers will be required 
to establish the fact under oath 
that they have not used their 
cars prior to the purchase date 
of the stamp, in order to avoid 
penalty.

Speeders Are 
Warned By 
Ration Board

Speeders were given a stern 
warning today by E. W. Johnson, 
chairman o f the Bailey County 
War Price and Rationing Board, 
that speeding tickets issued a- 
gainst them by either state, or 
local police will cause them to 
forfeit their eligibility for new 
tires or retreads. “Abuse of 
tires by speeding must be stop­
ped,”  Mr. Johnson emphasized.

"W e have been advised by 
Mark McGee, the Texas OPA 
director, that carbon copies 
all speeding tickets issued on the 
highways by the Texas Highway 
Patrol will be forwarded to the 
local board.

We are asking city police and 
county officers in Bailey county 
to extend, this same assistance to 
us in enforcing the vital wartime 
necessity for conserving rubber.”

Mr. Johnson said the local 
board had been requested by the 
state OPA office to regard speed- 

as an abuse of tires and a; 
reason for voiding a person's eli­
gibility for new tires or retreads. 
After such an offense, the speed­
er will have to give the local 
board conclusive proof that he is 
observing the 40-mile speed limit 
imposed by the Office of Defense 
Transportation, before, he again 
can become eligible.

"OPA and ODT inspectors are 
beginning to take the license 
number of speeders,”  Mr. John­
son said, “and these numbers 
will be, sent to our board.

But here is a report o f the Hon. 
Forest A. Harness, member of 
Congress, after an investigation 
of conditions at an ordnance 
plant in Louisiana. The Con­
gressman displayed pictures he 
had taken at the ordnance plant, 
and we quote from his verbal re­
port to his colleagues:

“ Here, for instance, are two 
pictures taken o f  little, sentry 
houses, just 10 feet 2 inches, by 
10 feet 7 inches, with a canopy 
type roof over a small gateway. 
The first of these is costing $3.- 
363: the second, $3,409 Note the 
picture of a little pump house. 
Note the size and very simple 
construction. This is one. of five 
such shanties to cost $5,670 each. |

“Now, notice this picture o f a 
two-car grease rack. Here is an 
ordinary shed, just 31 by 40 feet, 
with wooden ramps, that cost 
$17,0?9. And so it goes on up 
the line to this little office 
building at $21,793. this small 
laboratory at $36,128. this em­
ployment office at $64,403.

“The buildings pictured here, 
all of them, are, the simplest sort 
o f frame construction, with very 
ordinary inside finish, or no fin ­
ish at all. The government and 
contractors speak of it as “ five- 
year” construction. Can such ex­
penditures result from gross care­
lessness. or is it impossible for 
even the most extravagant gov­
ernment to waste money at such 
a terrific rate unless there is also 
fraud and collusion?

“ Three Army inspectors, after 
a period of a few weeks, wrote 
officials that the contracting 
company was engaged in a con­
spiracy to keep information re­
lating to the work from them. 
Within a few days these inspec­
tors were removed. The pretext 
was that these Army men had at 
some time in the past worked for 
the contractors and could not 
serve as inspectors.”

What connection does the sec­
ond case have with the first? 
Simply that at Camp Barkeley 
two men are to be tried on a 
charge of defrauding the govern­
ment out of $5,000. At the, Louis­
iana ordnance plant, many times 
$5,000 have been stolen from the 
government, and nothing is done 
about it. Such practices do not 
occur in Louisiana alone.. There 
are similar reports from almost 
every state in the nation. We 
wonder if such practices could, 
by any means, give “ aid and 
com fort” to our enemies, 
wonder if there is anyone in our 
government who would be in 
position to do anything about 
such practices. The Congress 
could not, o f course. Neither 
could the Secretary of War, nor 
any other cabinet member—not 
until it was approved from “high­
er up".

In thinking of the above, w< 
are reminded that just a few 
days ago, Mr. O’Daniel was 
charged with obstructing the war 
effort.

A JOINT RESOLUTION

proposing an amendment to Ar­
ticle III o f the Constitution ol 
the State o f Texas by adding a 
new section thereto to be known 
as Section 49a, requiring all bills 
passed by the Legislature on and 
after January 1. 1945, appropria 
ting money for any purpose, to 
be sent to the Comptroller of 
Public Accounts for his approval, 
and fixing the duties of the 
Comptroller with reference there­
to; authorizing the Legislature to 
provide for the issuance, sale and 
retirement o f serial bonds, equal

the proclamation and publication 
thereof; and providing 
necessary appropriation to defray 
necessary expenses for the sub­
mission of this amendment.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE 
OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article III of 
the Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended by adding 
thereto, immediately after Sec­
tion 49, a section to be known 
Section 49a, to read as follows: 

Section 49a. It shall be the 
duty of the Comptroller of Public 
Accounts in advance o f each 
Regular Session of the Legisla­
ture to prepare and submit tr 
the Governor and to the Legisla­
ture upon its convening a state­
ment under oath showing fully 
the financial condition of 
State Treasury at the close 
the last fiscal period and an es­
timate of the probable receipts 
and disbursements for the then 
current fiscal year. There shall 
also be contained in said state­
ment an itemized estimate 
the anticipated revenue based 
the laws then in effect that will 
be received by and for the State 
from all sources showing 
fund accounts to be credited 
during the succeeding biennium 
and said statement shall contain 
such other information as may 
be required by law. Supplemen­
tal statements shall be submitted 
at any Special Session 
Legislature and at such other 
times as may be necessary 
show probable changes.

“From and after January 1, 
1945, save in the case of emer­
gency and imperative, public 
necessity and with a four-fifths 
vote of the total membership of 
each House, no appropriation in 
excess o f the cash and anticipa 
ted revenue o f the funds from 
which such appropriation is to 
be made shall be valid. .From 
and after January 1, 1945, 
bill containing an appropriation 
shall be considered as passed or 
be sent to the Governor for con-' 
sideration until and unless th: 
Comptroller o f Public Accounts 
endorses his certificate thereon 
showing that the amount appro 
priated is within the amount es­
timated to be available 
affected funds.

State-Owned Jacks 
And Stallions Are 
Now Available

AUSTIN. Tex. — In order to 
help meet the growing demand 
for saddle and draft horses and 
mules, Texas farmers and stock- 
men who need a stallion or jack 
should make application imme­
diately to the Jack and Stallion 
Division of the State Department 
of Agriculture, Austin.

The department issued that 
statement today with the an­
nouncement that there are. now 
several of the state-owned jacks 
and stallions available. The stal­
lions include Belgian, percheron 
and saddle types.

The animals may be leased by 
stockmen or farmers for $30 
yearly, with the remuneration to 
be derived from breeding fees. 
The fee limit is $10. The animals 
will be delivered to the leasor 
free of charge by the department.

Curtailment of supplies o f  rub­
ber and gasoline is expected to 
bring about a greater demand for 
horses and mules, and thereby 
increase the demand for the 
services of the state-owned jacks 
and stallions. It is estimated 
that the state animals have al­
ready increased the wealth of 
the state by about $3,000,000, al­
though since its creation in 1934, 
the Jack and Stallion Division 
has never cost the people of the 
state a penny for its upkeep and 
administration.
