BORN_ with physical handicaps
that might have made an or-
dinary man a ne’er-do-well and
weakling, Theodore Roosevelt
beeame for his countrymen the
r;.symbol of the “strenuous
life.” “With physical vigor he
combitied mental leadérship and
a vibrant patifiotism.

At his birth in New York City,
on October 27, 1858, Roosevelt
was 4 delicate, near-sighted babe
who all through his boyhood
seemed destined to a life of inac-
tivity. Fortunately his family
was able to give him the best of
care and his was a character that
refused to be hamperod by ob-
stacles. He trained in gymnas-
ties, horsemanship and managed
to build himself into the Rough
Rider who was to thrill the coun-
try with his exploits.

" His devotion to nature study
persisted throughout his life. It
is this side of his many-faceted
career that was particularly me-
morialized in the impressive New
York State Memorial Building
and monument which were. for-
mally dedicated to him on the
grounds of the American Mu-
seum of Natural History in Jan-
uary, 1936. The monument is the
work of James E. Fraser, a sculp-
tor who has done much to make
the features and character of
Roosevelt familiar to a new gen-
eration.

Roosevelt began his poliﬁcal

career at the age of twenty-three,
as State Assemblyman. From
that time forward he was a po-
tent factor in the political life
of his State, serving it in many
capacities, including that of Gov-
ernor, both before and after the
Spanish-American War, In that
conflict he won additional glory -
as Colonel of the Rough Riders
who made the dramatic charge
up San Juan Hill.

The assassination of President
McKinley in 1901 made Roose-
velt, then Vice-President, our
Chief Executive at forty-two—
the youngest man ever to hold
that exalted office. He filled the’
post with characteristic vigor
until 1909, distinguishing himself
especxally for his defense of the
common people against the large
trusts. His courage won the ad-
miration of friends and enemies
alike. In 1912 he ran again for
the Presidency on a third-party
ticl:et, but was defeated.

To the day of his death, Janu-
ary 6, 1912, President Roosevelt
was active in the affairs of the
country. At the same time he
undertook important explora-
tions ‘and wrote many significant
books. He was buried in the cem-
etery mear his home, at Oyster
35 Long Island, and his grave
m. 1 by the stone shown in the
sketcn, is the scene of annual
pilgrimages by thousands of
admirers.
