And the process by which |
it is made causes no discoloration |
of the fabric. The treatment is
somewhat similar to the mcetate
process for rayon, but the new cot- |
ton fabric has no odor and it does
not become sticky. And fortunately
the treatment will not cause and
harmful effects on foods, so it will
moke excellent sacks for shipping
fruits, vegetables, and other faod
and feed products.
