Point system adopted to 
deter traffic violations

The cost of traffic tickets is up in 

Bailey County. The legislature added 

another $30 to each fine plus the county 

added an additional $20 according Jus-

tice of the Peace Herman Morrison. 

Morrison gave the Journal a copy of 

"Justice Court News" that explains the 

new point system the legislature added 

_to the fines. 

According to the "Court News," a 

moving traffic violation will carry two 

points for each violation. However, if 

the violation causes an accident that 

violation will carry three points. 

If a driver accumulates a total of six 

points in three years, that driver will 

be assessed a $100 surcharge to renew 

their driver's license. 

Each additional point will add an-

other $25 surcharge for each point. 

A driver operating a vehicle without 

a driver's license will have' a $150 

charge assessed each year for three 

years. 

A person who is convicted of driv-

ing without financial responsibility will 

have a $250 surcharge each year for 

three years. 
Driving while intoxicated will add a 

$1,000 surcharge to a driver's license 

renewal for three years. Subsequent 

offenses or DWIs with a high alcohol 

content will add surcharges of $1,500 

to $2,000. 

The points will not apply to tickets 
where the driver is speeding less that 

10 miles over the legal speed limit. 

According to the "Court News," the 

Department of Public Safety will sus-

pend the license of drivers not paying 

the surcharges. The DPS can also col-

lect the fees through civil action.

She realized it was too hard for 

Rainfall causes more West Nile concerns

J. K. Adams, NWS weather 

recorder for Muleshoe, re-

ported eight hundredths of an 

inch of rain for last Thursday 

and one and a third inches of 

rain for last Friday. 

The increased moisture leads 

to an increase in mosquitos for 

the area. As a result, the West 

Nile Virus becomes a greater 

concern. 

According to City Manager 

David Brunson, the city is 

spraying for mosquitos every 

"couple of days." The city is us-

ing a sprayer unit mounted on 

the back of a pickup to spray a 

fine mist of Malathon all over  

town, according to Brunson. 

"Malathon is the chemical of 

choice for mosquito control," 

he said. "It is a contact killer. 

There is no residual so the area 

has to be sprayed over and over 

again." 

According to Brunson, 

Malathon can be purchased off 

the shelf if people want to spray 

around their homes themselves. 

Although the Texas Depart-

ment of Health still has not 

verified the West Nile cases in 

the area, Muleshoe Area Medi-

cal Center has confirmed 12 

cases of the virus and are await-
ing results for 13 more, accord-

ing to Bruce Hinchey, labora-

tory manager. 

"Some of these cases are 

from New Mexico," said 

Hinchey, "We have a clinic in 

Farwell that sends some. 

bloodwork here, so some of 

them are from Partner County 

but they are all in the local 

area." 

According to Hinchey, test-

ing for the enchephalitis or 

menengitis forms of the virus 

requires cerebral-spinal fluid 

samples. "The lab has sent off 

two samples and we are still 

waiting' for the results," said 

Hinchey. 

Dr. Alexander of the Texas 
Department of Health verified 

that the department has three 

cases of the virus under inves- 

tigation for Bailey County, as 

well as over 200 in the region. 

"We're still getting reports in—

the lab is overwhelmed and 

there is only one person to try 

and confirm all of these cases," 

he said. 

Previously, Alexander had 

stated that over 15 state-con-

firmed cases for the area would 

constitute an epidemic. 

According to the Texas De-

partment of Health website, 

late summer to early fall is the 

peak season for the virus. 

With the recent rain in the 

area, citizens are still at risk and 

doctors are encouraging them 

to see a professional for treat-

ment of flu-like symptoms.

"We're going to be expanding

The deal has been in the works 

for several months; but was only 

seriously considered by Roger 

and Dawn for the past three or 

four months.

Williams Bros. Office Supply 

was opened by Roger's dad, 
Wayne, and his uncle, Alex, in 

1962. It has moved five times 

since then, including this last 

move back to Main Street. 

Roger came aboard in 1975. 
His mother, Louise, helped run 

the business until 1991 when 
Roger's father died and he took 
over responsibility of running 

the family business. 
In place of the office supply 

business, the Williams' will be 
expanding their work clothes, hat 

and boot business. 
"Since Joe's Boot Shop left, 

there has been a void in the avail-

ability of work clothes in Mule-
shoe," said Roger. "We're not

Williams Athletics and the 

former office supply store have 
also been renamed as of this 

week. Their new name is Will-

iams General Store. 
Roger and Dawn will also be 

picking up a jeans line for men 
and women and will be expand-

Roger is both excited and sad-
dened by the new arrangement. 

"I asked my mother what she 
thought about selling the office 
supply business and she was in 
favor of it, but I'm having a hard 
time right now. It's just some-
thing I'll have to get used to," 
said Roger. "I've been in the of-

fice supply business for almost 
30 years. It hasn't been easy giv-
ing up the business by any 

means." 
The move just "fell into place"

She said the climate is

Perhaps We Can Learn a 
Lesson from the Ants 

One of the finest books I've 
read lately, and maybe ever, is 
What's So Amazing About 
Grace?, written by Philip 
Yancey. In one chapter of that 
book, Yancey tells the story of 
a strange experiment per-
formed by Harvard biologist 
Edward 0. Wilson. 

Observing not laboratory 
rats but laboratory ants,

Wilson discovered that "it took 
ants a few days to recognize 
one of their crumpled nest-
mates as having died." 
Apparently, "ants identified 
death by clues of smell, not 
visually." 

"As the ant's body began to 
decompose, other ants would 
infallibly carry it out of the 
nest to a refuse pile. After 
many tries, Wilson narrowed 
down the precise chemical to 
oleic acid. If the ants smelled 
oleic acid, they would carry 
out the corpse; any other 
smell, they ignored. Their 
instinct was so strong that if 
Wilson daubed oleic acid on 
bits of paper, other ants would 
dutifully carry the paper to the 
ant cemetery." 

But, in a most interesting 
turn, Yancey says that 
"Wilson painted oleic acid on 
the bodies of living ants. Sure 
enough, their nestmates seized 
them and marched them, their 
legs and antennae wriggling in 
protest, out to the ant cetne-
Eery. Thus deposited, the 
indignant 'living dead' cleaned 
themselves off before return-
ing to the nest. If they did not 
remove every trace of the oleic 
acid, the nestmates would 
promptly seize them again and 
return them to the cemetery. 
They had to be certifiably 
alive, judged solely by smell, 
before being accepted back 
into the nest." 

Even to an ant, death has a 
stench. May God help us to be 
as wise as the ants. When we 
begin to smell in ourselves the 
stench of death, when attitudes 
and actions are turning smelly, 
it's time and past to look for 
the serious cleansing that can 
come only through faith in 
God's Son, the only One in 
whom is found both pardon 
for our sins and power to live 
new lives genuinely cleansed 
of the stench of death. 

And so God's creation, and 
his humble creatures, the ants, 
pOint us to the truth of Romans 
6 where the Apostle Paul tells 
Christians to "count your-
selves dead to sin but alive to 
God in Christ Jesus."
