In the days o f  the apostles of 

Christ, there was no such thing as 
"denominational Christianity.”  Such 
was also unknown as late as the 6th 
century when the great state-church 
of Roman political origin began to 
function from Rome.Until such 
times men and women were simply 
Christians-never striving to be any­
thing else.
