RAINFALL CONSERVATION

The precipitation over Balley Covnty is grrat enough nearly
every year to produce good crops if all the ra‘nfall were properly
conserved. Frequently, however, the spring and summer rains fall
very quickly and on unterraced fields run off without wetting the
soll to any appreciable depth. It has been thoroughly demonstrated
that teiraces will check the runoff enough so that a fair crop
can b~ produced, when (m adjoining unterraced fields a complete
failure results. In many instances where the slope is not too great
the mere cont-uring of the crop rows will help verly materially in
holding the water on the land. While contoured rows help a great
deal it is advisable to use terrace structures also.
