Marion Bruce of Randall County 

this week announced his candidacy" 
in the Democratic Primary as State 
Representative from the 75th Dis, 
trict.

OUTLOOK FOR DIABETES 
p r e v e n t io n  h o p e f u l

The outlook for preventing 
diabetes has never looked more 
hopeful than it does today, ac­
cording to Dr. T h e o d o r e  
Schwartz, chairman of the de­
partment of endocrinology and 
metabolism, Presbyterian - St. 
Luke’s Hospital, Chicago.

A m o n g  the important re­
search clues which have re­
cently come to light are:

1. There is growing evidence 
that many dia­
betics may not 
be deficient in 
insulin as now> 
supposed b u t  
instead have an 
insulin “ anta­
gonist” in their 
system which 
destroys or neu- 
t r a 1 i z e s the

____  __ body’s normal
Amberson proves true and 

the antagonist can be con­
trolled, then the body’s normal 
production of the hormone 
would be sufficient to handle 
the metabolism of the sugars 
in our food.

2. There appears to be a pre- 
diabetes state which can be 
detected' with sensitive tests. 
Should this be confirmed, it 
might then be possible to post­
pone or prevent the onset of 
the sym.ptoms of the disease.

3. Diabetes investigators now 
believe that the pancreas may 
not be the only producer of 
insulin in the body. A substance 
behaving m u c h  like insulin 
has been found to be produced

by the thymus gland, located 
beneath the breast bone.

4. The prospect for trans­
planting a healthy pancreas is 
favorable once the problem of 
tissue rejection is overcome, 
Several such transplants have 
already been successfully per­
formed in animals.

5. Bei.er understanding ol 
the “ genetic code” may some 
day make it possible to cor 
rect the hereditary d e f e c t  
responsible for diabetes.
