POST OFFICE HAS PAMPHLET
OF MAILING INSTRUCTIONS
FOR OVERSEAS MAIL

An illustrated pamphlet, ‘Mail
for Servicemen,” outlining the ex-
panded program for airlifting let-
ters, packages and other military
mail overseas at low postal rates,
is now available through Quitaque
Post Office window clerks,
master Jarrell Rice announced to-
day. s

Postmaster Rice said that ‘“‘as a
result of new legislation and action
by President Johnson we are now
airlifting :more than 75 per cent of
all mail going to the military men
and women stationed abroad. We
arowr doy I1[rMm opmg syl odoy.
American families & be  familiar
with these services and use them.”

The eight page pamphlet illus-
trates three services for airlifting
parcels at rates the average fam-
ily can afford: the speedy service
now available for newspapers and
news magazines to most overseas
bases, the special rates for books
and similar educational materials,
and how to mail sound - recorded
personal messages. The guide al-
so provides parc el wrapping in-
structions, information on the time
it takes parcels to reach Vietnam
and other overseas bases from ma-
jor U. S. cities, and pointers on the
correct way to address military
mail.

A family sending a 10-1b. pack-
age from Quitaque to Vietnam, for
example, pays only $2.75 on a pack-
age marked ‘““PAL,” while the air
narcel rate for the same package
is $6.59, Postmaster Rice said.

On parcels weighing less than 5
pounds it might be more advan-
tageous for a family to use the old-
er (SAM) Space Available Mail
service, which provides surface
transportation to the port of em-
barkation and airlift overseas. A
four - pound SAM package to an

aguo costs only $1.10. On packages
weighing under two pounds air par-
cel post is often the patron’s ‘‘best
buy’’ for through airlift service,
the pamphlet suggests.

Project Transition

Aids Returning Veterans

MORE THAN GOLD AT FORT KNOX

FORT KNOX — An oil company joined the army
here late last year. Now it is about ready to re-enlist.

Humble Oil & Refining Company signed up for an
initial 90-day hitch in Project Transition, an effort
to provide greater opportunity for men who are near-
ly ready to return to civilian life.

The project is a blending of industry needs with
military .concern for the future of the approximately
750,000 soldiers, sailors, marines and airmen who will
end their enlistments and be discharged from military
service this year. According to the Defense Depart-
ment, as many as 55 per cent of the 750,000 should
receive some type of training or retraining to aid
their return to the civilian economy.

To explore methods of providing assistance on such
a massive scale, the department began Project Transi-
tion at Fort Knox last year, and turned to private
industry for cooperation when that seemed the best
approach. Humble, largest U.S. oil refiner and mar-
keter, volunteered to conduct the first pilot program
by private industry.

Rolling a trailer classroom onto the military reser-
vation, the company set up a dealer training school
with the same comprehensive course of instruction
that its new dealers and service-station managers re-
ceive at 55 similar Humble schools throughout the
country.

The oil company’s training course and one con-
ducted by the U.S. Post Office Department were
the first two programs in Project Transition, which
will be operating at dozens of army, navy, marine
and air force bases before the year is over.

At Humble’s dealer school, seventeen soldiers are
spending half of most days, during their last three
months in uniform, studying textbooks and listening
to lectures on such subjects as merchandlsmg and
sales promotion; product quality; engine upkeep and
repair; accounting, credit and maintenance of inven-
tories; 1ubr1cat10n methods, and fundamentals of
driveway service. Sometimes the soldier-students
travel in buses to Humble’s training station in near-

by Louisville for on-the-job experiénce. With space
in the mobile classroom limited, half of the men go
to school in the morning and the rest attend after-
noon classes. They spend the rest of each day at their
regular military duties.

Nine of the trainees are Vietnam veterans. All
seventeen asked to take the pilot course, which covers
a period of about three months. Advance army
screening indicated their ability to handle the re-
quired subjects.

The class members are from eleven states. When
they have completed the training, Humble will send
letters of introduction for the students to its district
marketing managers in the areas where the veterans
will live after leaving the army.

A record of the company training the men have
received will accompany the letters. Through Project
Transition, while they are still in uniform, the
trainees will be well on their way toward becoming
independent dealers or service-station managers — a
field where the demand far exceeds the supply of
trained and competent people.

Although the original period for which Humble
signed up is nearly over, the company doesn’t consi-
der its enlistment ended. Instead, it is making plans
to conduct similar dealer training programs at several
other military installations.

Humble reports & high degree of enthusiasm and
concentration on their studies among members of the
pilot class. As for the soldier-students, their com-’
ments make it appear that they want to put their
new training to use as fast as possible. ;
Says Arthur Adams, one of the nine Vietnam !
veterans: “I think I can get ahead faster now when I
get out. I’'m going back to Chicago and go in business
for myself. That’s what I've always wanted.” ¢
Thomas Wedding, one of the six Kentucky men in
the class, is already counting on operating a Humbie'
station of his own.
