AUSTIN, Texas — C. O. Layne
State Coordinator of Defense. and
Disaster Relief for the Texas De-
partment of Public Safety, today
reminded Texans that the peak
tornado season is approaching.
‘Statistics from the United - States
Weather Bureau’s State Climatolo-
gist indicate that Texas again led
the nation in total tornadoes last
year, with an all time record of
232, Layne said. The 1967 figure
compares with the 77 twisters con-
firmed in the State during 1966.

Only two months in 1967, Jan-

uvary and November, were free
from tornadoes. September ac-
counted for more than half with a

total of 124. Of the September
tornadoes, 115 occured in connec-
tion with Hurricane Beulah.

There were two twisters in Feb-
ruary, 11 in March, 17 in April, 34
in May, and 22 in June. Other totals
included July with 10; August,
five; October, two; and December
five.
