They are 
wrapped in white paper and 
the packages designated f o r  
children usually contain choc­
olate in one form  or another. 
The donors gather around a 
m anger in front o f the village 
church, singing as they place 
their giifts in  the creche.

FOR THE LADY
Decorate the cover of a large 

plastic dish with colored shells. 
Fill the dish with cotton powder 
puffs — get a package of as­
sorted colors.

OLD CUSTOM
In ancient times, mistletoe 

was used to insure the favorable 
outcome of crops. Later, its 
charm was invoked to happily 
guide the destinies of young 
lovers. Through the centuries, 
long after the Druids, who pop­
ularized mistletoe with sym­
bolic rites, were absorbed by 
other cultures, the custom of 
hanging the mistletoe persisted.

STOCKING LEGEND
A  fourth-century bishop o f 

Turkey, Saint N icholas, was 
the real-life predecessor o f San­
ta Claus.

The French réveillon, 
a f^'ast which occurs after mid­
night mass, is apt to feature oy ­
sters and sausages; in th e

icegian Christmas dinner fea- 
C'U"es a fish called lutfisk. At 
a. Polish Christmas Eve dinner, 
the number o f courses is fixed  
at seven, nine, or eleven; a 
■ Lithuanian Christmas feast 
must include tioelve courses, 
one fo r  each of the disciples.

During the Christmas sea­
son, Germans and Rumanians 
bake long, thin cakes that sym ­
bolize the Christ Child wrapped 
in swaddling clothes. In the 
Vkranian part o f  Russia, cat- 
tie are given the first taste o f  
the Christmas upper, because 
animals were the first to be­
hold Christ. In parts o f  rural 
G-ermany, this is carried one 
step further-—cattle and their 
ozonei's both fast the day be­
fore Christmas, and eat well 
on Christmas Eve.

Tree Of Nineties  
Was Simple

Ever wonder just what old- 
timers were talking about when 
they spoke o f a "real old-fash­
ioned Christmas tree?”

Back in the 1890’s, it seems, 
Christmas t r e e s  w e r e  b o t h  
charming and simple.

At the very top o f the tree 
was a gilded, sparkling s tar .  
T h e  branches were adorned 
with such things as streamers, 
flags, popcorn and cranberries 
strung together, chains o f gold  
and silver paper, candles in  
holders (we don ’t recommend 
this, seems a fire hazard), pep­
permint canes, strips o f gold 
paper, Santa Claus dolls, an­
gels and cornucopias ("horns 
o f plenty” ) filled to the brim 
with candies.

Hard candies like sourballs 
and peppermint canes were the 
typical "penny candies” o f the 
Nineties. The canes were placed 
right on  the tree, thesourbalb 
eifiier hung in little bags or 
used to stuff the gifts such as 
wagons and drums at the base 
o f the tree.
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SEASONS GREETINGS
One o f our most recent cus­

toms, the exchanging o f Christ­
mas cards, began in England 
i n t h e l 8 4 0 ’s. Christmas cards 
w e r e  first introduced in the 
United States b y  Louis Prang, 
a German immigrant who set­
tled in Roxbury, Massachu­
setts. He was often called the 
"Father o f the American Christ­
mas card ,” and printed his first 
"Seasons Greetings” in 1873.

DECORATING TREES
It was in heavily-forested 

northern Europe that decor­
ating Christmas trees began. 
St. Boniface, an eighth century 
m onk who converted the pa­
gans living in what is now 
Germany, convinced them to 
stop worshipping Odin’s sac­
red oak and, instead, to adorn 
fir trees in their homes in trib­
ute to the Christ Child.
