portance to every employer in the 
State of Texas, ¡brought to you as a 
public service by your local In­
dependent Insurance agent who is 
a member of the Texas Association 
of Insurance Agents. Effective Jan­
uary 1, 1974, the Workmen’s Com­
pensation law has been amended 
to apply to business and profession­
al organizations which have one or 
two employees. Here is the report: 
The 1973 Texas legislature enact­
ed S.F. 283 which made many sub­
stantial changes in our Workman’s 
Compensation law. We’d like to 
call one of these to your attention.

For practical purposes, AliL em­
ployees in this state except “do­
mestic servants or casual employ­
ees engaged in employment inci­
dental to a personal residence, 
farm laborers, (or) ranch laborers 
. . . ”  sihould now be protected by 
Workmen’s Compensation insur­
ance, or the employer loses his 
common law defenses if the in­
jured worker sues him. Formerly 
you bad to have at least three per­
sons on your payroll to be affect­
ed. But beginning on January 1,

1974, employers with one or two 
employees will be brought under 
the terms of the Workmen’s Com­
pensation Act. The question that 
probably occurs to you at this 
point is: What if I as a small em­
ployer fail to carry Workmen’s 
Compensation insurance? Well, if 
you don’t and one of your employ­
ees is injured, he has the right to 
sue you and will almost certainly 
be awarded damages. (Your liabil­
ity doesn’t cover either the legal 
costs in such a case or the court 
judgment.)

By being uninsured the three so- 
called comman law defenses again­
st a suit by an injured employee 
can’t be asserted in court.

These are: The Fellow Servant 
Rule (The injury was caused by 
another employee.); Assumption of 
Risk (The injured worker knew 
job conditions were dangerous and 
assumed the risk.); Contributory 
Negligence (The injured person 
was partially at fault himself.)
