“Highway work in Briscoe Coun-
ty is included in a three-year $250
million statewide program approv-
ed recently by the Texas Highway
Commission,” said Briscoe County
Judge M. G. Moreland today.

“Of course,” Metzer explains,
using these herbicides and apply-
ing them at planting time simply
does not do as successful a job as
would broadcasting preplant oper-
ations. For that reason, it will not
effectively kill some of the deeper
germinating seeds such as volun-
teer grain sorghum and devil’s
claw. Also, full season weed con-
trol can not be expected with the
pre-emergence herbicides.

“If the land is reasonably free
of large clods, effective control
can be attained,” he cautions, “but
one should make sure that any
plant material is worked well into
the soil. Considerable crop residue
such as'grain sorghum stubble that
is left on the surface will tie up
any herbicide that hits it before it
i gets into the soil.” :

Metzer advises that the spray
should icontact the soil for best
incorporation. In many fields, he
adds, plant residue is fairly heavy,
limiting the operator in working it
into the soil. Under these condi-
tions. the applicator should pro-
bably increase rates of these herbi-
cides by 25 percent.

“In many fields, it may become
necessary for producers to use a
pre-emergence herbicide at plant-
ing time,” the specialist explains.
“There are many herbicides such
as Caparol, Karmex, Lasso, Plana-
vin and Sandcap that may be ap-
plied in a band behind the plant-
er. If this type herbicide is used,
the label should be followed close-
ly concerning rates to use in dif-
ferent soil types.

“Usually these herbicides give
Dbetter weed control if some type
of light incorporation is used,” he
continues. “These usually can be
some type of drag behind the spray
applicator.

“A producer must keep several
precautions in mind. Usually these
are listed on the label. Particular-
ly, Caparol should not be used in
very sandy soils, especially if it is
planted down in the hole under
very dry conditions. This may in-
jure some cotton seedlings after
a main has leached the material
around the seed. The same is true
for Lasso, but both of these com-
pounds cause no injury problem
if sufficient moisture is available
for germination and seedling
growth.”

Karmex is another material that
should receive shallew incorpora-
tion, Metzer advises. It should not
be applied on loamy sand or very
sandy soil. [Planavin can be used
as a band behind the planter and
should also be lightly incorporated.

V. A. Urges
Immediate Refurn
0f Questionnaires

The Veterans Administration ur-
ges veterans, widows and’ parents
to promptly return income ques-
tionnaires received last November,
even though the January 15 dead-
line has passed.

“Each year, ‘thousands miss the
deadline because questionnaires
are misplaced, forgotten or lost,
causing interruptions or delays of
monthly benefits checks,” Jack Co-
ker, Waco VA Regional Office Dir-
ector, explained.

He noted that 907,000 of the 1.2
million  questionnaires mailed
were returned to VA before the
deadline. Information from the
questionnaires is used to adjust
pension benefits.

Questionnaires were mailed to
veterans on VA pension rolls, wid-
ows of veterans drawing pension
based on non- service- connected
deaths, and parents receiving de-
pendency and indemnity compensa-
tion for service-connected deaths
of sons and daughters. ‘

Pensioners 72 years old or older
who have been on pension rolls
during the last two consecutive
years generally are exempt. “But
they still must report changes in
income, and those who were mailed
questionnaires must return them,”
Coker pointed out.

Information on pension and oth-
er benefits is available at VA of-
fices, veterans county service of-
fices, and from representatives of
local veterans service organiza-
tions, he added.
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five— Briscoe Wrecks
Reported Last Month

The Texas Highway Patrol in-
vestigated five accidents on rural
highways in Briscoe County dur-
ing the month of January 1974, ac-
cording to Sergeant J. R. Smith,
Highway Patrol supervisor of this
area.

These crashes resulted in one
person killed and eight persons
injured. (In February, one of those
injured in January died as a result
of the injuries he received in an
auto accident.)

The rural traffic accident sum-
mary for the 60 counties of the
Lubbock Department of Public Sa-
fety Region for January 1974,
shows a total of 553 accidents re-
sulting in 16 persons killed and
802 persons injured as compared
to January 1973, with 572 accidents
resulting in 16 persons killed and
207 persons injured. This was 19
less accidents, and 95 more injur-
ed in 1974 at the same period of
time.

Are Available

Small rural communities will
soon have increased federal sup-
port to update or develop needed
facilities, according to an announ-
cement today by J. Lynn Futch,
Director of the U. S. Department
of Agriculture’s Farmers Home
Administration programs in Texas.
State Director Futch said FHA
can make credit available to small
rural towns for a wide range of
community facilities such as in-
dustrial parks, streets, fire fight-
ing equipment, ambulance service,
community centers and even for
community recreation.

The new program autnorized un-
der provisions of the 1972 Rural
Development Act, supplements the
Farmers Home Administration’s
water and waste disposal loan pro-
gram.

“We are constantly striving to
improve the quality of life in our
state’s small towns and outlying
communities,” Mr. Futch said.
“Our water and sewer loan pro-
gram has financed over 763 sys-
tems with more than $134 million
and benefitted 532,000 rural people
since the start of the program.
Now we are in position to assist
with more diverse projects.”

Most of the loans are expected
to be made to public bodies such
as towns up to 10,000 population,
counties and some special purpose
districts, Mr. Futch said. Some as-

New Federal
Bus‘iness Loans
Atiract Attention

A new federal program to fin-
ance local businesses or industrial
development will help improve the
economic climate in rural areas of
Texas, according to J. Lynn Futch,
State Director of Farmers Home
Administration, Temple.

Already letters of pre-applica-
tion are being received, Mr. Futch
said, requesting financial assis-
tance to devlop businesses under
provisions of the 1972 Rural De-
velopment Act. The Farmers Home
Administration, a rural credit ser-
vice of the U. S. Department of
Agriculture, oversees the program.

“Submitting a letter of pre-ap-
plication is the first step in this
program,” Mr: Futch explained.
“Any individual or group that
needs financing for industry or bu-
siness in Texas should summarize
his ideas in a proposal and submit
it to the FHA county office in the
area, or to a private lender. Prior-
ity will be given to projects that
strengthen rural communities by
improving economic and employ-
ment conditions as outlined in the
Rural Development Act.”

If the prospective business meets
eligibility requirements, Mr. Futch
said, the applicant will be request-
ed to submit a formal application.
Major projects will be cleared with
appropriate local and state offi-
cials to assure compliance with de-
velopment plans for the area.

In addition to individuals, eli-
gible applicants may include part-
nerships, cooperatives, and corpor-
ations.

Most borrowers will receive
loans advanced by private lenders
guaranteed up to 90 percent by
FHA din rural areas and cities not
over 50,000 population. Loan funds
may be used to purchase machin-
ery and equipment, to buy land,
buildings and permanent fixtures,
and for working capital.

Public bodies also are eligible
for grants ‘to finance industrial
sites that will result in develop-
ment of private business enter-

If an applicant does not have
the three-part renewal form, he
MUST present his Certificate of
Title AND previous year’s license
receipt in order to purchase 1974
plates. No vehicle is to be regis-
tered without presentation of eith-
er a renewal notice form or the
Certificate of Title AND the pre-
vious year’s license receipt. The
Tax Assessor-Collector must also
have the correct mailing address.

When a Certificate of Title and
license receipt are presented as
evidence for registration, you
should check the back of the title
for any indication of a possible
transfer of ownership. If the as-
signment of title has been complet-
ed showing transfer of ownership
to a new owner, the applicant will
be informed that an application for
title in the new owner’s name must
be filed before 1974 license plates
can be issued.

County ASCS Office
To Administer RECP

Briscoe County ASCS' Office will
be responsible for administering
the new 1974 Rural Environmental
Conservation Program. The new
program, which replaces and modi-
fies the old REAP, has several new
aspects of interest to Briscoe Coun-
ty residents.

According to your ASCS County
Office, the new cost-sharing phase
of the program could be extreme-
ly beneficial to County farmers.
It provides for a minimum of 50%
and maximum of 75% wreturn to
the user for all expenses he in-
curs while establishing conserva-
tion or. forestry practices on his
land, including labor costs. Also,
under the 1974 program, an appli-
cant can either elect to apply for
a single one-year program of con-
servation improvement, or select
a three to ten year continuing pro-
gram. The extended period of time
now allowed will be most benefi-
cial to those wishing rather exten-
sive conservation improvements on
their land, but preferring to spread
them out over a period of years.
Al applications must be made
directly to the ASCS County Of-
fice. Complete information and de-
tails on the specific programs will
be available in the very near fu-
ture.

- County Offices have the basic in-

formation on the program that has
been authorized by the Sedretary
of Agriculture for cost sharing.
Fourteen separate practices have
been announced, plus two which
deal with county projects affecting
conservation peculiar to a particu-
lar county.

Inserts in each copy of
Reach Out invite tourists to
take the New Testament
with them and to enroll in
an interdenominational
Bible correspondence course
sent out from the local
church which distributes the
Bibles. Over 10,000 people

The World Home Bible
League is an interdenomina-
tional Bible distribution a-
gency with headquarters in
South Holland, Ill. It was’
founded in 1928. Today its
annual budget is more than
three million dollars, and
the league is working in 50
countries around the world.

The World Home: Bible
League, in cooperation with
the New York Bible Society,
is responsible for the publi-
cation of 95 per cent of the
translations produced by
Wycliffe translators.

During the next five years
the World Home Bible
League is undertaking a cam-
paign to bring a gospel por-
tion of every literate person
in India. The organization is
aservice agency which works
through existing churches
and mission points.

Reach Out is a paraphrase
of the original New Testa-
ment translated by Dr. Ken-
neth Taylor, who heads Tyn-
dale House Publishers which
produces this version and
The Living Bible. Taylor
spent 14 years in paraphras-
ing his Living Bible, which
now has 12 million copies on
the market. §

The effectiveness of the
Bible distribution ministry
is seen in this true story:

A rather discouraged and
lonely young serviceman was
spending his last night in
the U.S. in a motel room in
southern California. He no-
ticed an unusual looking New

'Testament called Reach Out

Curious, he began to read.
It was illustrated with mod-
ern pictures and, to his sur-
prise, the text was in modern
English, too, and he under-
stood it.
