Crop Reports Needed 
From Farmers in July

In early July, over 24,000 Texas 
farmers wiU receive an acreage 
and production questionnaire 
from Oharles Caudill, Agricultur­
al Statistician for the Texas Crop 
and OLivestock iReporting Service, 
Austin, ^Texas.

Information from this survey 
will be used to determine harvest­
ed acreage and production of ear­
ly harvested crops for the state 
of Texas and for each county. 
There are 264 counties in Texas, 
and reports are needed from many 
farmers so that each county will 
be well represented. Accurate es­
timates are of great importance to 
farmers in planning production 
and marketings and in providing 
an unbiased picture of Texas ag­
riculture.

The Texas Législative has pro­
vided a program of estimates for 
each county. Texas covers such a 
wide area that state totals alone 
do not provide adequate informa­
tion on Texas’ most basic industry 
—agriculture. This is a coopera­

tive effort of USDA’s Statistical 
Reporting Service and the Texas 
Department of Agriculture.

Crop Acreages Must 
Be Certified Now

Signup for the 1974 cotton, 
feed grain and wheat programs 
has been combined with certifica­
tion of crop acreages. Producers 
are required to sign up and certify 
before the first program 'crop is 
harvested, but not later than July 
15.

Your cotton, soybeans and grain 
sorghum must be certiifed by July 
15— l̂ess than one month away. 
To avoid a last minute rush, far­
mers need to measure and certify 
now.
