No one knows how
much these losses add up to in a
year’s time, but any retail busin-
essman can tell you that they can
be a very heavy drag on a small
business enterprise. But the small
businessman cannot afford to hire
a special policeman and he can-
not afford the expensive and elab-
orate electronic devices large
firms use to thwart the efforts of
both the professional and amateur
“light finger artists” who make
off with menchandise or cash with-
out get’mig caught.
