Next Tuesday Is 
EleciionDay '

Next Tuesday, November 2, is 
General Election Day here in the 
United States of America and this 
editor is very disturbed by a lot 
of things that he hears.

To begin with, it seems to me 
that there has been more mud- 
slinging, more accusations, more 
pettiness shown by many of the 
candidates than any time in my 
memory. The biggest turn-off to 
me is mud-slinging. If a candidate 
cannot run on his own merits, pre­
sent his own ideas of what should 
be done and how he thinks an 
office should be riin, then he has 
no business seeking an office.

People who are making fore­
casts say they expect only about 
46% of the eligible voters will go 
to the polls and vote next week. 
Many people who stay at home in­
stead of going to vote say they 
are fed up wit^ the way things are 
going and being done in govern­
ment. Well, so is everyone else 
but staying at home will not 
change the way things are being 
done. It is time for everyone to 
get up on his hindlegs and let it 
be known that we are going to 
put a stop to the way things ,are 
being done. But, 46% of the 
people cannot do these things. 
Apathy will not cure anything. 
We heard a report just recently 
that in elections held in several 
countries in Europe 90% or more 
of the voters turned out to vote. 
Even in Israel more than 70% vo­
ted. And yet here in America, the 
birthplace of democracy, less than 
one-half of the people are con­
cerned enough to take part in our 
elections. In 1972 only about 55% 
of the voters turned out to cast a 
ballot.

All of us will not see our fav­
orites win but we will be better 
citizens for having tried, and for 
having taken a part in the elec­
tions.

Let us not be called apathetic. 
Let us be called concerned citi­
zens of what is still the greatest 
country. on earth; it might not 
always be called that!
