When people stop to rest and
relax in Briscoe County’s newly-
created Caprock Canyons State
Park, they will be continuing a
tradition begun thousands of years
ago- o , ¢ ok

West Texas State Univers“ityv ar-
cheologists have found .evidence

‘that prehistoric man as far back

as 10,000 years ago used the \Lake
Theo area for just those reasons—
to collect food, relax, make tools

‘and then travel on.

The archaeological importance
of the area was highlighted by
Panhandle-Plains Historical Muse-
um anthropology curator Bill Har-
rison who excavated a Folsom bi-
son kill site dating back 8,000 to|
9,000 years. During Harrison’s
work the land was not yet desig-
nated as a state park.

West Texas State archaeologists
returned last November to survey
two pieces of land park officials
and a nearby rancher are consid-
ering exchanging. One piece, which
is currently part of the park, is
good farming land. The other is
outside the park, and is a rugged
scenic piece of terrain the survey
team found filled with archaeologi-
cal sites. /

In the three square m11es they
surveyed, . project archaeologist
Meeks Etchieson and his assistant
Mike Wehrman of Amarillo found
200 sites and almost 3,500 artifacts
and lithic materials. On top one
knoll they found 392 artifacts,
which was one of two significant
sites in'the group.

“One of the significant sites is
neo-Indian, possibly a bison kill
site,” Etchieson said. “The other
is a stratified camp site on a hill-
top with material at least from ar-
chaic and neo-Indian times.” .

In surveying, archaeologists me-
thodically walk the terrain, care-
fully watching the ground for any
telltale pieces of flint. Significant
collections of flint indicate that
the generally nomadic Indians of
those times stopped for awhile to

rest, gather food and make new

tools. All sites the team found
were. on top ridge and butte tops.
' The artifacts they collected are
primarily  from the archaic and
neo-Indian  periods, which span
from approximately 5,000 B. C.
to historic times, according to
Etchieson. .

Etchieson and Meeks did find
one uncommon artifact-a five inch
piece of polished stone whlch is
slightly - curved.

“You usually find polished stone
in the Southeast. It is common in
Arkansas,” Etchieson said.

They may also have found a his-
toric dugout site from the hlstonc

period. It. contained no artifacts.
“The area was very heavily used

from paleo-Indlan through the hls- N

toric Indian period,” Etchieson
son said. “There, was probably a
lot of buffalo and more water than
there is now.”

Laboratory supervisor is Mrs.
Roberta Speer of Amarillo, and
project’ director is Jack Hughes,
WTSU proefessor of geology.

Etchieson is the son of Mr. and
Mrs. Gerald Etchieson of Okolona
Arkansas.

Our strength must

, Texas

Shaw has been working as a
TV service technician in his own
country, South Africa, since 1975.
It was that same year in which' he
set the U. S. junior college six-
mile record in 19:05.

Shaw made arrangements to go
to Texas Tech last year. He quit
his job and bought tickets for the
flight. Then he was informed that
Tech didn’t have the program for
him to transfer into, so Shaw
went camping. He later found out
that ‘Wayland has the occupational
education major he wanted, and
could transfer his credits.

Now here, with a track schol-
arship, Shaw said, “I hate to talk
about other countries. The news
service tells all the bad about a
country so that’s how people think
1t.as.? 4

“Like Rhodesia,” he went on to
explain. “People think it’s a war-
torn country, but I have friends
there and the war is just a very
small part of daily: living. In the
same way, South Africa is misrep-
resented by the news media. We
need a news service called Good
News.

“We get our idea of the United
States from the movies and TV
shows we see. I saw Walking Tall,
part II, and when I went back
home I told everyone that’s” how
Texans talk.” ;

When Shaw is asked about the
recent riots in South Africa, he
answers, “I probably know as
much about the riots as you do.”

“People- segregate themselves
anyway—ours 'is the only country
that has laws to the same effect.”

Shaw lived in:a suburb-like area
of Pinetown. It is a white area
and blacks, by law, live in a dif-
ferent section.

But according to Shaw, that isn’t
the problem. “The majority of
people are contented. The black
people in South Africa are richer
per capita than other blacks in

Africa. The government is more |

| Shaw described

democratic than the other coun-
tries which are totalitarian.”

“The riots,” Shaw explained,
“are because the black people
want to be taught in their own
tribal language, Zulu or whatever,
rather than Afrikaans which is
being taught in schools now.” Af-
rikaans, which comes from 'the
Dutch descendants, and English
are the official languages.

“Afrikaans isn’t strange to
them,” Shaw said. “It’s their se-
cond language. Possibly it is taught
to them, to indoctrinate thems to
the Afrikaans- way of life which
is conservative. They talk a, lot
about politics in South Africa 'and
I'm really not interested. You get
tired of it.”

So Shaw dismissed politics and
went on to describe his hometown.
Pinetown is an industrial town
the size of Plainview. The shops

close at 5 o’clock weekdays and:

1 p.m. on Saturdays.

“Sunday is dead day,” Shaw
said. “The English people don’t
like it so much because they’d
like to do things on Sunday. Home
movies are popular on Sunday.

Farabee Infroduces
Amendments To
Grain Warehouse Acl

Austin—State Senator Ray Fara-
bee has introduced amendments to
the Texas Grain Warehouse Act
which will upgrade existing regu-
lations to aid in protecting grain
farmers from loss through grain
trading and speculation.

The bill, co-sponsored by State
Representative Joe Hubenak of
Rosenberg, will raise bonding re-
quirements to the level of federal-
ly licensed warehouses, require
close accounting of scale tickets
and make issuance of negotiable
grain warehouse receipts manda-
tory.

“My goal is to make the deposit
of grain in a state-licensed ware-
house as safe as the deposit of
money 'in a bank,” Ferabee said.
“The hard work and savings of
many farmers for one‘ or two
years is stored in grain elevators
and warehouses.”

“The grain business has chan-
ged so rapidly .in the past 10
years that grain farmers are no
longer fully protected by the cur-
rent law. We must discourage
those few who would speculate
with the property of others.” Fara-
