Friday’s tie game resulted ds
the only team in the district who
were not on the losing side Fri-
day night (Nazareth did not play
Friday).

Coach Giddens reports that des-
pite the tie game, he was pretty

. well satisfied Friday night and
thought the Patriots performed
well. If the game had been a dis-
trict game Valley would have won,
for the Patriots had an edge in
the statistics, with 11 first downs
to 10, and two penetrations to one.

The two teams were pretty well
- matched but Valley would have
won if the injured players had
been able to play. .

Valley’s Darrell Dowd took the
game-opening kickoff and return-
ed it to the 35 yard line. From
that point and with Darrell Dowd
doing most of the ball toting, the
Patriots went on to score their
only TD with QB Kirk Proctor
plunging in from one yard out for
the six points. A run attempt for
the points” after failed and with
five minutes remaining in the first
period, Valley led 6-0.

Crosbyton ran three plays for
eight yards, then punted to Valley
only to see the Patriots offside on
the play, giving the Chiefs a first
down. A couple of plays later the
Chiefs threw a short pass that re-
sulted in a Chief touchdown that
was nullified ‘when the Chiefs
were caught holding and were
penalized 15 yards. Four plays la-
ter the Chief threat ended when
Greg Ramsey swiped the first of
his two enemy passes.

The third quarter was one of
frustrations for both teams as the
teams fumbled the ball away and
were penalized on numerous occa-
sions.

The entire team played well
Friday with the Patriots, which
has become traditional with the
Valley teams, being very stingy on
defense. In addition to Ramsey’s
two pass interceptions, Dee Dowd
saved a Chief touchdown when he
stopped a ballcarrier who was
apparently headed for paydirt.
Kenny Chandler spent a lot of
time in the enemy backfield and
scored several quarterback sacks
in the process. Jon Davidson and
Darrell Dowd were cited by the
Amarillo newspaper for their out-
standing play for the Paftriots.
Dowd, of course, was the big gun
on offense for the Patriots and
picked up 112 yards on 28 carries
during the game for a four-yard
per carry average, which is good
considering he was being keyed
on every play.

Friday night the Patriots host
the Ralls Jackrabbits, another
member of District 4-A and rated
to be as good or better than Cros-
byton. The Jackrabbits won 20-0
last Friday over Cooper. The Jack-

rabbits will operate from the wish-
bone formation and boast a fine
quarterback in David Heinrich, a
165-pound senior who was All-
South Plains last year. He will be
the number one problem for the
Patriot defenders in Friday night’s
matchup. The Jackrabbits have

‘DISCOVERY MADE FOR
" SHIPPING FEVER PNEUMONIA

Shipping fever pneumonia caus-
es an annual loss of 0.5 billion
dollars from sickness and death
“in 12 million head of cattle in the
United States. Dr. Mike Irwin,
Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station Veterinarian at Amarillo,
found that levamisol phosphate
would reduce sickness from ship-
ping fever 30 percent. The resear-
' cher estimates that this discovery
will save 100 million dollars an-
nually for the livestock industry.
A single subcutaneous injection
' of this commonly used worm med-
icine along with other vaccines on
arrival at the feedlot did the job.

Dr. Irwin conducted his re-
search on 12 groups of mixed
feeder cattle trucked to the Pro-
ducers Grain Corporation feedyard
at Bushland from either Lexing-
ton, Kentucky or Amarillo and
Lazbuddie. About one-half of the
caftle had a long haul and others
the very short haul. A total of
223 steers and 1041 heifers were
used in the research. Shipments
' were made from November 22,
1977 through December 6, 1977.

On arrival at the feedlot, cattle
were fed a regular high energy
concentrate and roughage ration.
‘Within 48 hours after arrival, a
commercial preparation of ship-
ping fever vaccine together with a
clostridial bacterin, growth pro-
moting implant and a vitamin in-
jection were administered fo all
animals. At the same time, the
scientist and his associates, D. R.
Melendy and Dr. Dave Hutcheson,
administered one of the three

HCL (Tramisol Cattle Wormer Ob-
lets) as an oral bolus, or thiaben-
dazole (TBZ Paste) by oral paste
each at rates suggested by manu-
facturers. Animals were examined
daily for 30 days to determine
death and sickness due to pneu-
monia. f

Irwin got the idea for this re-
search from part of his PhD The-

Mice that were injected with a
pneumonia virus became tolerant
of the disease after levamisol
treatment. The scientist speculat-
ed that levamisol would work in
cattle. Fortunately, it did.

levamisol phosphate injections re-
duced shipping fever sickness by
30 percent compared to cattle
treated with thiabendazole. Leva-
misol HCL was not as effective as
levamisol phosphate. Levamisol
phosphate did not effect death
loss, time for cattle to become
sick, or time cattle were sick. The
scientist observed that the leva-
misol phosphate was most effec-
tive on the last 50 percent of the
animals to become ill. In other
words, during the first eight days
after treatment, levamisol phos-
phate has minimal effect on the
illness. “Levamisol phosphate was
most effective from the eighth to
the thirtieth day,” Irwin said.
During the entire 30 days, 14
percent of the cattle treated with
levamisol phosphate became sick.
This compares to 20 percent sick-
ness in cattle treated with thia-
bendazole. During the first eight
days, there was nine percent in-
fection with thiabendazole and on-
ly seven percent with levamisol
phosphate. In the last 22 days af-
ter treatment, seven percent of
the levamisol phosphate treated
cattle were sick. At the same time
there was 12 percent sickmess in
the thiabendazole treated cattle.

HJ.R. 1 proposes an

sonal effects, and allow-
ing the  legislature to
exempt all or part of the
personal property home-
stead from state and local
property taxation.

The amendment re-
quires the legislature to
provide for the taxation
of farm and ranch land
on the basis of its produc-
tive capacity instead of
its market value and al-
lows the Ilegislature to
provide for the taxation
of timber land on its pro-
ductive capacity. {

mits local governments to
extend the present exemp-
tion of mnot Iless than
$3,000 of the residence
homestead of persons 65
and older to include cer-
tain disabled persons.

The amendment grants

an exemption from public *

school property taxes of
$5,000 of the market value
of the residence home-
stead. It authorizes the
legislature to grant an
additional exemption from
public  school property
taxes of an amount not
to 'exceed. $10,000 of the
market value of the resi-
dence homesteads of per-
sons 65 years of age or
oldar and certain disabled
persons. If a person 65
years of age or older
qualifies for this exemp-
tion, the total amount of
public school taxes im-
posed on that person’s

_ homestead may not be in-

creased.

The amendment pre-
vents local governments
from increasing property
taxes unless the govern-
ing body provides public
notice and conducts a
public hearing. The
amendment requires the
legislature to provide by
law for each property
-owner to receive notice of
the revaluation of his
property and the amount
taxes will be increased.

The amendment limits
appropriations from state
tax revenue to an amount
not to exceed Texas’ esti-
mated economic growth
rate, with the legislature
authorized to make excep-
tions for emergencies.

The Dollar’s Slump

WASHINGTON—The dollar’s slide against foreign
currencies on the world markets reflects growing in-
ternational concern that America’s money management
know-how leaves something to be desired. _

Americans themselves may be wondering now. ek

While the decline of the dollar has been occuring over
several years, its decline just since last fall has been
particularly sharp. Fa v

Since last September, the overall foreign exchange value
of the dollar has declined 11%2% against the currencies
of other countries. The dollar has depreciated more than
27% against the German mark, 8% against the British
pound, and 24% against the Swiss franc. It hit a post-
war low against the Japanese yen last week.

Everyone and his uncle has a reason for the decline,
but if you accept conventional wisdom, a large measure
of the blame must be placed on a negative trade balance.

That, of course, means the U.S. is importing far more
goods than it is exporting. The biggest item on the list is
oil. Our oil imports have increased rather than decreased-
despite the fact the Administration has been scrzaming
to high heaven about the need to cut them back.

In fact, the Administration’s plan really amounts to
wishful thinking, rather than serious policy. The Presi«
dent’s proposed energy program will only further our
dependence while drying up incentives for domestic
American exploration and production because it relies on
the market regulation fundamentally the cause of our
current supply predicament.

Oil imports have been a big contributor to our trade
imbalance. In 1977, the U.S. trade deficit totaled more
then $26 billion. The deficit during the first six months
of this year has been more than $16 billion, which should
serve as another grim reminder that we pay—and pay
dearly—for our continued reliance on foreign oil.

There are other factors, to be sure. Non-oil imports have
also increased rapidly, rising some 23% between 1976
and 1977, while our exports grew at a rate of only about
5%.

The recent economic summit in Bonn, Germany, held
out hope for improvement. It produced an agreement that
if the U.S. reduced its oil imports, our trading partners
with large trade surpluses would pursue more expansion-
ary economic policy, stimulating their economies, and as
a result, our exports to help us reduce the deficit we face.

Such an agreement is a fragile one, however, since
those countries are hesitant to incur more inflation stimu-
lating their economies while the United States still has
not formulated a workable energy policy cutting back on
imports.

Much more foreign skepticism centers around the Ad-
ministration’s ability to reduce inflation. - Our rate of
inflation, while lower than many countries has accelerated
to the point that the Administration, for all its high sound-
ing talk about lowering inflation, hasn’t matched the
promise with performance.

The result? No confidence in the dollar, and confidence
in Presidential management which diminishes by the day.

b "Red Tape

WASHINGTON—Nothing in this life is certain, Ben

' Franklin reminded us, but death and taxes.

If Ben could observe Washington today, he probably
would add a corollary: in the Federal city, nothing is
certain but red tape.

Ask most Texans who have dealt with Washington, and
you’ll likely be told generating red tape is Washington’s
strongest suit. It’s the one thing bureaucrats are good at.

Dr. Franklin might also point out that relying on the
bureaucrats to put an end to bureaucracy would be just
about as useful as an admonition to the fox that unless
he guards the chicken coop, chickens will delight the
palate of would-be varmints.

Nothing seems more certain than that real reform of
the bureaucracy must come from outside to be meaning-
ful. A hard-nosed assessment by individuals who have
nothing at stake and who seek nothing more than better
government might be the only answer to a nationwide
chorus of complaint about ensnarling bureaucracy and
overregulation.

There is no time like the present. That is why a bill 1
have introduced would create a “Citizens Commission on
Economic Regulatory Oversight.” Its mission would be
clear: review Federal economic regulatory agencies and
laws and recommend to Congress the elimination of those
agencies, laws, and regulations responsible for the dupli-
cation, cost and paperwork burden for everyone from the
businessman to the taxpayer.

How would this commission be different from every
other commission? Very simply: it would be comprised
of distinguished and impartial citizens from outside govern-
ment who would go straight to the people to find answers
necessary to put a stop to excessive regulation and bu-
reaucracy.

The Commission would be required to conduct town
meetings in communities all across the country to hear
what citizens have to say about the problems. In addition,
a nationwide “hotline” would be established so that citi-
zens with complaints could register them with the Com-
mission.

The Commission would file a tentative report to the
Congress within one year’s time and a final set of recom-
mendations after 18 months to assure that the recom-
mendations result in action.

The ‘Commission, totaling 12 members, would be ap-
pointed by the President and by the majority and minority
leaders of the House and Senate.

There has been practically no end to commissions and
various task forces in the past which have sought to re-
form the “unanswerable bureaucracy.” The real difference
is none until now has had the mandate to draw up a
laundry list of laws and agencies to be eliminated.

The Commission would focus on: whether and to what
extent regulations which has been in effect for five years
or more have accomplished their goal; which agencies,
because of changed conditions or because they have
achieved their goals, are no longer needed; which.agencles
and regulations need fine tuning to be effective; and
whether the nation’s tax laws—through incentive or pen-
alty—might be better than strict reliance on rules, :.regl’xla-
tions and standards in the pursuit of a regulatory objective.

Red tape need not be a certainty. The Citiezns’ Com-
mission could be the proof of the pudding. .. ...
