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Valley Patriots Clip Paducah 23-8

ToWind Up Non-District Schedule

Valley High School’s Patriots
took on their fourth straight Class
A football team of the season at
Paducah Friday night of last week
and remained undefeated, though
. once tied, as the Patriots knock-
ed off the Dragons 29-8. The Pa-
triots used a stingy, swarming de-
fense which is a Patriot tradition,
together with fine power running
by Kenneth Helms and Darrell
Dowd and some nifty running by
quarterback Kirk Proctor to take
an early lead and left little doubt
as to the eventual winners as ear-
ly as the. first quarters.

The Patriots had been rated
the fifth best Class B team in the
state by the Harris Rating Sys-
tem and following their 41-12
smashing of Spur, Harris elevated
Valley to fourth place. Friday’s
win will do nothing to hurt that

" lofty ‘place in the ratings.

The Patriots went to work on
the Dragons early, aided by the
hard-charging of the Patriots. Val-
ley kicked off to Paducah with
the Dragons taking the ball on the
20 yard line and returning it out
"to the 30. On the first play from
scrimmage, Paducah picked up six
yards. On the second play from
scrimmage the Patriots jarred the
ball loose and recovered at the
45 yard line and Valley was in
business. Proctor picked up nine
yards on the first play and Dowd
got a first down at the 30. On the
next play, Dowd drove it to the
nine for another first. The Pat-
riots fumbled on' the next play
but recovered the ball, losing back
to the 17. The Patriots failed to
move the ball from there and the
ball went over at that point. On
the first play from scrimmage the
Dragons attempted a pass which
-Kirk Proctor intercepted near
midfield and ran back to the 25.
Tt took Darrell Dowd two plays
to score from there, picking up
eight yards the first carry, then
‘breaking it 17 yards to paydirt on
the next play. The try for extra
point was missed and with a little
over six minutes gone, the Pat-
‘riots were ahead 6-0.

The Dragons took the ensuing
kickoff inside the 20 and three
‘plays netted them only five yards,
so Paducah had to kick away and
“Valley was in business once more,
this time on the enemy 47. The
Patriots took eleven plays from
that point to score their second
touchdown with Helms alternat-
ing in carrying the ball and an
occasional keeper by quarterback
Proctor. Proctor carried over from
the one yard line to put the Pat-
riots ahead 120 and with 0:56
left in the first period Valley led
12-0 after again missing the extra
-point try.
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Paducah took the following
kickoff on the 20 and returned to
the 36. In three plays Paducah
was only able to advance the ball
four yards and once again had to
kick., The Dragon kicker got off
a booming punt that carried into
the end zone and the Patriots took
it from there. This time it took
the Patriots only ten plays to
score with Helms going over from
the one. A pass to Ramsey was
good for the two points after the
touchdown and. Valley led it 20-0
with 4:00 left in the first half.

Each team had a possession be-
fore the half ended but neither
could move the ball and the half
ended with the score at 20-0.

Deep in the third period, Dowd
intercepted a Paducah pass ar-
ound the Valley 20 yard line and
returned it to the nine. Valley
moved to the one yard line but
failed to score and the ball went
over to Paducah. On the first
play the Paducah quarterback was
trapped in the end zone for a
safety and the Patriots led 22-0
with 1:30 left in the third period.
The Dragons got a free kick fol-
lowing the safety which the Pat-
riots took on the Valley 40 and
returned to the 45. Valley ran
three plays before the third per-
iod ended with Valley ahead 22-0.

Dowd and Helms moved to a
first and ten on the 24 in just
three plays and then Dowd scored
his third TD of the night from
the 24 and Proctor kicked a per-
fect placement which made the
score 29-0.

Paducah got a good runback
of the kickoff returning into Val-
ley territory where Proctor made
a TD saving tackle on the ball
carrier. The Dragons scored in
three tries, on a 30-yard pass play
from Roberts to Barry and then
made a two-point conversion for
eight points. Neither team could
score again but the Patriots were
on the six yard line when the
game ended. Coach Giddens gave
all hands some playing time in
the fourth period.

Just how much the Patriots
were in command is reflected by
the statistics as Valley notched
20 first downs to Paducah’s four.
Valley rolled up 362 yards rush-
ing and 23 passing for a total of
385 yards to 133 total for Padu-
cah. Dowd carried the ball 23
times for a total of 137 yards and
Helms carried 26 times for 123
yards. : \

In four tries, all against Class
A teams, the Patriots have won
three and tied one, have scored a
total of 84 points and allowed
only 28, according to this unofﬂ-
cial scorekeeper..
