Haying of ‘79 Wheat Crop

Farmers who planted wheat
for 1979 harvest now have an-
other option to consider: they
may graze or cut hay on their
wheat acreage, Secretary of Agri-
culture Bob Bergland has an-
nounced. Wheat grazed or cut
for hay under the special acre-
age grazing and hay program will
qualify for the same deficiency
payment rate as wheat harvested
for grain.

Wheat program participants
will be allowed to graze cattle
or cut hay on wheat acreage
equal to the higher of (1) 50
acres or (2) 40% of their total
intended plantings of wheat, feed
grains (corn, sorghum and bar-
ley) and upland cotton.

“We are taking this action to
encourage the production of
more beef later on this year,”
Bergland said. ‘“Calves now on
wheat pasture ordinarily would
have to come off and be sold a-
bout March 15 to permit the
wheat to matuer for harvest,
while the action we are taking
today would permit them to re-
main an additional 60 days or
so. This should result in slightly
higher rates of gain and there-
fore more heef later on this
year. It should also encourage
the movement of a few more cal-
ves onto wheat pasture and
more beef from those calves as
well.

“While the impact of this ac-

tion will be slight, it should
none- the-less slow the expected
increase in beef prices,” he said.

Producers participating in the
wheat acreage grazing and
hay program must also comply
with normal crop acreage (NCA)
requirements and with set-aside
requirements for wheat harvest-
ed for grain and feed grain crops
planted on their farm(s). There
will be no advance payment or
minimum  payment guarantee
this year as was provided to
1978 special wheat acreage gra-
zing and hay program partici-
pants. The deficiency payment
rate for 1978-crop wheat was 52
cents per bushel.

The 1979 Whgat deficiency pay-

ment rate will be determined in
December and will be the differ-
ence between the established tar-
get price ($3.40 per bushel) and
the higher of either the national
average market price during the
first five months (June through
October) of the marketing year,
or the national loan rates ($2.35).

Producers wishing to use this
option may indicate their inten-
tions at their local Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation
Service (ASCS) County Office

Collect Soil
Samples Now

Winter and early spring are
good times for collecting soil
samples, says Buddy C. Logsdon,
county agent with the Texas Ag-
ricultural Extension Service.

At present, Extension Service
laboratories are processing sam-
ples -as soon as they arrive, and
reports are mailed within one
week.

Prompt service is an important
requirement for an effective soil
testing service, says Logsdon.
However, waiting until the plant-
ing season can cause delays and
results may not get back to pro-
ducers in time.

Sampling well in advance of
planting offers the advantage of
allowing time to. obtain needed
fertilizers. Early sampling is also
advised to avoid wet soil later
in the season. If soils are muddy
and sticky, it is difficult to ob-
tain a good sample. And, excess
moisture adds to shipping costs.
To reduce|shipping weight, sam-
ples can be air-dried for a day or
two. Heating should be avoided,
however, since it fixes potassium

Delegates Adopt

National Policy

Mr. and Mrs. Virgil Blakney
of Turkey, Mrs. Ike Reed, Mrs.
Jay Gowin and E. G. Reed of
Quitaque were among 1,500 dele-
gates and visitors at the 77th an-
nual National Farmers Union
Convention in Kansas City, Mis-
~souri, where the organization’s

" policy for 1979 was adopted.

Farmers income: dominated the
policy discussions, as delegates
wrestled with methods of im-
proving economic health of rur-
al America. -

The organization went on re-
cord as strongly endorsing the
concept of initiating wheat price
agreements between the four ma-
jor exporting nations, as an al-
ternative to the unsuccessful
-Geneva Wheat Talks.

The policy adopted in this sec-
tion read in part, “Farmers Un-
ion urgently requests the Con-
gress and the Administration to
appoint a Commission to reach
an agreement with Canada, Aus-
tralia and Argentina on the
World Market share of wheat
for each country and on a mini-
mum price. This price must be
high enough to return to farm-
ers a reasonable profit above the
cost of production.”

Agriculture  Secretary Bob
Bergland told the convention au-
dience Monday night that gov-
ernment farm programs actually
benefit large producers more
than family farmers, and said he
failed to support government
guaranteed parity prices for this
reason.

The convention delegates res-

ponded by -adopting a policy
reading that farm program bene-

fits must be graduated to bene-’

fit family farmers.

Other speakers at the conven- !
tion addressed cooperative and |
marketing challenges facing agri- i

culture.

Rep. Neal Smith (D-Iowa) told |
the agriculture audience that the |
livestock and grain marketing |
companies have been using in- |
side and misleading information {

to gain an advantage over far-
mers in the marketplace.

After a Tuesday afternoon pro
gram dedicated to cooperative
marketing, the delegates adopted
a program to fight anti-co-op leg-
islation now being considered in
Washington. Such legislation
would alter current anti-trust
laws, and weaken the coopera-
time marketing strength of far-
mers and ranchers.
