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PROPER FRUIT T R EE  
PRUNING IS N ECESSARY

Most people are horrified at 
the thought of pruning their 
fruit trees and vines, says Ear­
nest Kiker, Briscoe County Ex­
tension Agent, However, pruning 
is important for a number of rea­
sons.

First, pruning promotes large, 
well-flavored fruit. A plant has 
a certain capacity for production. 
Through proper pruning techni­
ques, it can concentrate all avail­
able nutrients into fewer fruit, 
yielding large and juicy pro­
ducts.

Another advantage of pruning 
is to enable a plant to develop a 
proper framework which can sup-

I>ort more evenly distributed 
fruit. This will prevent tree 
breakage when fruit - matures.

The most overlooked, and pos­
sibly most important, aspect of 
pruning is the modification of 
growth conditions, says Kiker. If 
a tree is allowed to overproduce, 
a smaller amount of shoot 
growth and nutrient storage oc­
curs the next year.

Kiker says to prune when win­
ter is almost over, but before 
spring arrives.

Prune peach trees using an 
open center system. To do this, 
select three limbs radiating in 
120 degree angles from the up­
permost part of the trunk as 
primary scaffold branches. The 
lowest scaffold branch should be 
18 inches from ground level and 
pointing southwest to shade the 
trunk from intense sunlight.

Leave enough trunk space so 
there are eight to twelve inches 
of trunk between primary scaf­
fold branches. If all these bran­
ches emerge from the trunk near 
the same location, the trunk may 
split from a heavy fruit crop.

Form secondary branchings by 
cutting the main scaffolds 20 to 
30 inches from their juncture 
with the trunk. After secondary 
branching is formed, light prim­
ing will cause new growth which 
will bear most of the fruit.

Once the main branch system 
is established, subsequent prun­
ing includes cutting back tall 
shoots, keeping the tree’s center 
open, and removing suckers, wa-

BOLL W EEV IL  M EETING  
TO BE H ELD  A PR IL 18

The four-county cotton com­
mittee has set a Boll Weevil 
Fimd Drive Meeting for 8:30 p.m. 
Wednesday, April 18, at the 
Quitaque Community Building.

This program is to assist cot­
ton producers in the manage­
ment of the boll weevil.

The following information 
should be of assistance to all 
cotton producers:

Normally it takes cotton five 
to seven days to come up. The 
colder the soil, the longer it 
takes, and studies conducted in 
this area show the following: 
When cotton is planted on the 
bed, 5% of the plants come up 
in five days when planted in late 
May or early June; in seven 
days, 42% of the plantscame up; 
in eight days, 53% came up; in 
19 days, 59% came up; and 20 
days 76% came up. When cot­
ton is planted in the furrow, af­
ter five days no plants were up; 
after seven days, 18% came up; 
after eight days 40% came up; 
and after 20 days 67% was up.

It was also noted that 100% 
of the plants that came up in 
five days produced cotton; only 
46% of the plants that took 
eight days to come up produced 
cotton; and only 29% of the 
plants that took 12 days to come 
up produced cotton. (This applies 
to plants that were not damaged 
by weather, mechanically or 
chemically.)

Studies have also shown that 
the peak emergence of the over­
wintered boll weevil is about 
June 1, and most overwintered 
boll weevils have emerged by 
June 15. Tests also show that 
overwintered boll weevils can 
live 10 to 22 days before they 
die. During this period they 
must lay eggs if an early boll 
weevil outbreak is to occur.

To tie the growth habit of cot­
ton in with the boll weevil activi­
ty, the following should result: 
Cotton planted by May 20 should 
come up May 25th to May 27th. 
Normally it takes 32 to 40 days 
for squares to form after the 
cotton plant comes up; therefore, 
squares should be present July 
1st to July 8th. It normally tak­
es squares 21 to 24 days to de­
velop full growth, therefore one- 
third square growth should occur 
by July 8th to July 16th.

As peak boll weevil emergence 
is June 1, these boU weevils 
should be dead by June 23, and 
the boll weevils that emerge la­
ter, on June 15, should be dead 
by July 7. If this holds true, 
there are no squares large en­
ough for the boll weevils to lay 
eggs in that are large enough to 
support the growth of the boll 
weevil larvae by the time the 
overwintering boll weevils die.

It is recognized that these fig­
ures are average and there are 
exceptions to the average, but 
it is a known fact that the war­
mer the soil, the quicker the 
emergency of the plant. There 
will be exceptions to the dates 
that boll weevils emerge, and 
the time for growth cycle of cot­
ton to be completed, but by fol­
lowing this guideline, produc­
ers should give their crop a bet­
ter chance to be profitable.

Help your neighbor manage 
the boll weevil.

WATCH FOR GREENBUGS  
IN W HEAT

Greenbugs, the most damaging 
wheat pests, increase rapidly as 
warmer temperatures prevail in 
the spring, so producers need to 
be on the lookout for changes 
in populations of the tiny green 
aphids.

Results of wheat pest manage­
ment demonstrations in the Tex­
as Rolling Plains since the 1972- 
1973 season show that greenbug 
populations begin to increase in 
most years in late February or 
March and reach peak numbers 
in March or early April.

During this period greenbug 
populations can increase rapidly, 
producing up to three young per 
day while cqol temperatures pre­
vent reproduction of beneficial 
insects and spiders that natural­
ly control greenbugs.

Therefore, producers should 
inspect their wheat and other 
small grain fields closely during 
March to determine greenbug 
population levels.

Control measures should be 
based on the size and condition 
of wheat and number of green­
bugs present per foot of row.

Greenbug populations decline 
just as rapidly as they build up 
once beneficials become active. 
Parasitic wasps, lady beetles, na- 
bids, lacewings and spiders are 
important beneficials which help 
control greenbug populations.

During the first two weeks of 
April 1978 in the Rolling Plains, 
lady beetle and parasitic wasp 
populations increased to the 
point that it was difficult to 
find greenbugs in wheat fields 
by April 15.

So, once beneficial populations 
begin to increase, they usually 
reduce greenbug populations sig­
nificantly in a few weeks.

By being able to identify bene­
ficial insects that aid in green­
bug control, producers can often 
determine when they are control­
ling greenbugs and can therefore 
avoid the cost of an unneeded 
insecticide application.

Additional information on 
greenbug control is presented in 
the publication, “Suggestions for 
Controlling Insects and Mites on 
Com, Sorghum and Small 
Grains,” which is available at 
my office.

GREENHOUSE ONION SETS  

CAN SAVE THE DAY
It is time to transplant onions 

and good plants are scarce. Some 
alert home gardeners in this 
area will be lucky this spring.

Many gardeners can buy green­
house-grown onion plants in se­
veral retai], nurseries. Some pro­
gressive greenhouse growers will 
have a limited number of onion 
plants for gardeners to set out 
now through early April.

There is only a small number 
of plants available for this year, 
so don’t delay.

Extreme cold killed more than 
half of the seedling transplants 
which were being raised last win­
ter in South Texas for High 
Plains onion growers. Our com-

Dr. Robins:

The following statement made 
by you in Plainview’s newspaper 
has drawn quite a lot of atten­
tion from the Quitaque area resi­
dents:

“Robbins is also somewhat crit­
ical of people who have received 
EMT training in rural areas. ‘I’ve 
seen them come in from places 
like Silverton and Quitaque or 
wherever. They (the attendants) 
are just not trained adequately.’”

I am a certified EMT, and have 
recently completed my two-year 
renewal certification course 
through Amarillo College.

I think it is unfortunate that 
you referred to Quitaque and Sil­
verton in your statement, when 
you made no reference to speci­
fic incidences that may have oc­
curred. ,

Quitaque had an ambulance 
service before any EMT training 
began. It was staffed largely by 
volunteers who had little or no 
formal training in this type 
work. Quitaque still has an am­
bulance service, and it is now 
staffed by over a dozen volun­
teers who have completed at 
least 120 hours of training in 
how to handle emergency situa-

mercial onion growers can’t com­
pensate for this loss. They must 
transplant what plants can be 
salvaged and hope for the best. 
They can begin now to seriously' 
consider starting a part of their 
1980 crop in greenhouses.

Greenhouse - grown onion 
plants boast a long line of vir­
tues of interest to onion grow­
ers. The most important feature 
is that the onion plants will be 
the right size for setting out in 
the field by a predetermined 
date.

The controlled environment of 
the greenhouse interior makes it 
possible for growers to schedule 
seed sowing to have the desired 
number of plants ready on the 
date they are needed.

Greenhouse plants are cultur­
ed rapidly to a desirable size in 
only eight to ten weeks. The 
clean, pasteurized soil mix assur­
es a premium plant, completely 
free of pink root disease. Green­
house plants are never exposed 
to extremely low temperature or 
high winds, thus they never 
“bolt,” meaning form a flower 
stalk.

These plants carry a strong 
food reserve to the field, which 
helps them to survive the trans­
planting very well and start vi­
gorous growth immediately. In 
the greenhouse, a pound of seed 
usually produces enough plants 
to set one-and-a-fourth to two a- 
cres in the field.

With all these points in their 
favor, it will not be long before 
commercial onion producers on 
the High Plains will be growing 
most hybrid transplants in 
greenhouses, thereby taking the 
initiative to produce superior 
plants at the lowest possible cost 
and avoiding risks of climatic 
damage or disease contamina­
tion.

lions.
You stated that we are “just 

not adequately trained.” To do 
what? We are nearly an hour 
away from any hospital, and vol­
unteers (either trained or un­
trained) would be required to 
transport many injured and ser­
iously ill persons regardless of 
whether they had EMT training.

We know that we are not train­
ed to be hospital Emergency 
Room personnel. We want to 
have some basic training to help 
transport emergency - situation 
victims without doing them any 
further harm, and perhaps even 
do them some good. In cases of 
cardiac arrest victims, we feel 
that our CPR (cardiopulmonary 
resuscitation) training is far bet­
ter than no training at all.

I agree that Plainview’s am­
bulance is probably adequate in 
your situation. Everyone in your 
city is only minutes away from 
Central Plains’ fine Emergency 
Room facilities. But unfortuna­
tely, Quitaque’s situation is very 
different.

In talking with some other 
Quitaque EMT’s, I foimd that we 
are in agreement that we would 
welcome any constructive criti­
cism that can be offered to us. 
We do not want to rival Cen­
tral Plains’ Emergency Room 
personnel in caring for persons 
we transport to that facility-- 
we want to cooperate with them 
to give Quitaque area residents 
the best in emergency care that

can be given until we get them 
in the hands of more qualified 
personnel.

We would appreciate any help 
you could be to us in improving 
our Ambulance Service and the 
further training of our Emer­
gency Medical Technicians.

PUBLIC NOTICE
The City of Turkey has been 

notified by the Texas Depart­
ment of Health that the water 
being supplied by our system ex­
ceeds the maximum consitituent 
level for Nitrate specified by the 
Department’s “Drinking Water 
Standards” which were promul­
gated as required by the “Safe 
Drinking Water Act;” Public 
Law 93-523 (U.S.)

The limit is set at 10 milli­
grams of Nitrate (as nitrogen) 
per liter of water. The amount of 
nitrate (as nitrogen) in the wat­
er we supply was reported to be 
14.9 milligrams per liter.

Adults and children over the 
age of six months need not be 
concerned about drinking water 
from the tap. An excess of Ni­
trate intake by an infant imder 
the age of six months may re­
duce its available oxygen supply 
and possibly produce “blue ba­
by” symptoms. Parents are ad­
vised to find other sources of 
drinking water, such as bottled 
water, for their infants under 
six months of age. All doctors 
and hospitals in the area have 
been notified of this situation.

Caution: DO NOT BOIL YOUR 
WATER. Boiling the water will 
increase the concentration of Ni­
trate.

The City of Turkey has applied 
to the Texas Department of 
Health for an exemption from 
the Nitrate requirement while 
we search for alternate sources 
of supply and investigate avail­
able treatment techniques which 
would lower the Nitrate to an 
acceptable level. In the mean­
time, please follow the precau­
tions mentioned.
