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It's “Too Wet To Plow”
All Across The Valley

In a normal year in the first
week of June farmers in this

area anxiously scan the skies:

when clouds appear, worrying a-
bout crops that have recently
been planted, wondering if they
will have to be replanted, or the
farmers will be wondering if it
will rain enough and soon en-
‘ough even to get their crops
planted. This is not a normal
year, however, for the rains star-

. ted falling earlier than usual and
it is still too wet to plow. -

Not very many farmers have
managed to plant anything as yet
and few, if any, will not replant
what has been planted.

Driving around the local coun-
tryside a person is reminded of
an oldtimer’s description of one
of the local riverbeds: “There
she is folks; too thick to drink
and too wet to plow!” A lot of
the valley is in that condition—
terraces full of water and many
of the low places still under wa-
ter.

The current rainy ‘cycle start-

ed on Sunday afternoon, May 27,
when from three to five inches
and more fell starting southwest
of Quitaque and traveling east
past the Turkey-Bridle Bit area.
Along with the rain, a great deal
of damaging hail fell in a four to
five mile strip from south of
Quitaque to Bridle Bit. A hail
storm meved in on Turkey from
the north causing much damage
in that city, damaging most of
the homes (rooftops and win-
dows) and damaging autos and
pickups. A great deal of damage
to buildings, vehicles and other
property, was suffered south of
Quitaque.

Since that storm hit the area
several showers have fallen all
over the area, keeping the fields
soaked. :

The countryside now needs a
lot of warm, dry weather for a
change.

Tuesday night’s showers seem-
ed to average about 3 of an
inch. South and east of Turkey
heavier rains of 2% inches or
more were reported.

Weed control in the home gar-
den depends on garden size,
kinds of vegetables being grown
and types of weeds.

Weeds (any unwanted plants)
compete with vegetables for soil
moisture and nutrients. They
have extensive root systems and
flourish under a variety of condi-
tions.

Effective control of weeds de--

pends on how they spread. Crab-
grass and other annual weeds
survive by seeds. Perennial
weeds such as bermudagrass and
johnsongrass survive both by
seeds and . underground plant
parts.

Seeds are transmitted by wind,
water or animals. They may also
reach the garden in improperly
prepared compost, manure or
other organic matter added to
the soil.

Some weed seeds remain vi-
able in the soil for years. They
and underground storage parts
contain stored food reserves to
support weed seedlings until
they emerge and are exposed to
sunlight. .

Herbicides or chemical weed
killers are the least desirable
home garden weed control.
While they are a mnecessity in
commercial crop production to
reduce labor and achieve maxi-
mum yield, there are not enough
chemicals with a wide enough
margin of error to be used safely
and successfully in home gar-
dens. Also, most herbicides are
effective on specific weeds in
specific crops, and most gardens
contain a variety of vegetables.
Furthermore, herbicides are ex-
pensive; a gallon can cost $70 or
more.

The best method is probably
“hoebicide,” using a sharp hoe.
Most gardens are small enough
to be weeded with a hoe or by
hand pulling. This is most ef-
fective when done regularly and
when weeds are small.

- Mulching makes weed control
easier. A three-inch mulch layer
(after it settles) controls annual
weeds from seed and prevents
many weed seedlings from reach-
ing light. Also, those that do
push through are easier to pull.

Buonymous, a popular shiub
in Briscoe County, is often dam-
aged severely or killed by euony-
mous scale. These scale insects
are found on the shrub’s leaves,
stems and trunk.

There are two or three gener-
ations each year. Scale insects

spread to new foliage during the .

crawler stage which first appears
during May. As crawlers begin to
feed, a wax covering forms over
the insect.

Summer oil will control adult
euonymous scale. Malathion or
diazinon added to a summer oil
and water mixture will control
crawlers. Two or three insecti-
cidal applications may be requir-
ed to control scale insects. Thor-
ough coverage of the entire
shrub is important.

Inspect euonymous 10 to 14
days following each insecticidal
application. The waxy covering
will remain on the plant even af-
ter scale insects have been kill-
ed.

Rub scales on a leaf or stem to
determine if they are still alive.
If a yellow liquid can be forced
from the scales, they are still
alive and another insecticidal ap-
plication will be required. If only
brown and white waxy scale co-
verings are removed when rub-
bing leaves and stems, the scale
insects are dead.

Be sure to follow directions

on the insecticide label when

spraying for euonymous scale.
Too much oil in the mixture can
damage the foliage.

Texas horse owners should be-
gin plans to vaccinate their ani-
mals against Eastern, Western
and Venezuelan Encephalomy-
elitis. This sleeping sickness is
caused by viruses transmitted by
mosquitoes. :

Early clinical signs of the dis-
ease are depression and high fe-
ver. Diminished reflexes, a
drooping lower lip, reluctance to
move and incoordination soon
follow. '

Horse owners should consult
their veterinarians about waccin-
ation against all types of the dis-
ease. Following the initial series,
annual booster shots are requir-
ed.

These vaccinations are worth
the trouble since prevention is
cheaper than treatment or los-
ing a valuable animal. Since the
