Broomweed Infesting Hative Grasslands
by Francis E. Northam 
Range Conservationist 

Soil Conservation Service 
Common broomweed has grown 

exceptionally well this year on 
Briscoe County rangelands. The 
plant normally grows in disturb­
ed areas, but this season broom­
weed is established on native 
grasslands. How badly native 
range is infested by a broom­
weed outbreak is largely influe- 
enced by grazing practices. 
Range plants that have been hea­
vily overgrazed cannot compete 
with the weed, and thousands of 
the plants can thrive on an acre 
of native grassland.

Overgrazed range is easily in­
vaded by weeds. When livestock 
'graze away the grass cover, the 
soil is exposed to sunlight. Over- 
grazing also kills grass roots. 
With fewer grass roots in the 
soil, more moisture is available

☆  ☆  ☆

for weeds. The open ground and 
moisture produce hundreds of 
pounds of worthless weeds in­
stead of livestock forage.

Proper management provides 
rest for range grasses during 
part of the growing season. Gras­
ses use reserve food stored in 
their roots to replace grazed 
leaves. Over ̂ grazing occurs when 
the new leaves are grazed away 
before they have time to replace 
the root reserves. As overgraz­
ing continues, the root reserves 
are used up and the plant dies. 
Wade Steele, a southwest Briscoe 
County stockman, expressed this 
idea well when he said, “We 
don’t graze our grass to death.”

For information and assistance 
developing a good grazing mana­
gement system that will insure 
properly utilized range, contact 
the Soil Conservation Service 
personnel in Silverton.

Variety and moderation are 

keys to sensible dieting.
A diet designed to help lose 

or maintain weight should be 
one that can be lived with for a 
lifetime. Promises of quick, pain­
less weight-loss are an indica­
tion that a diet is probably not 
medically or nutritionally sound.

Your personal diet plan should 
not become a hardship — it 
.should satisfy your nutritional 
needs as well as the social as­
pects associated with food.

There is no magic food which 
■will “burn” fat to cause immed­
iate and permanent weight loss. 
Nor is there a food which “mag­
ically” reduces appetite.

A diet that overemphasizes 
any one food or food group to 
the exclusion of others is pro­
bably a “fad” diet. A diet which 
results in weight loss or weight 
maintenance—if you are at your 
ideal weight—should be made up 
of a variety of foods. Foods 
should be included from all the 
four food groups — milk and 
dairy products; fruits and vege­
tables; breads and cereals; and 
protein-rich foods such as meat, 
poultry and fish.

When a food group, such as 
breads, is completely omitted 
from the daily diet, the essential 

'nutrients supplied by that food 
group will be lacking. This re­
sults in an imbalance in your 
diet.
