An ordinance granting to W ayne C. W righ t  a

franchise of the city of Amarillo, Tex., for 
the construction, operation and m ain ­

tenance of a telephone exchange, 
in said city, for a period of 

ten years.
Be it  ordained by the city council, of the city of Am ­

arillo, Texas, as follows:

Section 1. That a right of way ' franchise; to all 
the streets, avenues, alleys and pubift,. grounds,"within 
the corpora ted limits ol ihe city r" Amarillo Texas, is 
hereby granted to Wayne O. Wrigh' i the construction, 
operation aud maintenance of a 1,diphone exchange, 
within said city, which franchise is hereby guaranteed 
to the said Wayne (J. Wright, for a period of 10 years,sub­
ject to the provisions hereinafter mimed,

Section 2. As part of the consideration for (his fran­
chise which is hereby granted to tKs said Wayne U. 
Wright, the said Wavne C. Wright, will and is hereby 
bound to construct and maintain during suid period of 
10 years, a telephone system, of wlinl is known ns a com­
plete metalic circuit with all the best modern -improve­
ments, and to furnish the best central ollice equipment 
to be had, ami is 10 give first-class all day aud all night 
service, and shall not be allowed to charge more than 
$'3.00 per month rental, for each phone placed in nuy 
business house, and $1.50 tier month’ for each phone 
placed In any private residence, within said city, and is 
required to keep the same,.in first-class working condi­
tion, and it is made obligatoryuipon the said Wrighh to 
place phones, at any point witlmi said city limits when 
dema-fided, provided that parties living in (ho out-skirts 
of said city, may he required to subscribe for such 
pboue, fo r  a period of twelve mouths, if  requested to do 
so by the said Wright. f

Seciiou 3. It is furthei ordayied hv the city council, 
that the said Wright, bo and is hereby required to use 
40 foot poles on Bo k sleet that he'i# further required to 
use safe and durable cedar-poles, throughout the cutiro 
city, and that no wire shall be lovVerrthan 20 feet from 
th-j groaii-d, a»u th a t  MVv.-:i*ee -•.\uu.r 1 r —(-iota-
number 12 wife, and the best mechanical skill to be used 
iu the construction of said exchauge.

Section 4. That this franchise carries with it the right 
to absorb by purchas, lease or otherwise contract with 
all parties now owning or coutroliug any long distance 
phone now in operation iu said city or that may liere- 
aiter come within said city, aud the rigiit to cpnect. said 
wires with his switch board, and to after or remove any 
iiue now in operation, or that may become in opcnatiou 
for tha purpose of improving the service of the same 
provided that the consent of the owiiejf or owners of 
such Iona distance lines must bo first objjrfi-ued; and p ro ­
vided further, that the cily of Amarillo reserves Ihe 
right to admit any loug distance lines within said city 
limits which is built for the purpose of operating the 
same, aud provided further that such r ight to uot be iu 
conflict with the franchise herein granted to the said 
Wright, and provided further that any such line to lie 
built in (he future, shall make reasonable arrangements 
or provisions with said Wright as wib require such long 
distance line to use the switch board ami exchange of 
said Wright in receiving or transmitting it messages; in 
other words, no other line is to be built iu the city lim­
its of Amarillo and operated indepeudaut Of said Wright’s 
exchange.

Seetioe 5. Thai the said Wayne Wright shall have 
60 davs from fho dateof  the passage and approval o f tlns  
ordinance,in which to begin work on the construction of 
said exchange, and is required to complete the same with­
in 5 mouths from said first date and, provided that this 
franchise shall not be deemed comp.et until said tele­
phone exchange shall have become iu operation accord­
ing to the provisions herein made.

Section 6. That tl:e provisions herein made in this 
franchise, shall be binding on the said Wright,, and his as- 
sigu or assigns, aud failure to comply with any condition 
specified herein, at any time hereafter, during the oper­
ation of this franchise, shall at the opliou of the city 
council of the city of Amarillo, Texas, terminate Ihe same, 
and the city council may grant to any other. prrbou or 
persons a franchise for the purpose herein named.

Section 7. That all ordinances and parts of ordi­
nances in conflict witlih this ordinance is hereby repeal­
ed, and that this ordinance take eflect and be iu force 
from and after its passage.
