A bill to regulate the drilling
new irrigation wells and the use
of such water here on the High
Plains of Texas will be intro-
duced in the next session of the
Legislature as soon as it meets
in January, will be given a high
place on the calendar, and will
be passed unless tremendous
pressure Is brought te bear on
that body.

This message was brought to
a gathering of Bailey County ir-
rigation farmers here Monday
afternoon by L. A. Howard, of
Lubbock, a lawyer-farmer, and
Judge L B. Holt of Lamb Co.,
representative elect to the Leg-
islature from this distriet.

Both speakers said the danger is
immediate and very real, and that
the bill, already drawn, they said,
has very strong backing.

Holt promised to do everything in
his power to prevent passage of the
bill, but he said he needsy behind
him such organizations as the
Bailey County Water Conservation
District and others in the territory
he will serve.

Howard said he believed there is
only one thing to do. That is for
Plains counties to pool their pow-
er and money to combat passage of |
the bill which its proponents ﬂrc\
very determined shall be passed.
