Rainfall to date in Muleshoe has 
averaged virtually one inch a month 
a report of R^J. Klump, weather re­
corder here showed. In the town, 7.83 
inches had fallen to August 1.

July's rainfall, mostly coming in 
light showers, amounted to 2.02 
inches. In other parts of the county 
much more has fallen, so that crops 
generally are considered to be in 
good condittion.

CCC Announce Purchase Agreements 
Available On 1948 Produced Grains

Ac'-ordhig to Troy L. Actkinson, 
:h aiiman of the Bailey County ACA 
Committee, the U. S. Department 
Agriculture has announced that, un­
der the programs providing price j 
support for farm commodities, pur- j 
chase agreements will be available j 
for wheat, barley, rye, oats and sor­
ghum grains produced in 1948.

These agreements are offered 
in addition to the loans and oil­
ier from the loans in that pro­
ducers may be assured ol re­
ceiving the support price for 
their grains without the r.ece.-sity 
of obtaining a loan and paying 
interest on money which may 
not be needed immediatey.
Under the purchase agreement 

programs producers may sign a pur­
chase agreement any time before 
Jan. 1, 1949, pay a small service lee 
apd be assured that Commodity 
Credit Corp. will purchase their 
grain from them at the implicable 
suppo:'. prices in case that they want

Producer.- who wish to take ad- 
vcr.rge of Lie purchase agreement 
prrgrarr will need to sign a simp e 
purchase agreement f.rm  in the 
County ACA office in the county in 
which they farm. They will reed to 
specify the quantity which they may- 
wish to deliver and the service fee 
to be paid will be $1.50 or l-2c per 
bushel, whichever is greater, on the 
quantity t timuted to be delivered 
f- r wheat, barley, rye, and oats; and 
f . .50 or 1; per cwt. whichever is 
g:cater, for grain sorghums. A small­
er quantity than the amount speci: 
liud in the pucha_e agreement, or 
nine, may be delivered, but pay­
ment cannot be made for delivery of 
a quantity greater than that specified 
in the purchase agreement.

Mr. Actkinson pointed out that 
if wheat is sored in elevators, CCC 
will assume warehouseman's hand­
ling and storage charges which have 
accrued against the wheat from the 
date of the warehou e receipt, and 
if it is stored on the farm and is 
delivered to an approved elevator 
during May. CCC will ossume the 
warehouseman’s handling charges 
and pay the producer 7c per bushel 
in addition to the regular : -'ppor* 
price.

fo r  barlev, rye, oats and grain 
sorghums CCC will assume ware­
houseman's han ’ ling charges which ! 
may have accrued against the grain j 
but will not assume any storage j 
payments for these grains which 
may have been stored on the farm.

Producers who are eligible to ob­
tain purchase agreements, and grades 
of grain eligible for sale to CCC 
under the purchase agreement pro­
grams are the same as under the 
loan programs. Payment for grain 
delivered will bemade to producers 
upon delivery to County ACA Com­
mittees ,ol warehouse receipts rep­
resenting e.igible grain delivered to 
or stored in elevators approved for 
storage or handling by CCC.

Payment will be made at the same 
rates per bushel or hundred weight 
which would apply if a loan were 
obtained.* Producers who execute 
purchase agreements are not obli­
gated to deliver any grain and can 
sti.l obtain a loan on the grain any 
time before the final -dates set for 
obtaining rich  loons, but service 
fees paid cannot be refunded.

proposing an Amemimtnt to Article 6 oi 
the Constitution of the Stnte of Texas by 
adding a new Section thereto to be known 
as Section 1-a, authorizing the Legislature

Section 1. That Article 5 of the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas be amended by 
adding thereto a new Section to be known 
as "Section 1-a," which shall read as fol­
lows:

The Legislature shall pro­
vide for the retirement and compensation 
of Judges and Commissioners of the Ap­
pellate Courts and Judges of the District 
and Criminal Courts on account of length 
of service, age or disability, and for their 
reassignment to active duty where and 
when needed."

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitutional

Sec. 8. The Governor of the .‘Itate is 
hereby directed to issue the necessary proc­
lamation for said election and have the 
same published as required by the Consti.

PRO! USED CONSTITUTIONAL 
AMENDMENT

HOUSE JOINT KESOLUTION
proposing an Amendment of Section 1-a of 
Article VIII of the Constitution of TcxrfK 
to provide that no ad valorem tax shall be 
levied for State general revenue purposed 
niter January 1, 1951, and authorizing
the several counties to levy additional ad 
valorem taxes for certain puritoses, provid­
ing for a Three Thousand Dollars ($3,000) 
residential homestead exemption, and pro­
viding for tax levies in Aunties having 
tax donations; providing for submission to 
the qualified electors and for the necessary 
proclamation by the Governor.

RE IT RESOLVED RY THE LEGISLA­
TURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS.

Section 1. That Section 1-a of article 
VIII of the Constitution be amended so as 
to be and rend as follows:

"Section 1-a. From and after January 1, 
1961, no State advalorem tax shall b« levied 
ui»on any property within this State for 
general revenue purposes. From and after 
January 1, 1961, the several counties of 
the State are authorized to levy ad valorem 
taxes upon all property wiUhn their re­
spective boundaries for county purposes, 
except the first Three Thousand Dollars 
($3,000) value of residential homesteads, 
not to exceed thirty cents (30c) on each 
One Hundred Dollars ($100) valuation, in 
addition to all other ml valorem taxes 
authorized by the Constitution of this 
State, provided the revenue derived there­
from shall be ufyd for const ructior. and 
maintenance of Farm to Market Roads or 
for Flood Control, except as herein other­
wise provided.

"Provided that in those counties or ixilit- 
ical subdivisions or areas of the State from 
which taxe donations have heretofore been 
granted, the State Automatic Tax Board 
shall continue to levy the full amount of 
the State ad valorem tax for the duration 
of such donation, or until all legal obli­
gations heretofore authorized by the law 
granting such donation or donations shall 
have been fully discharged, whichever shall 
first occur: provided that if such donation 
to any such county or political subdivision 
is for less thnn the full amount of State 
nd valorem taxes so levied, the i>ortion of 
such taxes remaining over and above such 
donation shall be retained by said county 
or subdivision."

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitutional 
Amendment shall be submitted to a vote 
of the qualified electors of this State at an 
election to be held on the date fixed by 
law for the General Election in November, 
A. D. 1948, at which all ballots shall have 
printed thereon "FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment of Section 1-a of Article VIII 
of the Constitution of the State of Texas 
to provide that no nd valorem tax shall lie 
levied for State general revenue purposes 
after January 1, 1951, and authorizing the 
several counties to lovy additional nd val­
orem taxes, provided for n Three Thou­
sand Dollars ($3,000) residential homestead 
exemption, and providing for tax levies in 
counties having tax donations," and 
"AGAINST the Constitutional Amendment 
of Section 1-a of Article VIII o< the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas to provide 
that no ad valorem tax shall be levied for 
State general reveiue purposes after Jan­
uary 1, 1951, and authorizing the several 
counties to~!evy additional ad valorem 
taxes, providing for a Three Thousand 
Dollars ($3,000) residential homestead ex­
emption, and providing for tax levies in 
counties having tax donations." Each voter 
shall scratch out one of said clauses on 
the ballot, leaving the one expressing his 
vote on the proposed Amendment. In coun­
ties or other subdivisions using voting ma­
chines, the above provision for voting for 
and against this Constitutional Amendment 
shall be placed on SAid machine In such a 
manner that each vote* shall vote on such 
machine for or againsv the Constitutional 
Amendment.

See. 3. The Governor shall issue the 
necssary proclamation for said election a ad

Typhus Fever Said 
i revalent In Texas

AUSTIN — Statistical information 
compiled by the State Health De­
partment shows a total of 182 cases 
of typhus fever so far this year. 
During the week between July 17-24, 
seven new cases were reported, one- 
half the seven year median of four­
teen for the week of July 24.

Disease reaches Its peak In the 
month of August, Dr. Geo. W. Cox, 
StatJ Health Officer, said.

O.er a five-year period ..-om 1943 
to 1947, typhus fever has been res­
ponsible for 273 deaths. The death 
rate has been reduced from sixty- 
three in 1943, to thirty In 1948.

'Typhus fever as we know it in 
Texas is transmitted by the fleas of 
infected rats,” Dr. Geo W. Cox,

State Health Officer, said. “It can 
be controlled by the simple expedi­
ent of consistently maintaining a
program of rat poisoning, rat trap­
ping and rat proofing.”
