COLLEGE STATION, Nov. 9. 
One of the hardest problems that 
face young married people is that 
of "How to handle the family in­
come.”

Mrs. Eloise Johnson, extension 
family life education specialist ot 
Texas A. & M. College, says that 
a recent study made by Michigan 
State College found that spending 
the family income in the wisest 
way was a problem that took the 
longest time for families to work 
out. Half of the people interview­
ed were able tt> work out a satis­
factory arrangement, but the oth­
er half said it took months or 
years and some never did agree.

Mrs. Johnson believes that the 
reason lies in the fact that often 
young people are not taught the 
wise use of money while they are 
young, and then are faced with 
the problem when they marry, at 
a time when they are confronted 
with many other problems of ad­
justment.

"It takes most of us a lifetime 
to learn the basic principles of 
earning, saving, spending and en­
joying money," she says. “So the 
earlier one starts to learn, the 
better. Too many young people 
grow up without any indepen­
dence in using money. Some are 
kept entirely dependent upon 
their parents, not only for money, 
but for every decision as to how 
the money is to be used. Such de­
pendence is poor background for 
mature judgment when young peo­
ple leave home.”

She points out that children 
can be included in the family plan 
for the use of money at a very 
early age. They can be helped to 
understand that things cost mon­
ey and that they have a share 
in the family money, just as they 
have a share of the family food 
and the family home. "Their judg­
ment in the use of money at the 

I age of thrqe, for instance. Is not 
’ the best, but they learn from ex­
ample and even more from ex­
perience," she says.

"They'll make mistakes and 
waste their money,” she concludes, 
"but such mistakes are less ser­
ious than those that might be 
made when the children are old­
er. Wise money habits can be 
built, if children understand and 
actually take part in the planning 
for earning, spending, saving and 
sharing the family money.

They’ll need plenty of protein feed 
ing and lots of good, green hay if 
it’s available.

3V4 Miffion Bales 
State Estimate

AUSTIN, Nov. 10.—The cotton 
crop this year is approximately 
3,250,000 bales more than last 
year’s, Dr. A. B. Cox, University of 
Texas professor of cotton market­
ing. reported.

The unusually large cotton crop 
in the United States this year is 
the result primarily of increased 
yield per acre. Improved yields 
per acre account for about 90 per 
cent of the increase and expanded 
acreage foiw only about 10 per 
cent of the grain.

Exports of United States grown 
cotton with the help of the Eco­
nomic Cooperation Administration 
will probably exceed 4 million 
bales, and domestic consumption 
is expected to exceed 9 million 
bales. This should leave a carry­
over of about 5 million bales on 
next August, Dr. Cox said.

World supplies of all cotton for 
1948-49 will be about the same 
as for 1947-18 because of the re­
duced carryover last August. World 
production this year is now ex­
pected generally to balance world 
consumption at about 28 million 
bales.

COLLEGE STATION, Nov. 9. A 
summary of the best recommend­
ed practices in the mechanized 
production of cotton in Texas has 
just been released by the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station.

Bulletin 704, by If. P. Smith, re­
search agricultural engineer of the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station, and D. L. Jones, superin­
tendent of the Lubbock Station, 
presents highlights of cotton pro­
duction and shows how mechani­
zation has been developed to 
meet these problems.

Early Texas farmers produced 
cotton with the hand hoe and the 
sweep stock. Riding mule-drawn 
planters and cultivators were not 
developed until the 1880’s and 
1890’s.

Outstanding progress has been

made in mechanization since the 
introduction of the row-crop trac­
tor about 25 years ago. Tractor- 
mounted middlebreakers, planters 
and cultivators were developed a- 
bout 1930. Though strippers and 
pickers were experimented with 
nearly 100 years ago, there was 
little progress in their use until at­
tention was given to the effect 
of varietal characteristics on their 
performance.

This bulletin. "Mechanized Pro­
duction of Cotton in Texas,” lists 
each phase of Texas cotton pro­
duction and discusses the various 
labor and time-saving machinery 
which has been developed to 
handle it. Fifty-five illustrations 
show these mechanical tools and 
their relationship to cotton pro­
duction problems.

By Worm Infestation

Tests Show Marked 
Retarding of Growth

Seldom are farmers inclined to 
argue with scientists, livestock 
specialists and others who keep 
warning that internal parasites are 
harmful to swine. Occasionally, 
however, a farmer will pose the 
question: "How much injury is 
caused by worm infestation?”

The answer to that question is 
provided in tests conducted by the 
bureau of animal industry to de-

l.ight has an effect on color that 
you might not be expecting.

"If your rooms are decorated in 
J the cool colors, such as blue and 

green, remember that fluorescent 
tubes make a cool, blue-white 
light," Mrs. Bernice Claytor, ex­
tension home management spec­
ialist of Texas A. & M. College, 
points out. "The fluorescent light 
will emphasize those colors and 
will tone down the warm colors."

On the other hand, she says, in­
candescent bulbs give a warm, 
reddish-yellow light, which will in­
tensify the warm colors such as

red, orange and yellow, and dull 
the cool colors.

Fluorescent lighting is preferred 
by many people for the kitchen 
and bathroom because of the 
clean, crisp effect it gives. But for 
rooms where a warm, intimate 
atmosphere is desired, the incan­
descent lighting may be the best 
choice.

"When you select rugs, curtains 
or other furnishings for your 
home," Mrs. Claytor concludes, 
“ keep in mind the effect the light­
ing w ill have on the colors. Then 
you won't be disappointed.”

termine how much the growth of 
pigs is retarded by roundworms 
(ascarids).

In carrying out the experiment, 
the bureau used eight litter-mate 
pigs eight weeks old, feeding four 
of them infective roundworm eggs. 
The other four, which served as 
controls, received no worm eggs.

Alter four months all eight pigs 
were weighed, killed and examined 
for roundworms. None were found 
in the control pigs, but the other 
four harbored 109, 39. 20 and 12. 
respectively.

Growth of the four pies that had 
roundworms at autopvy was less 
rapid than the four controls. The 
pig with 109 worms weighed 8.7 
pounds less than at the time it was 
fed the worm eggs; its control 
litter-mate gained 9c pounds.

The pig with 39 roundworms 
gained only 48 per cent as much 
as its control; the one with 20 
roundworms, only 55 per cent as 
much as its control. The growth 
of the pig with only 12 roundworms 
was not retarded very much; it 
weighed nearly as much as its con­
trol mate.
