To Be Reburied 
At Lazbuddy

SUN RAY, Oct. 5. (Spl.) The 
body <>l another Texas plainsman 
who gave his life in World War II 
is coming home to rest under the 
sod of tlie wide open spaces he 
loved so well.

Mr. and-Mrs. J. L. Shuping have 
been notified that the body of 
their son, Cpl. Russell L. Shuping, 
20 years old, is enroute from Eu­
rope aboard the U. S. Army 
Transport, Lawrence Victory.

He was born in Frederick, Okla­
homa, on July 10, 1924. When he 
was seven months old the family 
moved to Texas, first near Mule­
shoe, later to Pampa, then to 
Borger, and for the past twelve 
years have lived near Sunray and 
Dumas.

Cpl. Shuping attended school at 
Borger and Dumas, and was em­
ployed by the Columbian Carbon 
Plant at Sunray until he entered 
the Armored Force Replacement 
Training Center at Fort Knox, Ken­
tucky, and went overseas in No­
vember, 1943. He was with the 
66th Armored Regiment, 2nd Ar­
mored Division and saw action in 
France, B4gium, Holland, and 
Germany. He was killed in action 
on October 20, 1944, in Germany 
when his tank was knocked out. 
He was given an American mili­
tary funeral in Holland by an 
Army Chaplain of his religious 
faith, and burial was in the U. S. 
Military Cemetery at Margraten, 
Holland. Cpl. Shuping’s parents re-' 
ceived his Purple Heart, which was 
awarded posthumously.

Survivors include his father, mo­
ther, and one brother, Raymond, 
his grandparents, Mrs. J. E. 
Vaughan, Muleshoe, Mr. and Mrs. 
D. M. Shuping, Kress, and a host 
of uncles, aunts, cousins, and 
friends who loved him.

For the first time a com­
plete chart on cancer has 
been prepared for publica­
tion with the approval of the 
American Medical Associa­
tion and the American Can­
cer Society.

Prepared by Maxine Da­
vis, noted medical reporter, 
the complete chart appears 
in the October issue of Good 
Housekeeping magazine.

Categories into which the 
chart is divided include 1—  
the site or location of the 
cancer; 2— the frequency
with which such cancers oc­
cur in each sex; 3— the 
common age at which they 
occur; 4— details of the doc­
tor’s examination; 5— tech­
nical laboratory studies; 6— 
treatment; 7— chances for 
cure; 8— preventive meas­
ures.

‘‘No such comprehensive 
and succinct investigation of 
cancer ever has been made 
available to the public,”  the 
magazine declares. ‘ ‘ In an ill­
ness in which early diag­
nosis continues to be the 
most important factor, and 
fear of examination a con­
tributor to delay, this un- 
hysterical presentation of 
facts renders a unique pub-
li<* Rprvirp M

‘‘For the first time in the 
history of medical science, 
there is reason to hope for 
some solutions to the tragic 
riddle of cancer,” Miss Davis 
writes in an article which ac­
companies the chart; "In 
the past, although no one 
denied cancer’s gravity, few 
scientists studied it. . . . 8o 
profound is the subject that 
few had the courage to In­

vestigate it, and the fund* 
available to them were min 
iscule. Today money for re­
search on a grand scale i3 
being provided, and many 
investigators are at work.

“ Your chances of suffering 
from cancer are not increas­
ing. but the incidence of 
cancer is rising. This is be­
cause cancer is more likely 
in middle and later life, and 
as science lengthens our life 
span, more of us live to be 
cancer victims.

“ Cancer is not necessarily 
fatal. Cures do exist. Thou­
sands are cured each year. 
Nevertheless, one in every 
six who live into middle age 
is doomed to die of cancer.

“ For the first time the 
federal government has ap­
propriated adequate money. 
Last year it gave $14,000,- 
000 to the National Cancer 
Institute of the U. S. Public 
Health Service, staffed by 
as competent administrators 
and scientists as can be 
found. This year the Na­
tional Cancer Institute hus 
been given another $14,000.- 
000 plus authorization to 
make contracts amounting 
to $8,000,000 for construc­
tion of essential laboratories.

“Some of this money goes 
for education of the public 
and of the medical profes­
sion ; but the greater part is 
being spent for research. Re­
search and education are 
long-time undertakings, and 
we may regard these appro­
priations merely as down

Pfc. Black was wounded in a 
bombing raid Jan. 1, 1942, near 
the town of Orani, Luzon Island, 
as he was about to cross a bridge 
which the Japanese bombed. He 
died Jan. 6, 1942, in Military Hos­
pital at Limay, and was buried 
there. Later his body was moved 
to Military cemetery No. 2, In Ma­
nila.

His parents, Mr. and Mrs. C. M. 
Black, of Muleshoe, received the 
Purple Heart, awarded to him
posthumously.

Pfc. Black was born April 19, 
1920, in Perryton. The family 
moved here in 1933. After gradu­
ating from Muleshoe high school 
in 1939, the young man attended 
a business college in Clovis, where 
he was a member of the National 
Guard.

Besides his parents, he is sur­
vived by the following brothers 
and sister: B. H., A. W., L. R.. C. 
R., J. D. and Eugene Black, all of 
Muleshoe; Mrs. Alton Epting, 
Muleshoe; Mrs. Lawrence Perry, 
Ripley, Calif.; and Mrs. Edgar Ray­
mond, Corona, Calif.

The body arrived at Farwell a- 
bout 2 a. m. Thursday and was 
received by Muleshoe Funeral 
Home where the bodjf' remained 
until the hour of the funeral.

School was dismissed at 3 o- 
clock so that all might attend the 
services.

Farmers have tried various ways 
of preventing water from freezing 
in their p o u lt r y  houses in cold 
weather. Some simply drain the 
poultry line and go back to carry­
ing water during the winter. Others, 
who dislike carrying water even 
more in the winter than they do in 
the summer, appear to have devised 
satisfactory ways of keeping their 
pressure water systems working no 
matter what the thermometer reads.

Observe Golden Wedding Anniversary

Q. What is the name of this cut of 
meat?
A. This is a beef arm pot-roast.
Q. Where does the cut come from, 
and how is it identified?
A. The arm pot-roast Is cut from the 
chuck section of beef. It is identified 
by the small round arm bone which 
is located in the center of one end 
of the roast. The arm bone pot-roast 
also contains two or three rib ends. 
Another identifying mark is a small 
round muscle near the arm bone.
Q. How should this cut be prepared? 
A. The arm pot-roast Is cooked by 
braising, In other words by the use 
of a small amount of moisture and 
slow heat. When cooked by this meth­
od It is tender and flavorful. and com­
parable to the finest roast. Brown the 
pot-roast first In a small amount of 
fat in a heavy utensil such as a Dutch 
oven or a large frying-pan with a 
cover. When browned, add liquid— 
water, tomato Juice or other vegetable 
liquid; cover tightly and cook over 
low heat until tender, usually about 
3 to 4 hours. If desired, vegetables 
may be cooked with the pot-roast, 
adding them during the last few min­
utes of the cooking time lust long 
enough for them to Become tender by 
the time the meat Is done!

College Station.—Most of the 
stockmen know there hasn’t been 
much grass in the pastures and 
oh the range this year.

Wheat yields increased s e v e n  

bushels per acre when fertilizer 
applications aver­
aged from 150 to 
200 pounds per 
acre. Whe n  the 
plant food treat­
ment was boosted 
to 300 to 400 pounds 
,per acre, average 
production gains of 
nine and one - half 
bushels were ob­
tained.

Demonstrations 
with wheat started 
on various soil 
t y p e s  last fall 
showed somewhat 
similar results, ac­
cording to the Pur­
due research men. 
When 165 pound* 
of 0-12-12 was ap­
plied on six south­
ern Indiana upland 

soils, increases of five bushels per 
aere resulted. When the applica­
tion was doubled, yield increases 
averaged seven bushels per acre.

“Applications of 300 to 330 pounds 
of S-12-12 are being recommended 
for wheat on practically all upland 
silt or clay loam soils and for 
aandy loams,” aays a statement 
by the Purdue agronomy depart* 
ment. “If the 3-12-12 cannot be 
obtained, then 2-12-4 is a good aub- 
stitute for the wheat crop itself. 
Tba additional potash in the 3-11-12, 
however, la especially important 
for the clover and corn crop* fob 
lowing the email grain.”

Farmers and stockmen will no­
tice better and bigger gains on 
their livestock if they keep the 
lice, ticks and mites away, espec­
ially during the winter months, 
says King.

Farming in Cotton Belt
Nearly a million tractors today 

are in' Action on farms in the 18 
cotton • producing states, saving 
time and labor in nearly every 
phase of cotton production. The 
invasion of machinery into the 
South's white cotton fields is elim­
inating the back-breaking task of 
producing the cotton crop.

Man's mechanical helpers achieve 
In a few hours what formerly took 
days of costly human labor. For 
example, the flame cultivator, at­
tached to a tractor, removes grass 
and weeds from the field at one- 
tenth the former cost.

An experiment in the coastal 
plains area of N o r t h  C a r o l i n a  
showed that while 118 man hours 
are required to produce an acre of 
cotton by the old man-mule meth­
ods, use of two-row tractor equip­
ment, mechanical choppers, flame 
cultivators and machine pickers 
cuts the man-hour requirements to 
19.7 per acre.

Machines capable of harvesting 
a bale of cotton in slightly more 
than an hour are now a reality 
i n a t ea d of a remote possibility.
While the a v e r a g e  hand-picker 
gathers about IS pounds of seed 
cotton an hour, a single mechanical 
picker In the same field harvests 
about 1,500 pounds In 2 hours, 20 
minutea. Thus, the mechanical 
harvester accomplishes the work 
of 40 to 30 human pickers.

awful lot o f money to do so, says 
C. A. A. King, associate extension 
entomologist of Texas A. and M. 
College.

Cattle that are free of parasites 
have a better appearance, are 
healthier, more productive cattle, 
than those that have to keep 
switching flics off, or rubbing ag­
ainst the fence post to scratch the 
ticks. Cattle lice and four kinds of 
ticks are the parasites that bother 
cattle most in winter time.

Cattle are bothered by lice more 
in the winter and early spring 
when the hair is long, so the best 
time to treat cattle for lice is the 
fall of the year. Both rotenone ( 
and DDT are good for the control 
of lousy cattle. If you use roten­
one, two treatments two weeks 
apart will give good lice control. 
Here's the recipe: one pound of 5 
per cent rotenone and 10 pounds 
of wettable sulphur for each 100 
gallons of water. Or you can use 
50 per cent DDT wettable powder 
to each 100 gallons of water.

Four ticks common to Texas 
cattle are the Lone Star tick, the 
spinose ear tick, the Gulf Coast 
ear tick, and the winter tickl All 
are blood suckers and cause the 
cattle to lose weight if there are 
enough ticks.

The Lone Star tick can be con­
trolled by dipping every two 
weeks, beginning when the first 
ticks are found and stopping 
when they are gone. Eight pounds ! 
of 50 percent wettable DDT in 
100 gallons of water used as a 
spray or dip is recommended for 
tick control. The spinose ear tick 
is a common cattle parasite 
throughout most of Texas, and can 
be controlled by treating the ears 
of livestock with Stock 1029, us­
ing a small paint brush. Also it’s 
important to treat all salt, min­
eral and feed troughs with equal

You can keep peacnes or other 
light colored fruits from turning 
dark when preparing them for 
canning by dropping the peeled 
fruit into a salt and vinegar water 
solution. The proportions are two 
tablespoons of vinegar and two 
tablespoons of salt to each gallon 
of water used.

If you have trouble with the 
fruit product rising to the top 
when you’re canning, there’s a 
reason ‘ for it. Fruit may float be­
cause the pack is too loose or the 
syrup is too heavy. Another reas­
on mjxy be that all the air in the 
fruit tissues may not have been 
cooked out.

Internal Parasites Loot 
Fanners of Huge Toll

Few criminals ever dream of 
committing a 125 million dollar rob­
bery. But that's the amount In­
ternal parasites steal from the U. S. 
livestock industry every year. Be­
cause the parasites are hidden, the 
farmer never will see the thieves at 
work. However, they keep right 
on causing losses day and night.

Parasites cause diseased animals 
and poultry to eat more grain and 
other feeds than healthy stock eat. 
They stunt the growth of young 
animals and sometimes kill them. 
Affected animals generally bring 
l o w e r  p r i c e s  when shipped to 
market.

Internal parasites can be con­
trolled. Phenothiazine. carbon tet­
rachloride. hexachlorethane, sodium 
fluoride and carbon- disulfide are 
used to fight certain types of para­
sites. The advice of a local veteri­
narian should be secured to de­
termine the proper method of 
treatment.

Spoilage of Stored Grain 
Hinges on Bin's Condition

Grain can b® stored almost In­
definitely with littl® deterioration in 
farm-type bin* — thoae that hold 
1,000 to 1,000 bushels—if the bins 
are kept dry. cool, clean and free 
of Insects, according to the USDA. 
For control of insect Infestation, 
«»huf reliance must be placed on 
fumigation. Shelled corn has been 
stored for severel years with a loss 
at less than 1 per cent, according 
to official reports.

The Gulf Coast ear u c k s  are 
found in a 100 mile area from the 
coastline along the Gulf of Mexi­
co. A good treatment inside the 
ear and out with Stock 1037 kills 
any ticks present and holds them 
off from three to six weeks.

Good Management Basis

Keep an inventory of the soil’s 
fertility, the same as of buildings, 
livestock and equipment, advises 
Middle West Soil Improvement 
committee.

Nearly any farmer knows how 
many dairy cows, beef cattle, hogs 
and sheep he has. He also keeps 
a record of his seed, feed, build­
ings, machinery and fences.

Few farmers, however, have an

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the soil. Yet a farmer’a earning 
power depends largely on whether 
his soil’s fertility level la high or 
low.

On thousands of farms a soli 
fertility Inventory would show seri­
ous shortages. Overcropping has 
used up nitrogen, phosphate and 
potash. The organic matter supply 
is scraping the bottom of the barrel. 
Soil structure has been damaged. 
Drainage Is poor and air circula­
tion Is shut off. Crop output Is low.

Restocking the “ shelves”  of the 
soil warehouse involves several es­
sential steps. Plant food is impor­
tant. But other things also are 
needed, particularly organic matter 
and good soil structure.
'  The soil Inventory can be im­
proved faster and at lower cost li 
“ leaks” are halted by conservation 
measures that will slow down run­
off and save topsoil and plant foods. 
Among such measures are contour | 
cultivation, strip cropping and ter­
racing where needed.

Soil Fumigation Needed 
In Sugar Beet Culture
