The Muleshoe Gin was so 
damaged by fire last Saturday 
that it will do no more ginning 
this season, the management 
announced.
The fire was discovered by em­

ployees during the noon hour and 
only efficient work by the Mule­
shoe fire department prevented 
the total destruction of gin and 
plant. The building still stands, 
but the owners said it was ruined 
on the inside. Smoke poured from 
every part of the building, and 
the owners expressed wonder that 
the firemen were able to exting­
uish the blaze, at all.

Earl Kronter, of Amarillo, one of 
the owners, said he was unable 
to estimate the amount of the 
loss, because some machinery that 
appears in good shape may be 
ruined by the heat Rnd other ma­
chinery that seems ruined may 
be capable of repair.

Boots Bryant, manager, was at 
lunch when the fire alarm sound­
ed but quickly got to the scene.

The company had placed about 
$6,000 worth of new gin machin­
ery in the plant last summer, and 
repaired machinery and equipment 
not replaced. The gin has had a 
good season considering the short 
crop, and was ginning at the time 
of the fire. The bale being ginned 
was lost and a bale that was in 
the press was scorched.

Origin of the fire was not easily 
determined, but it was certain 
that the blaze began on the in­
side. Even the electric motor was 
said by firemen to have been 
badly damaged, however rubber 
bells leading from the motor were 
undamaged.

Disposal Plant, 
Storage Badly 
Needed Here

Members of the city commission this week revealed 
that a large amount of the $205,000 in new bonds they 
have asked for and which will be voted upon Friday, De­
cember 3, will go to provide a modern sewage disposal 
plant, and to erect another water tower in Muleshoe.

Both are ’’must items in the city of Muleshoe's future 
program; the people in the long run have little choice in 
this matter. They will be provided sooner or later.

Muleshoe's population increase has made additional 
above ground storage space a Required improvement. The 
state fire insurance commission has made this ruling, and 
unless it is provided the citizens of Muleshoe will pay addi­
tional fire insurance premiums.

A  city of the size of Muleshoe needs above ground wa­
ter storage of 250,000 gallons the commission says; we now 
have one above ground reservoir with a capacity of 50,000 
gallons. An underground storage was built a year ago, but 
water has to be pumped from this reservoir and should a 
situation develop that would disrupt electric service, this 
source of water would be useless.

Disposed Plant Required
Members of the city commission said that Muleshoe 

has gone along without a sewage disposal plant abouf~ as 
long as possible. At present the sewage accumulates at a 
low place in the draw, then is pumped to the site of the 
old dump ground. But the pumps have been there for years 
and are on their last legs. Besides that, the present dispos­
al method is unsanitary and a danger to health.

It is proposed to mstall a one-unit Imhof disposal 
plant, such as is widely used by the cities. This plant dis­
poses of all impuritres and eliminates odors as well as dan­
ger of contamination.

These two major improvements will use a large part 
of the proposed bond issue. The remainder will be used te
run sewer and water lines to newer parts of town where 
these conveniences are not now available, and to make re­
pairs and improvements where needed.

There is a considerable section of town, beginning at 
the western edge of Hospital addition and continuing a- 
round the southwestern perimeter to the Clovis highway 
where sewer and waier facilities are not available, although 
a number of new homes have been built there.

About half of the new bonds would be water and sewer 
revenue bonds; the other part would be tax obligation 
bonds. Details of these bonds, rate of interest, their dura- 

yt.on, etc are contained in the election order carried in 
tn.s week s Journal.

Members of the city commission invite the citizens 
to confer with them in regard to this proposal, which they 
think is in the interest of the people as a whole. *

Teacher Sponsored Legislation Is To 
Be Discussed At Their Annual Meeting

AUSTIN, Nov. 23. — Legislation 
the 40,000-member Texas State 
Teachers Association will sponsor 
for improvement of the state edu­
cational system will be determin­
ed at its seventeenth annual con­
vention in Dallas Nov. 25, 26, 27.

A record number of more than 
15,000 teachers are expected to 
attend the three general sessions 
and the more than seventy sec­
tional meetings and other special 
sessions arranged.

Educators agree that the main 
requirements to improve the 
public school of Texas are more 
qualified teachers and better 
school buildings and equipment. 
Miss Emma Mae Brotse of Mar­
shall, president of the Associa­
tion, pointed out here today.
To attract more persons into the 

teaching profession, the associa­
tion is expected to ask the legis­
lature to increase the minimum 
annual salary for teachers with 
bachelors degrees to. $2,400. The 
minimum is now $2,000. Texas 
this year is short several thousand 
qualified teachers.

Teachers also receive incre­
ments for their years experience 
and additional degrees. An in­

crease for these is also expected 
to be asked.

The convention will consider 
means of more equitable distribu­
tion of state funds to the districts, 
possible by extending the provis­
ions of the equalization law. Un­
der it, schools in less prosperous 
sections, up to those having few­
er than 1,500 pupils are now giv­
en funds in addition to the per 
capita apportionment.

The teachers are also expected 
to vote favorably upon a propos­
al to enact a uniform contract 
law. The general sentiment at 
present is in favor of such a meas­
ure under which school districts 
must hire teachers for a specific 
number of years, the number in­
creasing with the second and third 
contracts under which the teacher 
serves.

A mandatory, cumilative sick 
leave law is also scheduled for 
consideration.

The convention will hear reports 
on the recommendations of the 
Gilmer-Aiken committee. It was 
seated by the last legislature, 
ordered to study the needs of the 
Texas schools and make recom­
mendations to the next legislature,

which meet* Id January.
Legislative matter* amd var­

ious report* will he placed be­
fore the general convention, the 
associations 350-member house 
of delegates and the executive 
committee.
The convention, in its three 

general sessions, will hear a num­
ber of nationally-known educa­
tional authorities. They include 
Dr. Frank P. Graham, president of 
the University of North Carolina 
and a pioneer in atomic research; 
Dr. Williard E. Goslin, Pasadena, 
Calif., president of the American 
Association of School Administra­
tors; Bruce Findlay, assistant su­
perintendent of the Los Angeles, 
Calif., school system, and Lew 
Parmenter of the National School 
Service Institute, Chicago.

More than 150 leading educa­
tors and laymen will participate 
on the program of seventy-six sec­
tional meetings, breakfasts, lunch­
eons and dinners.

Slated to succeed Miss Brotze as 
president of the association is Joe 
C. Humphrey, principal of the Abi­
lene High School and a former 
state representative. Miss Waurine 
Walker of Waco, president of the

Texas Classroom Teachers Asso­
ciation, is expected to be elected 
first vice-president. Niether is op­
posed.
