Farmers of the United States 
failed to heed the request of the 
Department of Agriculture that 
they reduce their 1949 winter 
wheat acreage by 8 per cent under 
that of 1948.

Instead, they planted 61,370,000 
acres, an increase of more than 5 1 
per cent over last year’s record 
58,161,000 acres. The estimated 
acreage is one-fourth greater than 
the 10-year average of 47.684,000 
acres.

On the basis of these figures, 
and conditions as oi December 
1, the Department ol Agriculture 
starts the new wheat crop at 
964.808.000 bushels, compored 
with 990.098.000 bushels in 1948. 
and 1.068.048.000 bushels in 1947.
A breakdown o» the govern­

ment's statistics credits 44.435.000 
acres, or 70 per cent of the 1949 
total, to  Santa Fe te rrito ry  This 
roughly is a gain o f abou t 3,000,000 
acres over plantings for either last 
year or the year before.

Using the same determination, 
1949 production in Santa Fe states 
is first estimated at 611,593,000 
bushels, leaving to the elements 
the question of whether the crop 
will equal last year's amazing out­
come of 621,994,000 bushels, or ap­
proach th e  to p  m ark  <<f 739,928,000 
bushels set in 1947.

Because of the tremendous 
acreage, however, a favorable 
growing season could establish

Governor Jester is expected to 
present the water problem to the 
Legislature soon after it convenes, 
for necessary refurbishing of the 
state’s law’s to cope with the sit­
uation.

One measure ready for presen­
tation is the recodification of sur­
face water laws, drawn by the 
Texas Water Conservation Asso­
ciation's water laws committee, 
headed by E. W. Easterling, Beau­
mont.
Code For Drilling

Another measure being readied 
for submission is a code to gov­
ern the drilling of wells and use 
o f ground waters in the state, bas­
ed on a local option or district 
plan of control. The bill, approv­
ed by the TWCA committee, was 
written by Arthur P, Duggan Jr. 
o f Littlefield, attorney for the 
High Plains Water Use and Con­
servation Association, a group 
which heretofore has successfully 
opposed ground water control 
measures based on the state ap­
propriation theory. The High

Plains group regards Duggan's bill 
as a victory for its cause.

Governor Jester began last 
spring a series of water conserva­
tion conferences of farmers, busi­
ness men and engineers, outlining 
in detailed discussions the water 
problems of West, North, East. 
Central and South Texas and con­
cluding with an industrial water 
supply conference in Houston. Pub­
licity and public sentiment result­
ing from these meetings can be 
expected to carry weight with the 
Legislature in considering action 
on water control laws.
Reservoirs Completed

Water supply reservoirs were 
completed in 1948 near Brecken- 
ridge, on Gonzales Creek; Cole­
man, on Hord's Creek; Wichita 
Falls, on the Little Wichita to form 
Lake Kickapoo; and by Ballinger 
on a creek near that West Texas 
city.

Construction is under vay  on 
a new reservoir on Morgan Creek, 
to supply Colorado City, and on 
another on Mercer’s Creek, near 
Comanche.

Work is well started on such 
Army Engineers projects as the big 
Benbrook Dam on the Trinity’s 
Clear Fork, near Fort Worth; Whit 
ney Dam on the Brazos, near Hills­

The Army Engineers may ask 

Congress in 1949 for authorization 
to proceed with building another 
dam on the upper Leon River, at 
the Proctor sile between Comanche 
and Dublin. Amarillo has asked 
them to reopen the study of a re­
servoir site on the South Canadian 
River in the Texas Panhandle, in 
the light of recent interest by Lub­
bock and other communities of the 
High Plains in obtaining surface 
water.
More Dams Approved

Directors of the Brazos River 
Conservation and Reclamation Dis­
trict have approved plans for ad­
ditional dams below Possum King­
dom Lake at such sites as Turkey 
Creek. Inspiration Point, Cordova 
Bend and a fourth, down-stream, 
yet to be determined. If proper 
financing plans materialize, con­
struction may get under way in 
1949 on one or mote of these pow­
er generating and water supply 
reservoirs.

Sweetwater has voted $2,500,000 
to build a reservoir on Oak Creek, 
in northeastern Coke County. Stam 
ford, Jacksboro, Childress and Ver­
non are considering similar meas­
ures, and three West Texas cities

Big Spring, Midland and Odessa
are collaborating in the Colorado 

River Municipal Water Association 
with studies to determine whether 
to construct a reservoir 30 miles 
upstream from Colorado City and 
build a 100-mile pipe line to res­
cue them from hard water and the 
repetitious nuisance of drilling 
more and more wells.

Texas' long controversy with 
New Mexico over division of the 
waters of the Pecos River ended 
Dec. 3 in Austin with the signing 
of a compact, which awaits ratifi­
cation by legislatures of the two 
states and by Congress.

Artistry In Glass

ST. LOUIS — The hooded gent 

above is using a new twist in the 
ancient art of decorating glass at 
Pittsburgh Plate’s Studio of Crea­
tive Design here. While decorative 
glass is one of man’s oldest means 
of beautifying buildings, experi­
ments are still being carried on to 
improve techniques. Here at the 
studio the processes of design are 
carried through from creation to 
execution in plate glass. As demon­
strated above, designs are etched 
into the glass by sandblasting 
through a stencil which leaves 
only the design bare. After sand­
blasting the glass may be beauti­
fully tinted or gilded, or left plain 
to suit the individual taste. The 
hood protects the operator’s face 
and eyes from flying sand and

fflass, and also prevents him from 
nhaling the tiny particles. A sepa­

rate oxygen supply reaches him 
through ths small hose at the rear.

WAR OF

WORLD WAR I WORLD

When the wholesale price index 

of the Bureau of Labor Statistics 
passed the previous all-time peak 
reached in 1920, the question in­
evitably arose as to whether pric­
es could maintain this high level. 
Since economic forecasts have 
tended to be highly inaccurate, it 
is perhaps better merely to refer 
to the past record and let it sup­
ply the forecast. The above chart 
shows that every major war in 
which the United States has en­
gaged has been accompanied by 
an inflationary rise in prices. And 
every wartime inflationary rise in 
prices has been followed by a 
sharp decline.

Wars cause inflation because 
they are financed by government 
borrowing in one form or another. 
It is generally true that taxes are 
increased, but a substantial por­
tion of war expenditures have al­
ways been financed by the expan­
sion of credit. New purchasing 
power is thus put into the hands 
of consumers at a time when the 
government demands for muni­
tions prevent a corresponding in­
crease in the supply of goods a- 
vailable for consumers to buy. The 
result of this situation in inevit­
ably a rise in the prices of avail­
able goods. During World War II 
the rise was held in check by-

price control supplemented by ra­
tioning, but with the end of price 
control at the end of the war, the 
inflationary factors were free to 
push prices upward.

The end of the rise in prices 
after past w^rs has followed the 
same pattern: rising prices have 
tended to absorb some of the ex­
cess purchasing power, and at the 
same time the production of con­
sumer goods increased with the 
ending of the demand for muni­
tions. By 1920, following World 
War I, the supply of goods hud 
caught up with demand, and it 
was suddenly discovered that 
there was a surplus of all kinds 
of commodities. Farm products 
were the first to feel the effects 
of. these factors, but other com­
modities followed. The index of 
wholesale commodity prices drop­
ped from 165.8 in August 1920 to 
93.5 in August 1921. Similar drops 
occurred after the Civil War, the 
War of 1812, and the Revolution­
ary War. It is always dangerous 
to base a forecast on the assump­
tion that history will repeat, hut 
with the pattern so definitely es­
tablished it would he foolish not 
to watch carefully for a repetition 
of the pattern of four previous 
wars. Many details of the present 
situation are different from past 
wars, but the basic factors are the 
same.

In planning an investment pro­

gram, the trend of the price level 
is an important factor. The logical 
time to buy property or invest in 
ownership equities, such as com­
mon stock, is when the trend of 
the price level is upward. As prices 
rise the value of the property will 
increase. When prices aare falling 
the value of common stocks and 
property tends to decline, but the 
purchasing power of money invest­
ed in bonds increases as the price 
level drops. If a $75 savings bond 
was held for 10 years during which 
the price level fell 50%, the $100 
received by the owner of the bond 
would buy as much as $200 would 
have bought 10 years earlier. Not 
only does the bond holder receive 
interest on his investment, but 
the purchasing power of the in­
vestment increases in the same 
proportion as the price level de­
clines. Since it is important that 
the bonds be absolutely safe to 
avoid loss from business failures 
in periods of falling prices, United 
States Savings Bonds are ideally 
suited as a hedge against defla­
tion. •

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Diabetes Takes 
Lives Of Many

AUSTIN, Jan 3. Despite the fact 
that modern medicine makes it 
possible for the diabetic to live 
out a normal life span in compara­
tive comfort, Dr. Geo. W. Cox. 
State Health Officer, says that 
diabetes continues to take the 
lives of hundreds of Texans every 
year.

“ The death rate from communi­
cable diseases such ns typhoid, 
malaria, diphtheria and smallpox 
Bre decreasing throughout the 
country,” Dr. Cox said, “ but dia­
betes continues to bring about a 
tragic number of deaths each year, 
especially in the middle-aged 
poup.”

The State Health Officer said 
lhat until recent years diabetes 
was not noted as a major health 
problem, but it became acknow­
ledged as such when the develop­
ment of medical laboratory proce­
dures made the disease more eas­
ily diagnosed.

Diabetes is generally recognized 
as a class disease, since it seems 
to attack the “ white collar" class 
o f indoor men and women much 
more frequently than it does the 
outdoor person whose work is

more vigorous and calls for more 
exercise. Vocational and economi­
cal conditions apparently are pre­
disposing factors in the incidence 
of the disease, since it is a fact 
that those persons whose occupa­
tions vail tor manual labor and 
simple living are not frequently 
affected.

Dr. Cox recommended simple, 
wholesome dipts, sufficient sleep 
and exercise and other general 
health protections as being bene­
ficial in preventing diabetes, and 
stressed the importance of annual 
physical examinations so that if 
the disease is present, competent 
treatment can be instituted at 
the earliest possible moment.

Vitamin D Will Prevent 
Development oi Rickets

Like the old fallacy about locking 
the stable after the horse is stolen, 
treating calves for rickets after they 
have them is not the tame as pre­
venting the disease.

A nutritional disease, rickets are 
caused by a deficiency of vitamin D 
in the diet. The animal is unable to 
store sufficient mineral in the bones, 
which thus become soft. The bones 
bend under the weight of the ani­
mal, causing bowed legs, knock 
knees, roachcd back, low loin, 
drooped tail head and depression 
behind the withers. Once these de­
formities occur, they cannot be cor­
rected.

Hay Prod Thermometer 
Permits Constant Check

To reduce danger of a barn fire 
from spontaneous ignition of hay, 
Fred Roth, farm safety specialist at 
Michigan State college, advises con­
struction of a simple hay prod ther­
mometer.

When hay is stored with more 
than 20 per cent moisture content, 
danger of heating in the mow is 
present unless a mow drier is being 
used. Even small amounts of damp 
hay, if concentrated in one spot, mav 
cause heating in a limited area.

An inexpensive hay prod thermo­
meter consists of 10 feet of one-ha’.f 
inch electrical conduit with an oak 
or ash point on one end to permit 
driving into the hay. Six one-quar­
ter inch holes should be punched in 
the conduit above the point A dairy 
thermometer on a atring then Is put 
Into the conduit. A  rubber pad at 
the bottom of the tube will keep 
the thermometer from breaking.

Fresh Paint Will Cause 
Lead Poisoning irf Cattle

Painting time on the farm may 
mean lead poisoning time if cattle 
get near freshly painted buildings, 
Vnivenity of Illinois veterinarians 
point out Paint Is by far the most 
common source of lead poisoning in 
cattle.
