Tourism program; happy trails to Muleshoe

Muleshoe’s most famous
tourist attraction very well
could be the Mule Memorial,
locally known as “Ol Pete.”
Some could argue that it's
the National Wildlife Ref-
‘uge. One could contest by
saying the ever-growing
Heritage Center is gaining
more popularity than any-
thing in this area.

Well, someone out there
agrees that all of these
things plus a few more sites
in this region are well worth
the attraction.

Muleshoe is no Route
66, but it has the potential

to become a great place for
tourists to get their kicks.

A tourist program funded
through the Texas Historical
Commission (THC) will be
conducting site evaluations
throughout the Panhandle
and West Texas, it's new re-
gion, over the next few
months. The Texas Plains
Trails Region held a board
meeting April 15 at the Heri-
tage Center's Depot to dis-
cuss this topic.

Amber Nunez, Heritage
Tourism program specialist,
said the purpose of the pro-
gram is “tourism develop-
ment” as well as to help the
THC identify historical heri-
tage resources in the area.

Nunez said the sites will

be randomly chosen to
evaluate and certain ones
will be highlighted in a bro-
chure. “These are sites that
outside people would stop
at,” she said. “Someone
who is passing through the
town or on a trip to visit his-
torical sites.”

She, along with a group
of site evaluators consisting
of an architect, a museum
specialist and tourist mar-
keters, will tour the Bailey
County area in July.

The team of evaluators
will assess each site and
make recommendations as
to what can be improved
upon.

“We're trying to experi'—
ence what a tourist would

experience,” said Nunez.

The findings will be given
in a report to the operators
of the sites with their sug-
gestions. “ The report will
offer professional recom-
mendations and valuable
resources for the develop-
ment and improvement of
the site.”

She said this will help
make the site ready for tour-
ism and help the community
better prepare the site for
tourists.

The expected dates are
July 19-23 to evaluate the
Muleshoe area. Nunez said
this is a tentative schedule

because a regional director

“Productivity apraisal”
may lower the property
taxes on your farm,

ranch or timber land!

Texas law allows farmers, ranchers and timber growers to
pay property taxes based upon the “production value” of
their land rather than on market value. This “productivity
appraisal” means qualified land is taxed based on its ability
to produce crops, livestock or timber—not on its value on the
real estate market. And it can mean substantial property tax
savings.

“When is the application deadline?

If your land has never had a productivity appraisal or you are
a new owner, you must apply to your local appraisal district
by April 30 to take advantage of this benefit on your 2004
property taxes. You may get up to 60 extra days if you have a
good reason and ask for it by April 30. If you miss this dead-
line, you may still be able to apply, but you will pay a penalty.
Check with your appraisal district office.

Do you need to reapply annually?

If your land already receives agricultural or timber produc-
tivity appraisal, you normally don’t need to reapply unless
the chief appraiser requires you to do so. If a new application
is required, the appraisal district will notify you by mail.

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Housing survey being conducted in Muleshoe

A housing marketing sur-
vey is being done in Mule-
shoe according to City Man-
ager David Brunson.

The survey, conducted
by Ed Epser of Itser and As-
sociates out of Ft. Worth, will
assess the need for Farm
Labor Housing, moderate-
income housing and afford-

able housing projects.

“We believe there is a
need for these housing
projects,” said Brunson.

Brunson also said this
information will be useful to
contractors that are cur-
rently looking to develop in
Muleshoe.

He said one of the areas
contractors are looking at is
located on Hwy. 70 where
the old airport used to be.
“This survey will help these

ey —————w

contractors develop a mar-
keting/business plan and
provide a tool to help them
move forward with such a
project.”

The population rising due
to new dairies moving into
the area and the construc-
tion of the new jail will prob-
ably bring new people to the
community and a need for
extra rental properties, ac-
cording to the City Manager.

Itser and Associates will

talk to local landlords, hous-
ing officials and members of
the community over the next
few weeks to record neces-
sary information on the in-
terest of housing projects in
the area. The survey will
also look into future growth
of the area.

The City is currently look-
ing into several programs to
develop Muleshoe. The pro-
gram is available to commu-
nities that show a need for

such housing units such as
multi-unit and single-family
units, according to Brunson.

“In order to show that
need,” he said, “surveys are
conducted. It will also help
the city access other gov-
ernment funded programs.”

One such program is
called HOME. Brunson said
the purpose of the HOME
program is to provide grant

Blackwater SWCD celebrates Stewardshlp_. Week

Blackwater Valley Soil
and Water Conservation
District (Blackwater SWCD)
is joining other conservation
districts in celebrating Soil
and Water Stewardship
Week April 25- May 2.

The windbreak, which will
serve for esthetic/wildlife
purposes, consists of lilac
and nanking cherry shrubs
and can be seen in its in-
fancy off of American Bou-
levard. Along with the
shrubs the SWCD donated
drip irrigation supplies and
weed barrier fabric. Natu-
ral Resources Conservation
Service NRCS provided the
technical assistance.

The drip will provide effi-
cient watering and the weed
barrier fabric will prevent
weedy competition and help
retain moisture around the
shrubs.

Our conserva-
tion district works to protect
healthy soils that in turn sup-
port a healthy environment,
and healthy environments
support healthy life,” he
added.

Modern farmers and
ranchers who practice soil
conservation are doing their
part to keep the living soil
alive. Lessons from the
past, such as the cata-
strophic “Dust Bowl" of the
1930s, have shown what
can happen when the top-
soil is not protected from
wind and water erosion.

One cup of
fertile soil may contain as
any bacteria as there are
people on Earth. In one
acre, an area about the size
of a football field, there may
be a ton or more of micro-
scopic bacteria.

The local district has sug-
gested three things each of
us can do in our own back-
yards to be better stewards
of our soil resources: Pro-
tect the soil from wind or wa-
ter erosion by keeping
healthy plants growing on
the surface; Restore and
maintain organic matter in
the soil, such as grass clip-

.pings or tree leaves (com-

post); Protect soil life by us-
ing the least amounts and
least toxic materials to con-
trol pest problems.

COLLEGE STATION —
The following specific live-
stock, crop and weather
conditions were reported by
district Extension directors:

PANHANDLE: soil mois-
ture adequate. Early week
overnight temperatures
were below freezing.

Planting and land
preparation was delayed by
rain and snow but was ac-
tive again by the week’s
end. Wheat continues to
make excellent growth.
Freezing temperatures
early in the week likely
caused some damage.
Corn planting is making
good progress. Rangeland
green-up continues. Cattle
are rated in fair condition.
SOUTH PLAINS: soil
moisture adequate. Some

vegetation was nipped by a
light frost. Most of the wheat
was planted late and not
damaged. Producers were
able to.get back into fields
after the soil dried. Corn
planting should begin next
week. Wheat is in fair to
good condition. Peanut
planting should begin soon.
Ranges and pastures are in
fair condition. Cattle should
continue to improve as
supplemental feeding con-
tinues.

FAR WEST TEXAS: soil
moisture very short to ad-
equate. The area is having
moderate to warm tempera-
tures, with cooler evenings
due to moisture. Cotton and
winter wheat conditions are
rated fair to good.

Cattlemen’s Capitol Concerns

Unwarranted, Unscien-
tific BSE Testing: Members
of the National Cattlemen'’s
Beef Association have
spent a lifetime working to
produce the safest beef in
the world for U.S. consum-
ers. For decades, U.S.
cattle producers and the
USDA have led prevention
and surveillance programs
for BSE with the utmost
dedication. The question of
using 100 percent testing as
a private company's mar-
keting tool continues to dis-
rupt governiment-to-govern-
ment discussions on restor-

- ing trade for U.S. beef, and

imposes economic stress
on all U.S. cattle producers.
All cattle producers are
suffering loss from closed
export markets, but we can-
not solve this by errone-
ously caving to unscientific
trade barriers. Testing of all
cattle is not scientifically jus-
tified and the U.S. cannot
compromise the science
that serves as the basis for
food safety and global trade
of safe food. The world's
leading experts in animal

health and risk analysis
have agreed that testing all
cattle does not provide ad-
ditional protection for con-
sumers.

Animal ID: NCBA staff
continued to meet with Con-
gressional staff members on
the issue of Animal Identifi-
cation this week. Also this
week, NCBA attended a
press event where Agricul-
ture Department Chief
Economist Keith Collins ad-
dressed questions about a
voluntary Animal ID system.
Collins was quoted as say-
ing the USDA will implement
a voluntary system of na-
tional animal identification
this summer. According to
press reports, Collins said
the USDA estimates the pro-
gram will cost $550 million
over five years. Collins
noted that there would be
various ways for producers
to provide identification infor-
mation to the government,
from a paper documentto a
scanning device. He also
addressed concerns about

Legislature began spe-
cial session April 20

This week Texas Gover-
nor Rick Perry confirmed
what most people had al-
ready penciled in their April
calendars the start of an-
other special session of the
Texas Legislature. It will be
the fourth special session
called by the governor since
the end of the 2003 legisla-
tive session.

The 30-day session be-
gan April 20. It focused on
the issue of school finance.
Perry is calling on members
of the Texas Legislature to
get to work and develop a
plan to reform the current
education funding system.

Agriculture groups have
expressed lots of mixed
feelings about the funding
concepts that the Governor
and others have put forth to
date. Tempering enthusi-
asm for a significant prop-
erty tax decrease is the po-
tential for adverse impacts
to important agriculture pro-
grams and tax benefits.

The Texas Department of
Transportation has now
made available a special
cotton boll license plate for
anyone who wants to iden-
tify their participation in the
cotton industry.

Perry proposes prop-
erty tax cap

Agricultural sales tax ex-
emptions on goods and ser-
vices, as well as state fran-
chise taxes on businesses,
could be at the top of the
reform list as the Legislature
attempts to develop a new
system.

Perry's plan, which he
put forth as a starting point
for the debate, suggests sig-
nificant changes in property
taxes, introduces additional
“sin” taxes on items like
cigarettes, and closes loop-
holes in franchise and auto
sales tax rules.

Perry proposes capping
the maximum residential
property tax rate at $1.25
per $100 of valuation and
limiting the amount that a
property’s appraised value
could be increased from
year to year to 3 percent.

Business owners would
see business property tax
rates capped at $1.40 per
$100 of valuation with all
business property taxes col-
lected and held by the state.

Perry also proposes a
constitutionally based dedi-
cation of future surplus state
revenues so that residential
and business property own-
ers receive proportional re-
ductions in property tax
rates until both reach a mini-
mum of 75 cents per $100
of valuation.

Agriculture groups are
expected to be highly visible
during the special session.
Their goal will be to reiter-
ate the importance of the
agriculture industry to the
state's economy and to en-
courage the continuation of
important programs benefi-
cial to agriculture.

With no clear idea of
what direction the Legisla-
ture will jump in the reform
effort, a constant watch will

Protect our
children

Dear Editor,
All the articles and let-

ters regarding chiid abuse
this month in your paper
have been wonderful. | be-
lieve, as may others, that
citizens need to be aware
of the statistics of abuse.

Although we all know it
exists, it is frightening to
see the numbers in black
and white.

My husband and | are
foster parents and person-
ally see the outcomes of
the abuse these children
are put through.

Many don't realize that
for many children these
events will forever effect
their lives. They struggle
wondering why— and why
wasn't someone there to
save them? Children
should never have to fight
for survival, but everyday,
they do.

In 2002, an estimated
2.6 million referrals con-
cerning the welfare of ap-
proximately 4.5 million chil-
dren were made to CPS
agencies through the
United States.

Of those, approximately
two-thirds (1.8 million) were
accepted for investigation.
One-thousand-four-hun-
dred children died due to
abuse or neglect; three-
quarters of those were
younger than four years of
age.

As you've read in Mrs.
Sowder’s letter (Muleshoe
Journal, April 22) she noted
203 deaths in Texas in
2002. With 1,400 nation-
wide, it seems that Texas
is leading in the death of
children due to abuse.
Sadly, we all know of the’
case of Jesus Haro who
was abused right here and
died as a result of that
abuse. He is one of those
203.

What many don’t know
is that also another child
known to Muleshoe was
brutally murdered. He had
tiny little hands and beauti-
ful smile. | talked to his lo-
cal foster parent, this was
a child she wanted to adopt
but he was released back
to a relative. A short time
later he died in Lubbock as
aresult of abuse.

Since becoming a foster
parent, my husband and |
have been lucky enough for
God to allow us to love and
care for 17 beautiful chil-
dren with our own statistics.
Only one set of perpetra-

tors were charged with any
crime; both only received
probation through a plea
bargain.

While CPS, Law En-
forcement, and CASA are
wonderful allies for these
children, we must be cer-
tain DA’'s are prosecuting
these cases.

It is difficult to explain to
a child that he will get in
trouble for hitting when he
knows he was abused and
nothing happened to his
perpetrators. Itis hard to tell
them it is not their fault
when they see no one be-
ing punished.

We are sending a terri-
fying message to these
children.

| ask each of you to ad-
vocate for these children.
See that their perpetrators
are held accountable for
their actions.

| ask that you pray for
these children daily. | ask
that we honor child advo-
cates in our area who
through God’s hands, are
making a difference in my
children’s and other needy
children’s lives— I'm cer-
tain there are many, and |
only wish | could thank
each of them.

| would like to share a
poem that deeply effected
me when | read it the first
time and still does. It is a
pledge that we all should
make:

‘A pledge of responsibil-
ity to children”

for children who sneak
popsicles before supper,
who erase holes in math
workbooks, and who never
find their shoes.

Nutrition Labeling Policy:
Members of NCBA's nutri-
tion team were in Washing-
ton D.C. this week for meet-
ings with industry to prepare
for the final rule on nutrition
labeling for meat. The Food
and Drug Administration
(FDA) announced that it is
extending for 60 days the
comment period for an ad-
vanced notice of proposed
rulemaking (ANPR) from
July 11, 20083 on trans fat.
This ANPR was published to
solicit information and data
on trans fatty acids (trans
fat) in order to help draft a
proposed rule on trans fat.
FDA has scheduled a Food
Advisory Committee (FAC)
Nutrition Subcommittee
meeting for April 27 and 28.
The outcome of this meet-
ing may help determine the
course of action for trans fat
labeling. FDA is extending
the comment period to re-
ceive comments that con-
sider the information result-
ing from this upcoming
meeting specific to this
ANPRM and trans fat label-
ing. NCBA will submit com-
ments by the deadline, June
18.

her bank account number,
saying there was a process-
ing fee of $269. He asked
her to have the money in her

account by April 24th. If the -

money was in her account
by then, and her “eligibility
matched up,” the caller said,
the $25,000 government
grant would be deposited
directly into her account.

The consumer called her
loan officer who wanted to
see the paperwork the caller
said he was going to mail her
on the 24th. The Attorney
General’s office told the con-
sumer to call her bank back
and say that the “grant” is
nothing more than a scam,
and to request that the $269
charge be denied. According
to a press release from the
Attorney General's office,
the 37-year-old consumer
was so excited about the
money and hopeful about
the help she was going to get
for her daughter.

“We hated to dash her
hopes, but we would have
hated more to see her $269
stolen,” said Greg Abbott,
Attorney General.

He advises consumers to
be aware of calls of this na-
ture. “Remember, govern-
ment grants are not awarded
to people who have not ap-
plied for them. You cannot
get a grant because a friend
has applied for you. If you
get a call like this, just hang
up.”

Abbott said anytime
someone holds out the hope
that you are going to receive
a large windfall of money,
you should beware. “When
they next ask you to give
them money, you know it is
a scam. It is a dead give-
away. Don't be robbed.”

funds to income gquali-
fied households for the re-
habilitation or reconstruc-
tion of owner occupied
substandard homes.

The program is de-
signed to bring existing
substandard homes to
meet the requirements of
the Texas Minimum Con-
struction Standards. The
households will be quali-
fied through an inspection
and interview process and
will not be dependent on
the findings of the survey.

The city intends for
these funds to be used for
reconstruction of substan-
dard homes. The city has
applied for $220,000 in
HOME program funds. The
maximum amount for each
household addressed is
$55,000. This is a grant
program awarded to quali-
fying households and is not
dependent on the results of

the housing survey.

Other programs that are
available and will depend
on the results of the hous-
ing survey include: USDA
Guaranteed Loan Pro-
gram, USDA Direct Loans,
USDA Farm Labor Housing
Loan and Grant Programs,
and rental assistance pro-
grams.

The survey will also help
the city in planning a formal
Program Design. “The city
does not currently have a
formal Program Design;
however, the city is in the
process of developing long
range plans to address
housing issues (this survey
is certainly related to this
issue), subdivision devel-
opment, zoning, park mas-
ter plan, infrastructure ex-
pansion and maintenance,
public building develop-
ment and maintenance,
street improvements, and

other activities,” Brunson
said.

Funds for these long-
range plans were received
from a Building Capacity
Planning Grant from the
Texas Department of Com-
munity Affairs. The city
council has been very pro-
active and determined to
be prepared for next year
and the next decade.

“| believe this is evident

in the authorization of this

housing study, the securing
of the Building Capacity
Planning Grant, the com-
mitment to economic devel-
opment, the prudence in
securing a long range sup-
ply of water, the develop-
ment of a Type | landfill, and
the council’s investment in
employee training and de-
velopment,” Brunson said.
