He will run dairy cat­
tle and hogs on permanent pas­
ture, and will feed out plenty of 
broilers, the latter a cash crop 
every ninety days. He is near the 
highway. Trucks come and get his 
chickens when ready, and his milk 
or cream every day. The country 
is near great markets like Okla­
homa City, Fort Smith, St. Louis, 
etc., and the country is adapted 
to this sort of enterprise.

Well, this writer just wonders 
why this country could not de­
velop into such a deal. Mr. Day 
says it's too far to big markets. 
But we have the small farms al­
ready, scores of them, we have 
the water needed, and other con­
ditions, with the possible excep­
tion of markets. But what a town 
Muleshoe could make, how this 
country could develop, if we used 
only a part of this big section in 
the way Springdale, Rodgers, 
Siloam Springs, etc. have used 
theirs. P. S.: I’m not moving over 
there mvself just passing on the 
information.

People of Maple community, 
in the south part of Bailey 
County, had a ringside seat 
(though they may not have 
wanted it) to witness the pas­
sage of a twister across the 
county Saturday afternoon, 

j  Some property damage from the 
twister was reported east of 
Maple, end considerable hail 
fell, probably damaging roofs 
and windows.
A house uas moved on the old 

Elmer Gardner home place about 
3 miles east of Maple, L. T. Le- 
bow, long time citizen of Maple 
told The Journal. He did not know 
the name of the family living in 
the house. It was said a new 
foundation would have to be con­
structed and some windows would 
have to be replaced. No one was 
injured, so far as The Journal has 
been able to learn.

Mr. I.ebow said Ma|Ao people 
came into the street to watch the 
rather slow progress of the twister, 
which first appeared northwest of 
rite town. They were not alarmed 
for themselves, since the twister 
was obviously drifting to the east 
and its route would miss thir im­
mediate vicinity.

Mr. Lebow said when the twister 
got about north of the town it 
faded away, then reappeared 
slightly northeast in a larger form. 
Two and one half miles east of 
Maple at the Neal Smith home 
two pieces of tin were blown from 
an outbuilding. Window’s here 
were damaged it was said. Many 
loose articles such as buckets.’etc. 
were whisked away by the twist­
er. A heavy hail fell at the Smith 
place.

Some of the people were consi­
dering k hiding place, Mr. Lebow 
said, as they watched the twister’s 
progress. Another, mu<5h smaller, 
twister formed sduth of Maple. 
This one, and its bigger brother, 
headed east.

Muleshoe had a light hail Sa­
turday afternoon at the same 
time as the twister’s visit to. the 
south part of the county. In 
Muleshoe, precipitation for Friday 
and Saturday totaled .63 of an 
inch, R. J. Klump, weather record­
er here said.

Several farmers, residing south 
of the sandhills, told The Journal 
rainfall in their sections was light­
er than at Muleshoe. Severe hail 
was reported at Slmllowater and 
other points. There was no crop 

(damage reported, since nothing 
except wheat >s growing at this 
time, but likely many roofs have 
been damaged.

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ISREAL INSTALLS 
? A MODERATE

Installation of Dr. Chaim Weiz- 
mann as the first head of an inde­
pendent Jewish state in the course 
o f more than 2,000 years serves 
to recall his many services to the 
Zionist movement.

One of the more important a- 
meng them was his part in bring­
ing about the Balfour Declaration 
32 years ago. This British docu­
ment, promising a Jewish nation­
al home, was the first official 
recognition by a British Govern­
ment of Jewish rights in Pales­
tine.

Dr. Weizmann also was one of 
the main inspirers of the princi­
ple of partitioning the Holy Land 
betwen Jews and Arabs and he 
stuck to that in spite of internal 
opposition from close associates.

Moderation, practical settlement 
o f issues before political declara­
tions, natural science as the basis 
o f Jewish renaissance, cooperation 
with Britain as the only power 
through help of which Jews could 
achieve their aims in Palestine 
have been the principal lines of 
his policy since early childhood in 
the village of Motele, near Pinsk, 
which was in Russia when young 
Chaim lived there and is in Rus­
sia again today.

He kept this line of policy 
through the storms of six decades 
—as a national scientific worker 
at the Berlin Technische Hooh- 
schule, at the University of Ge­
neva, at the University of Man­
chester, at all Zionist congresses 
until he failed to be reelected as 
president of the Jewish Agency 
and the World Zionist Organiza­
tion in 1946.

KRUG ON 
CONVERSION

From The Paris (Texas) News
Speaking to the Senate Interior 

Affairs Committee, Secretary of 
the Interior J. A. Krug, emphasiz­
ed that the nation must take a 
long-range view of natural re­
sources and their conservation to 
insure our national safety and a- 
vold waste of valuable and irre- 
placable materials. He said:

"The Government must take a 
more active and, in my opinion, a 
leading part in developing thor­
oughgoing land and water and 
mineral and power policies to pro­
tect and expand our resources 
base and to encourage individual 
initiative."

At a glance it looks as if there 
are two conflicting statements in 
those words. The Government’s 
leading part, so far as it is being 
taken at the moment, seems de­
termined to hamper if not entirely 
suppress individual initiative, spe­
cially in the matter of power de­
velopment and mineral ownership. 
Maybe that is not what the se­
cretary intended, but that is what 
it looks like, judging his words 
alone.

The secretary said that we have 
the basic resources and the other 
needfuls for maintaining and im­
proving our present levels of liv­
ing for many years to come, but 
that we must not be complacent. 
Demand of the American people, 
he said, has not been accomplish­
ed without waste and loss.

Lubbock Test 
For Deep Water 
Disappointing

The possibility of discovering 
fresh deep water on the Texas 
South Plains was discouraged by 
reports to Mayor W. H. Rodgers 
here Saturday from four drilling 
tests sponsored by the city of Lub­
bock, but the search will be con­
tinued.

The explorations have establish­
ed the existence of a thick and 
apparently heavily saturated for­
mation at approximately 950 feet, 
the mayor said, but the water is 
too heavily mineralized to be suit­
able for domestic or irrigation use.

He added that samples are to be 
analyzed in laboratories at Texas 
Technological College and else­
where in an effort to determine 
whether the fluid is useful for any 
purpose.

Rodgers Is of the opinion that 
large quantities of salt water 
might be useful, for a water soften­
ing plant for which $650,000 bonds 
were voted here more than three 
years ago. Salt is required in the 
operation of such a plant, he ex­
plained. Nothing has been done 
toward building the plant.

Analysis also will seek to deter­
mine, the mayor said, whether the 
water contains any minerals, pot­
ash among others, in sufficient 
quantities to justify commercial 
development.

Three of the tests were oil tests, 
made available for exploratory wa­
ter observation to the city by the 
oil operators. They form a triangle 
north of Lubbock approximately 
400 square miles in area. Approxi­
mately in the center of the tri­
angle is the fourth test, being drill 
ed under contract with the city 
by the Layne-Texas Company of 
Houston.

District Wheat Variety School 
To Be Held In Plainview March 9
ing geologist, formerly of Fort 
Worth, advised the city commis­
sion that the nature of the forma­
tion tested indicated that it under­
lies the entire Northwest Texas 
area above the Caprock, including 
about 40,000 square miles of the 
South Plains and Texas Pan- 

' handle.
The city's test tapped the for­

mation at 942 feet, penetrating it 
more than 70 feet.

Despite unfavorhale showings, 
the city commission authorized 
deepening of the hole to 2,000 
feet to investigate reported water 
formations above that depth.

Grain buyers for country eleva­
tors, flour mills and sub-termin­
als as well as county agents, 
high school vocational teachers, 
veterans training instructors, and 
certified wheat growers all will 
have another opportunity to study 
wheat variety identification at a 
district school to be held March 
9, In the Hilton Hotel at Plainview.

Ten of these district schools are 
scheduled in wheat territory of 
Texas and New Mexico under the 
direction of the Texas-Oklahoma 
Wheat Improvement Program ac­
cording to Keats E. Soder, Direc­
tor. "We had so much interest and 
such good attendance at our va­
riety schools last year we’re of­
fering them again,” explains So­
der. At the close of each school 
we give a test and award "Cer­
tificates of Merit” to the gradu­
ates. Last year we gave out over 
400 certificates, advises Soder.

Program for the one-day school 
includes study of the principal 
variety groups under the direction 
of Fred Dines, the national variety 
authority employed by Tex-O-Kan 
Flour Mills at Amarillo; a review 
of individual variety samples by 
Keats Soder; a discussion of field 
characteristics, yields, test weight, 
and disease resistance, by a re­
presentative of Texas A. & M. Col­
lege Experiment Station; plus an 
open forum discussion of methods 
of wheat handling and storage at 
country points needed to collect 
the premium prices now being of­
fered by terminals and mills. Two 
2-day schools are scheduled for 
Fort Worth and Amarillo, the first 
day will be the same as the other 
district schools while the second 
day will be advanced training 
for experts.

The school will be open to all 
who wish to attend but is design- 
some areas
ed to help local grain buyers pre­
pare for the day our extensive 
wheat exports stop and the buyers 
in some areas will be forced to 
offer two prices for wheat at 
country points, concludes Soder.

p Swine Men Are 
. Saving More Pigs

College Station, March 2.— l^ast 
year was a good year as far as 
the hog raisers were concerned. 
They set an all time state record 
for the number of pigs satved per 
litter. The average was 6.4 pigs 
per litter, far above any previous 
year.

Great progress is being made in 
improving the quality of hogs 
raised in Texas, says E. M. Regen- 
brecht, extension swine husband­
man of Texas A & M College. 
Hogs of excellent breeding are 
found in all sections of the state.

More than 15,400 adults and 4-H 
club members conducted hog de­
monstrations last year, using im­
proved breeding stock and fol­
lowing recommended practices in 
carrying out their swine improve­
ment programs.

Good green pastures are pretty 
valuable to have in the hog rais­
ing program, and most producers 
know how the costs of gains can 
be lowered if these pastures are

available. Last summer's drought 
taught others the real meaning 
of deficiency diseases. Good graz­
ing crops generally supply all the 
vitamin requirements necessary in 
a ration. They also supply most of 
the mineral and about one half of 
the protein requirements of the 
ration as well.

When the dry summer parch­
ed Texas pastures. the result 
was an increase of the deficien­
cy diseases of swine. The effect 
of this on the hog producers 
was strong. Minerals and vita­
mins have taken a new mean­
ing and hog raisers now know 
their value in a properly balanc­
ed ration, says Regenbrecht.
In the line of medicines the 

new vaccines B. T. V and crystal 
violet proved their efficiency in 
protecting hogs against cholera. 
Over a thousand demonstrations 
were conducted and not a single 
case of cholera was reported on 
Texas farms where these vac­
cines were used.

Sodium fluoride was used wide­
ly in worming hogs of the large 
round stomach worm. Results 
were very good when used as rec­
ommended, says Regenbrecht.

Chlordane and BHC were wide­
ly demonstrated in Texas last 
year as a control for hog mange 
and hog lice. Mange is found over 
most of the state, and was hard 
to control before these new drugs 
were introduced on the market, he 
concludes.

AUSTIN, March 2.—Federal in­
ternal revenue collections in Tex­
as totaled $218,279,280 in January 
1949, a rise of 24 per cent over 
January 1948 figures, the Unives- 
ity of Texas Bureau of Business 
Research reported.

Clirribs of 34 per cent in North 
Texas and of 16 per cent in South 
Texas followed the upward trend 
set in the January 1949—January 
1948 comparison for federal inter­
nal revenue collections in the 
State.

Collections of $726,935,016 for 
the past six months’ period of 
July 1, 1948—January 31, 1949, as 
compared to $632,904,840 for the 
last six months in 1947-1948, re­
presented a 15-per-cent gain over 
a year earlier.

Similar gains for income taxes 
of 26 per cent in Second District 
(North Texas) and 24 per cent in 
First District (South Texas) in 
January 1949 showed the new year 
ahead of January 1948.

Withholding, employment (other 
than withholding), and other fed­
eral internal revenue collections 
fell in South Texas below the year 
earlier levels, withholding taxes 
dropped 24 per cent in January 
1949. All types of collections for 
North Texas for the last month 
were above January 1948 figures. 
Withholding taxes showed a 75- 
per-cent increase, and a sizeable 
rise of 58 per cent appeared in 
income taxes for North Texas.

Poultrymen In 
'49 Said To Face 
Fair Conditions

COLLEGE STATION. Mar. 2—The 
egg-shaped crystal ball of the A. 
and M. College extension service 
specialists in poultry husbandry 
and agricultural economics has 
several pictures for the 1949 poul­
try prospects.

Prices are expected to be about 
like those of last year, and they 
may average higher for the first 
half and a little lower for the 
second half of the year. Texas 
farms will have fewer layers, but 
the demand for eggs is still strong 
—total egg production this year 
may be as high as it was last 
year, the specialists believe.

Feed fori layers os more plen­
tiful these days, and prices may 
drop this year about one fourth 
lower than last year. This year’s 
pullet crop is expected to jump

sharply,( which1 means
have a large holding of layers
by next January 1.

From the poultry meat angle, 
the crystal ball shows that recent 
prices of broilers and turkeys is 
good. This will likely make for 
larger production this year. Out­
looks on the feed supply show 
there is plenty and the costs are 
more favorable. The demand for 
broilers and turkeys is dropping 
off slightly, but prices are expect­
ed to remain near the ‘48 level in 
the first half and less favorable in 
the latter part.

Transportation, equipment and 
other production costs — except 
feed, may go up some. On the 
other hand, a higher net income 
from broilers is expected. As for 
turkeys, a larger number is pre­

dicted for 1949, giving »n  impr^ 
ed outlet for hatching eggs,

Note to rosebush fanciers: roses 
will do better if set in ground 
which has been sodded with grass 
for the past five years.

This suggestion comes from 
Sadie Hatfield, extension land­
scape gardening specialist of Tex­
as A. & M. College, who adds this 
reminder: be sure your rosebush­
es come from a reliable nursery. 
Roses can be set out now, or any­
time as long as the ground isn’t 
frozen.

There’s still some time left for 
removing unattractive and un­
healthy shrubs, and replacing 
them with better ones. This should 
be done before the spring grow­
ing season begins, adds Miss Hat­
field.

City dwellers may want to grow 
a few vegetables as part of a 
landscape plan. If so, pruning the 
roots and the tops of overgrown 
shrubs will make room for their 
new plantings. Among those vege­
tables, Miss Hatfield lists as suit­
able for planting now in most 
parts of Texas are roots or seed of 
asparagus, seed endive, carrots, 
lettuce, mustard and turnips.
