You will read elsewhere in this
paper about the telephone sys-
tem's plans for Muleshoe. Mr.
Shelley, the district manager, as-
sured this writer that the fact

that when one dials for long dis-
tance his call will go to Little-
field will not slow our toll service.
The phone company will erect a
building on a 40x140 foot lot
which faces the north side of the

courthouse, alongside the former
Lambert Plumbing location.
In Muleshoe they will have

to maintain a service man and
an office manager, the latter to
collect for Muleshoe, Bovina,
Friona, and Earth.
This is all scheduled to happen
1950.
Mr. Shelley did not corroborate
statements made here that Mule-
shoe now has the most antiquated
phone system in Christendom. He
said more magneto phones are in
use in the U. 8. than all other
types combined; many towns lar-
ger than Muleshoe, Perryton for
one, has this same system. But
the company is proud of Muleshoe
and not so proud of their build-
ing and switchboard, he added and
they will do something about it.

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TEXAS CROP OUTLOOK
Weather in Texas the past

month generally was favorable for
land preparation and crop plant-
ing. Rain and scattered showers
improved moisture conditions.

Probably 85 per cent of the
cotton crop has been planted south
of a line east and west through
Houston, and has been prepared.
Some increase in acreage over
last year is indicated.

Corn is up to a good stand in
a large area around Houston and
planting is in progress as far north
as Dallas and Fort Worth. Rice
land has been prepared and some

planting has been completed. In-
dications point to increased acre-
ages of corn, watermelons and to-
matoes, but that of peanuts will
be reduced.

Winter wheat and oats are do-
ing well in the North Texas area.
Moisture is now ample after. a
long dry spell and farmers have
hopes of a favorable crop.
