Testimony Of One Who K nows!
Levi Churchill Realizes $280.00 Per Acre 

Returns From Irish Potatoes And 
Onion Crops This Year,

Levi Churchill, premier irrigationist 
and truck farmer of the BlackwatSr 
valley, has just finished digging his 
earlier planted Irish potatoes, all of 
which turned out first class.

Churchill has 22 acres m Insn po­
tatoes this year, being principally of 
the Bliss Triumph and Brown Beauty 
varieties. Of this total, 11 acres were 
planted May 28 and another 11 acres 
planted June 10. Most of the first 
planting was on ground which had p?e 
viously been planted in sweet clover. 
The eight acres of spuds grown on 
the clover ground yielded an average 
of 140 sacks of 100 pounds each per 
acre, while the three acres planted oft 
clover ground yielded considerably less, 
proving conclusively the value of plant 
lng on ground previously used for 
clover crop. While the soil of this val­
ley is considered extremely fertile, yet 
this yield well proves the value of 
rotation of potatoes following clover. 
Churchill has several acres in clover 
and alfalfa this year which will be 
planted to Irish potatoes the coming 
year.

Present indications are that the lale 
crop of Irish potatoes is going to turn 
out fully as well as the early one, hills 
now showng from 10 to 12 spuds each 
and some running a little heavier. The 
seventh irrigation was given this acre­
age last Monday. The early crop was 
irrigated eight times, and both crops 
had the land irrigated before planting.

This is Churchill’s third year of 
growing potatoes in this valley. He 
has experimented with Beveral dffer- 
ent varieties of Irish potatoes, finding 
that practically all of them yield pay­
ing productions. He is somewhat par­
tial, however, to the Triumph variety 
but next year will plant considerable 
Irish Cobblers, believing they will turn 
out a little larger yield. All of Church­
ill’s potatoes dug this year are noted 
for their uniform size, smoothness and 
entire absence from any disease.

The spuds harvested have all been 
graded and stored in a potato cellar, 48 
x32 feet, he constructed last year. He 
says the cellar is not one-fourth large 
enough to accomodate his truck crop 
of different kinds now coming to pro­
duction and plans on enlarging it as 
soon as he an find time to do so.

Churchill also had eight acres in 
Mountain Danvers onions this year, 
which have all been harvested, yield­
ing at the rate of 14,000 pounds per

acre. Very few seconds were found F.i 
the onion crop when graded, He Is 
selling both onions and potatoes at 
two cents per pound at his place to 
buyers who come there for them in 
truck load quantities.

Churchill had several years exper­
ience in irrigation before coming to 
this valley, and since locating on his 
place two miles north of Muleshoe h is  
demonstrated his knowledge of the art 
of irrigation in a very conclusice and 
successful manner. This year he is ir­
rigating 120 acres of diversifed crop, 
all of whch is producing a prodigious 
yield. _

Dr. A. L. Keyes, formerly of Mona­
hans, has cast his lot as a Muleshoe 
citizen and opened an office upstairs 
in the McCarty building on Main street 
where he will follow his profession of 
medicine and surgery.

The doctor is a graduate of the Uni­
versity of Cincinnattl, following which 
he did his interne work in one of the 
leading hospitals of that city. For sev­
eral years he has been a member of 
the Texas Medical association. He has 
also had special training in ear, eye, 
nose and throat work and will give 
particular attention to cases of that 
kind as well as to general surgery, 
specializing in such cases of surgery 
as may be satisfactorily handled out­
side a hospital.

In locating in Muleshoe Dr. Keyes 
says he was largely prompted to do 
so because of the future outlook of 
this particular town and surrounding 
territory. "No doubt,” he declared, “it 
has before it an excellent future. There 
is now here a very fine class of peo­
ple, and like attracting like’ there will 
be more of that kind to move here hi 
the near future. Just as soon as the 
backbone of the present economic de­
pression has been broken, I am look­
ing for a big immlgraton of people to 
move westward from the eastern con- 
jested sections, and, with the rich soil, 
delightful climate and other attrac­
tive virtues of Bailey and surrounding 
counties, I am confident Muleshoe 
will receive its full quota of these new 
citizens.”

$132,000 H A S  
BEEN PAID ON 
COTTON PLANS

The government is apparently speed­

ing up the delivery of cotton checks to 
farmers who participated in the re­
duction campaign, every few days 
another consignment being received in 
Bailey county. Last Saturday County 
Agent Waide received checks totaling 
$29,000, and Sunday he received an­
other consignment totaling $55,000.

Previous to these receipts the sum 
$48,000 in cotton checks had been re­
ceived in Bailey county. To date nearly 
one-half the total number of checks 
due Bailey county farmers have been 
received, that being 318 checks out of 
a total of 733 due. However, the pro­
portion of dollars is considerably less 
since the total to be received in this 
county is $315,700.00.

STATE RFC COMMITTEE GIVES 0  .K. 
TO A NORTH AND SOUTH HIGHWAY 
FORWARD PLANS TO WASHINGTON

County Judge J. E. Adams, Attorney 
Pat R. Bobo, in charge of RFC relief 
in Bailey county, and Editor Jess 
Mitchell made a trip to Austin last 
week for the purpose of establishing 
and obtaining authorization for a major 
relief project in Bailey county, and sue 
ceeded in initiating a plan for the 
building of a north and south road 
through the county.

The local committee appearing be­
fore the State RFC committee, of 
which Lawrence Westbrook is chair­
man, presented claims of the county in 
effect that relief work is now needed 
for approximately 400 able bodied 
men, which number was estimated 
would be swelled to approximately 600 
by December 1. In this connection, the 
urgent need of a north and south high 
way through the county was also pre­
sented, and it was requested such roa’d 
be named by the state committee as 

major relief project, as it would, 
while giving needed relief work, at 
the same time give permanent results 
of needed import to citizens in the cen­
tral and southern part of the county.

An official inspection was at once 
ordered by the Austin office, said in­
spector coming to Muleshoe, Wednes­
day of last week, and, after due in­
vestigation, corroborated the claims of 
the committee, and the project was 
duly recommended and forwarded to 
Washington for final okey, which is 
expected within the coming week.

The committee while in Austin also 
met with E. L. Woods, chairman of the 
State Highway Commission, in an ef­
fort to secure collaboraton of that Com 
mission with the RFC committee in o f­
ficially designating said road as a 
state highway and in superintending 
the construction and furnishing the 
necessary funds for buying materials re 
quired in building drainage structures. 
Mr. Wood, however, stated that since 
the Commission was not now in o ffi­
cial session he was powerless to make 
any authorization at this time; but 
the committee will be given an offi­
cial hearing before that body October

Mr. Wood further stated that his 
Commission was now co-operating 
with the Federal government in con­
struction of roads in Potter and some 
adjoining counties; but whether fur­
ther conjuncton activities of this kind 
would be ordered he did not know, It 
wa£ stated by Mr Braun, vicechairman 
of the State RFC committee that in 
all probability such conjunction work 
would be ordered in the neaf fuutre. 
“The plan of the RFC movement,’” he 
said, “ is to give relief to humanity. 
The interest of the Highway Commis­
sion is to obtain more improved high­
ways. It should make no difference to 
the Commission where the money 
comes from for such road-building, 
just so they get it. The RFC com­
mute, likewise, does not care how its 
money is expended, just so it is spent 
in a worthy manner and relief to peo­
ple is obtained. Therefore, the aims of 
the two organizations are very much 
in comomn as to results.”

It will be recalled that during the 
month of last February Adams and 
Mitchell were in Austin before the 
Commission, at which time that body 
gave consideration and encouragement 
to ths north and south highway pro­
ject, and issued an order of qualified 
designation dependent upon Bailey 
county securing and paying for the 
necessary 100 foot right-of-way on this 
highway, the defraying of expense in­
cidental to surveying location, and 
other preliminary work. About 17 miles 
of this road has already been surveyed 
and officially located by H. N. Roberts, 
state engineer, acting under direc­
tion of the Bailey County Commis­
sioners' court, and the Court has fur­
ther authorized the rest of said sur­
vey to be made. It has guaranteed to 
the Commission the purchase of said 
right-of-way and offered to furnish 
tractors, graders and other necessary 
machinery required for the construction 
without expense to the State. It is 
confidently believed that some plan 
may be worked out within the coming 
30 days or less whereby this project 
may be assured and definite work 
started on it in the near future.

CAR OF HOGS 
SHIPPED SUN.  

TO FT. WORTH

Bailey county last Sunday shipped a 
carload of 265 hogs to the Fort Worth 
market, shipment being made by 
County Agent J. B. Waide, Jr., under 
federal government provision and 
through the State Extension Depart­
ment of Texas.

The hogs shipped were of four dif­
ferent size grades, viz., those running 
from 81 to 100 pounds each, from 56 to 
80 pounds each, from 25 to 55 pounds 
each and those of brood sows. There 
were 45 growers of the county who 
participated in the shipment, their 
quotas runnng one to 25 pgs, accord­
ing to size. The Shipment will bring 
in the neighborhood of $1,431.29 
into the county.

It is a notable fact that these ship­
ments of hogs are being accepted by 
the government only from counties 
where farm agents are now employed, 
counties without agent not partici­
pating in such. Bailey conuty is indeed 
fortunate at this time to have a county 
farm agent.

College Station.—Texas farmers 

should think twice before selling off 
light pigs or piggy sows on which pre­
miums have been offered by the Ag­
ricultural Adjustment Administration 
in an attempt to remove 5,000,000 hogs 
from the market before October 1st, 
says E. M. Regenbrecht, swine special­
ist in the Extension Service at Texas 
A and M College.^

With a few exceptions, chief of 
which is the Panhandle, Texas is a de­
ficiency hog area,” he explains. “For 
comercial hog raisers the Government 
plan will undoubtedly be good in many 
cases, but for the great mass of Texas 
farmers pigs and sows cannot be spar­
ed. The home market this winter for 
country cured ham and bacon and 
sausage will likely pay larger prem­
iums than any now offered by the 
Government. The present emergency 
premiums are designed primarily for 
the Corn Belt and apply very little to 
Texas,” he concludes.

IMPROVEMENT OF HIGHWAY NO. S E V E N  
PART OF GIGANTIC STATE HIGHWAY  
PLAN OF GIVING RELIEF TO P U B LIC

Austin, Sept. 26.—How the state 
highway commission, its current rev­
enues exhausted, saved the Jobs of 
workers this summer by pouring the 
bulk of its cash reserve Into the breach 
was revealed by the Texas Good Roads 
Association today from figures for the 
fiscal year ending August 31 compiled 
by E. J. Amey department statistician.

To preserve the livelihood of these 
thousands of men and their families 
until the Roosevelt public works pro­
gram could get up steam the high­
way department exhausted its surplus 
funds carried over the better years. It 
spent $8,000,000 more than it took in, 
the figures show, yet without getting 
into debt a single dollar.

The near miracle was achieved de­
spite a drop of nearly $12,000,000 In 
state road revenues, due to retirement 
of many motor cars, loss of county aid, 
and diversion of one fourth o f the gas 
tax to refund county bonds.

Money for the successful job-saving 
fight came from a 33-per cent emer­
gency boost in federal aid, $1,000,000 
In old license fees which had been in 
litigation, and $7,500,000 in cash sr- 
plus from other years, all the depart­
ment could spare and still finish US 
projects. Federal aid Is not paid until 
Jobs are complete, it was explained.

W. O. Huggins, Texas Good Roads 
Association president, called the figure 
“a valiant battle against human mis­
ery," but warned that the state fund 
is now crippled. “Fot next year we are 
absolutely dependent on federal aid,"

Gov. Seligman, Of 
New Mexico Died 
Suddenly Last Mon.

Taken suddenly ill after addressing 
a meeting of the New Mexico Bank­
ers association held at Albuquerque, N. 
M„ last Monday, Governor Arthur Se­
ligman, of that state died 15 minutes 
later.

The 60 year old governor, apparently 
in the best of health, motored to Al­
buquerque, from Santa Fe that morn­
ing for the address. It had just been! 
finished when he complained of a 
sharp pain in his left chest and arm. 
He was immediately taken to a room 
to lie down, a physician called, who 
pronounced the pain to be from angina 
pectoris. He quickly grew weaker, and 
soon was unable to talk.

Following the death o f Governor 
Seligman, Lieutenant Governor A. W. 
Hockenhull, whose home is in Clovis, 
automatically became governor of that 
state. _  _____

he said. “To hold our ground, we must 
get more money from Washington. To 
do this, of course Is imperative: we
must not divert any more state road 
money to other uses.The Roosevelt ad­
ministration has said flatly that states 
which do this—which will not help 
themselves—need not expect the gov­
ernment to help. This help is so vital 
to Texas now that we must permit 
nothing to endanger it.”

The State Highway Commission is 
now in the midst of the greatest cam­
paign of good roads building ever un­
dertaken In Texas, its ramifications 
going out into numerous counties 
throughout the entire state, the Plains 
country coming in for a liberal por­
tion of this work.

Last week, i nthis area, contracts 
were let for the finishing and perma­
nent improvement of State Highway 
No. 7 which passes through the coun­
ties of Hockley, Lamb, Bailey, and 
Parmer, the work to begin not later 
than October 10, and at which time at 
least 80 men living in this county wfn 
be given labor for several months. It is 
also stated by a member o f the State 
Commission that contract for the Im­
proving of U. S. Highway No. 70, 
which passes through Bailey county, 
will also be let within the coming 60 
days.

Rapid progress is being made in con­
struction of the Southern Alkali Co., 
chemical plant at Corpus Christi 
which a total of several million dollars 
is to be spent.

COTTON OPENING. GINS READY 
TO HANDLE BAILEY CO. CROP

Everything is “all set" for harvesting 
the 1933 cotton crop in Bailey county. 
The eight gins of the county have dBI 
been overhauled, repaired and tuned 
up in tip top style for the white staple. 
Last week the first bale coming to 
Muleshoe was turned out. It is reported 
that up to last Saturday the gin at 
Bula had extracted the seed and squew 
ed the lint of growers into 24 differ­
ent bales, and other gins throughout 
the southern and central part of the 
conuty are rolling the long white up 
into commercial bales ready for ship­
ment.

No reports have yet been made of 
any cotton grower worrying about 
pickers. Occassioned by the recent plow 
up campaign of the federal govern­
ment, the crop this year is going Co 
be considerable shorter than commoh, 
and toi, there is a section of the coun­
ty where very little cotton is being 
raised. All over the county farmers 
wanting and needing extra work, and 
it is probable much of the cotton pick­
ing this fall will be carried on in com­
munity and neighborhood style, though 
a little later it may become rjecessary 
to import some pickers.

No federal funds are available for 
furnishing labor to cotton growers or 
their pickers, and yet officials every­
where are insisting it is going to be a 
case of “ work or else” with idle able 
bodied people.

Novelty cotton tape, used for tying 
parcels as a decorative and advertising 
medium, will account fo rthe consump- 
ton of 800,000 pounds of cotton yam 
this year—a new outlet for cotton.

Because the term was cut short of 
the required nine months, the Plain- 
view public school has been omitted 
from the state accredited list and grad 
uates therefrom will have to take ex­
aminations to enter colleges.

Texas wool production for 1933 is 
estimated by the U. 3. Department of 
Agriculture at 63,314,000 pounds, a new 
high record and 6,209,000 pounds more 
than the 1932 crop, and 18 per cent of 
the tatal U. S. yield.

payment of the Government loan 
must be made from the first sales 
made from the crop. All banks and 
gins have lists of Government bor­
rowers in their territories. Banks will 
assist in making remittances to the 
crop Production Loan# Office, Dallas, 
Texas.

'When full payment is made prior 
to receipt of check for cotton destroy­
ed, receipts will be issued so that the 
cotton check will not be held up when 
received by the county agents.

‘Thef unds loaned for crop produc­
tion are declared to be impressed with 
a trust. The recorded mortgage 
makes the buyer as liable for buying 
crops and not applying the proceeds 
to the payment of the note as is the 
borrower.

"Because so many opportunities for 
complications may arise in making 
proper indorsements on cotton checks, 
we must insist that sales of crops, 
made prior to receipt of cotton checks, 
shall be applied on the note.

Loans are due when the crops are 
sold, regardless of the maturity date 
of tk\e note. Please bear this in mind!

“Be sure you make remittance to the 
Dallas office just as soon as crops 
are sold. You have been recommended 
by local and county committeemen 
who placed their trust in you, and ad­
vised the Government that you were 
worthy of the trust. They also ex­
pect you to make
