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Butler transported to federal prison

For the next two years, former Texas Tech 
H ealth Sciences C enter professor and inter' 
nationally known plague researcher Dr. T h o ­
mas Butler will be known in prison as inmate 
number 30011-177 .

Butler voluntarily surrendered and was 
transported to  Federal Medical C enter in Fort 
W orth on Wednesday, said Dick Baker, assis­
tant U .S. attorney.

Butler was convicted o f 47 felony counts 
o f embezzlement and mail and wire fraud in 
December. His convictions related to a bu­
bonic plague scare that prompted an FBI in­

vestigation in January 
2003.

Butler was arrested 
after falsely reporting 
3 0  v ials o f b u b o n ic  
plague missing to FBI 
officials. He reported 
th e vials sto len , but 
later wrote a letter con­
fessing they had been 
mistakenly destroyed. 

Although he was not convicted o f  destroy­
ing the infected vials, he was convicted o f  ex­
porting hazardous materials to Tanzania via 
Federal Express. He was also fined $ 2 5 0 ,000

for engaging in shadow contracts with phar­
m aceutical com panies while employed by 
Texas Tech.

Chuck Meadows, Butler’s attorney, said an 
appeal of the convictions has been filed.

Baker said the prosecution has also filed a 
cross appeal to the 5th Circuit Court o f A p­
peals in New Orleans, La. A briefing sched­
ule, which is the next step in the appeals pro­
cess, has not yet been set, Baker said.

Butler’s sentencing was held on M arch 10 
and was decided by U  S. District Court Judge 
Sam Cummings, who declined to com m ent.

Butler retired from his position o f tenured 
professor at the university on Jan . 23. H e sur­

rendered his m edical license to th e  Texas 
S tate  Board o f M edical Examiners, the body 
that licenses medical doctors in Texas, on 
Feb. 6.

Federal M edical C en ter is a low-security 
prison that provides administrative services to 
inmates in need o f m edical a tten tion , said 
Sean  Marler, alternate public inform ation of­
ficer for the South C entral Regulations O f­
fice for rhe Federal Bureau o f Prisons.

T h e  prison also holds inmates o f general 
population.

Marler said an offender such as Butler who 
has been convicted o f a first offense and re­
porting to a low-security facility, will probably

be placed in a cell with other inmates.
U pon arrival to a correctional facility, in­

com ing prisoners can expect a lengthy pro­
cessing, Marler said.

“W h en  they ’re processed in ,” he said, 
“they’re socially and medically screened to 
determ ine they ’re appropriate for general 
population."

A ccord in g  to  th e  U .S . D epartm ent o f 
Justice Federal Bureau o f Prisons R eceiv ing 
and Discharge M anual, processing o f new 
inm ates also includes a pat search, separa­
tion  o f personal property, mug shots and fin ­
gerprinting and the issue o f a standard khaki 
uniform .

Today last day to file 
federal income taxes

Death and taxes may be the two things guaranteed in life, but a late pen­
alty is guaranteed for anyone who does not file a tax with the Internal R ev­
enue Service return by today.

Many people wait until the last minute to file a tax return because they 
will not receive a refund, said C ynthia W atson, assistant com ptroller for Texas 
T ech’s O ffice o f Financial Affairs.

People receiving a refund tend to file sooner, she said.
It is important to have all information needed to com plete the filing be­

fore starting to com plete the form.
“W e’re just suggesting they have all their records before they begin," W atson 

said.
These records include tuition statements, wages reported on W 2 forms 

and scholarship taxability forms.
W atson said the office o f  financial affairs has received numerous calls re­

garding tax filing information. T h e  majority of calls were from parents regard­
ing their child ’s taxes.

W hile W atson said she could not provide tax advice, she can be of assis­
tance.

“I can explain whatever appears on the forms provided,” she said.
Thursday also is the last day to  request a four-month extension o f time to 

file a return. T h e  extension o f time to file is not an extension of time to pay, 
according to www.irs.gov.

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Whitmore addresses student 
concerns at coffee meeting

As the semester begins to wind down, students were 
given the opportunity to ask Texas T ech President Jon 
W hitm ore questions about the upcoming school year 
and voice any concerns they may have had W ednes­
day morning.

V ice  P re sid en t for S tu d e n t A ffa irs  M ich a e l 
Shonrock and executive officers o f the Student G ov­
ernment A ssociation were also present, as early risers 
were given free coffee in the Starbuck’s o f the Student 

U nion building.
Students used the opportunity to ask W hitm ore a variety of questions rang­

ing from the university’s budget to the inflation of textbook prices.
W hitm ore said the administration is in the process o f putting together the 

budget for the fall, but he wanted the students to know the energy rates o f 
Tech are rising. N ext year, the rising rates will cost the university an extra 

million dollars.
Currently, T ech  has specialists looking at ways the university could co n ­

serve energy, but W hitm ore said the specialists have told him it would be hard 
for the university to save any more money.

“T hey said we have done a good jo b ,” he said. “W e have a good general 

system."
Statewide, there is a $2 increase in state tuition every year. T h e  increase 

provides some m oney to  the university and,
W hitmore said, the increase is one resource that 
Tech could use to cover part of the increased cost.

A nother method would be through cost sav- ^

ings. As an example, W hitm ore said buildings 
throughout the campus shut off the air condi­
tioning units at 4  p m. during the summer.

In the next year, the university also plans to 
hire more faculty and develop plans to construct 
a classroom building. Hopefully, W hitm ore said,
the resources for the new building would com e from the state. Technologi­
cally, the classroom facility would be equipped to handle wireless Internet 
services so students would be able to bring their laptops to class.

After the initial introduction o f plans for the coming year, the seven stu­
dents who attended the m eeting were given the opportunity to ask their ques­
tions to W hitm ore. O n e o f the first questions asked concerned the allocation 
of funds from the S G A  to various student organizations throughout the cam ­

pus.
The student’s concern was some of the funds allocated went to student 

organizations that do not focus on the education of the student body. In re­
sponse, W hitm ore explained his opinion about what groups should be sup­

ported through the S G A .

Tech faculty propose new 
policy for excused absences

T h e  Texas Tech Faculty Senate passed a resolution on Wednesday that 
recommends university administrators change the wording o f  a university 
policy that dictates how students notify instructors o f an excused absence.

Faculty Senator Phillip Johnson said a com m ittee was formed to analyze 
and discuss the university's current operating policy 34-04, which states in 
the event o f an excused absence, a student “should notify” his or her in ­
structor or academic dean. T h e  recommendation com ing from the Senate 
states the policy should be changed to specifically require the student to 
notify the instructor or academic dean in the event of an excused absence.

“T here  was a pretty good discussion at the meeting when the com m ittee 
meant to discuss this,” Johnson said. “W e felt there would be nothing wrong 
in making the changes, and we also discussed the fact that a student should 
notify the instructor in person. It’s good for the student to visit with the 
professor and notify him  in person, and it’s the student’s responsibility to 
notify the instructor in advance.”

T h e  com m ittee also discussed the possibility o f creating a uniform, offi­
cial form students use to declare an excused absence, and examined the 
possibility o f creating a limit to the number o f excused absences a student

Wisconsin student charged with obstruction for faking abduction

M A D IS O N , W is. (A P )  —  
Audrey Seiler, the U niversity o f 
W isconsin sophomore accused of 
staging her own disappearance last 
m onth, was charged W ednesday 
w ith two misdemeanor counts o f 

obstructing officers.
Each charge carries a jail sen­

ten ce  up to n ine m onths and a 
maximum fine o f $10 ,0000 .

Dane County District Attorney

Brian B lanchard  filed the 16-page 
crim inal com plaint two weeks after 
Seiler, 20, was discovered in a marshy 
area within a mile of her campus apart­
ment, when she told police a man with 
a knife and a gun was in the area. She 
was reported missing M arch 27 and 
found M arch 31.

W hen officers attempted to assist 
Seiler to her feet she said “I can ’t leave 
the woods —  a bad m an will kill me,” 
according to the  com plaint. She told 
officers the man had a knife and a gun.

H er cla im  touched  o ff  a m ajor 
manhunt, w hich authorities said ac­
counted for most o f  the money they 
spent on the case. T h e  M adison po­
lice department last week estimated 
its costs at $96 ,000 .

A ccording to the crim inal com ­
plaint, Seiler told police on M arch 31 
and April 1 that a man had entered 
her room at 2:15 a.m. M arch 27 while 
she was doing homework and forced 
her from her room at knifepoint, tell­
ing her to  leave the building.

Seiler told police that once out­
side, the same man grabbed her and 
put her into a car with threats that he 
had a gun, according to the complaint. 
Sh e  also said the man used duct tape 
over her mouth and would sometimes 
give her Nyquil pills.

Police concluded S eiler’s story was 
fake after obtaining a videotape that 
showed her buying the knife, duct 
tape, rope and cold  m edicine she

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Confessed serial killer 

gives in to extradition
H U N TSV ILLE (A P )— Confessed 

serial killer Coral Eugene Watts, who is 
set to be released from a Texas prison in 
less than two years, agreed Wednesday 
to be transported to Michigan to face a 
murder charge for a 1979 slaying.

But state District Judge W illiam  
M cAdams placed a condition on the 
extradition request, allowing W atts to 
finish medical treatment he is scheduled 
to receive in Texas before Michigan au­
thorities can retrieve him.

Rudolph Brothers, an attorney for 
the State Counsel for Offenders, which 
offers legal counsel to inmates, told the 
judge on W atts behalf that he had re­
cently undergone major surgery and was 
on medicine to “address some mental 
health issues that he has.”

“He is concerned that he be able to 
complete his medical (treatment) before 
returning to the state of M ichigan,” 
Brothers said.

W alker County District Attorney 
David Weeks, who represented M ichi­
gan during the extradition hearing, said 
Watts could complete the treatment and 
be returned to Michigan within days.

W atts moved from M ichigan to 
Houston in 1981. In 1982, he confessed 
to Houston police that he killed 13 
women. He received immunity for the 
slayings in exchange for a 60-year sen­
tence for burglary with intent to com ­
mit murder.

Fewer multiple births 

caused by test tubes
B O S T O N  (A P ) —  A  worrisome 

n a tio n a l surge in m u ltip le  b irths 
linked to test-tube technology is eas­
ing, largely because doctors are im ­
planting fewer embryos during each 
attem pt to make a woman pregnant, 
a study suggests.

D octors routinely p lace several 
embryos in the womb at once to im­
prove the odds o f producing a baby.

T ech nical advances and the ad­
vent of professional guidelines appear 
to have led to more sparing use o f em ­
bryos, the study’s researchers reported 
in Thursday’s New England Journal of 
M edicine.

T h e  findings are likely to stoke the 
debate about whether the government 
should put a cap on the number of em­
bryos that can be usedfor each attempt.

“It’s so rapidly evolving that, to put 
it in the hands o f legislation, is clearly 
to temper and lim it progress," said Dr. 
Robert Rebar, director of the A m eri­
can  Society for Reproductive M edi­
cine. "T h e  guidelines are working."

Researchers at Poston’s Brigham 
and W om en's Hospii il analyzed fed­
eral data on in vitro icttiliranon cases 
in which women had their own eggs 
fertilized with sperm in the laboratory 
and then had them  implanted D ie  
technique accounts tor the vast m a­
jority  ot laboratory assisted fertility 
procedures.

Fallujah continues to 

be hotbed of fighting
FALLUJAH, Iraq (A P )— U .S. war­

planes and helicopters firing heavy ma­
chine-guns, rockets and cannons ham­
mered fighters in the besieged city of 
Fallujah, and the commander of Marines 
here warned Wednesday a fragile, often- 
shaken truce will not last much longer.

W ith four more dead Marines re­
ported, more U .S. troops have been killed 
halfway into April —  a total o f at least 
87 —  than in any month since die mili­
tary set foot in Iraq.

A top U.N. envoy tried to keep die 
vital political process moving forward 
amid the violence, with a propiwal that 
deviated from a plan favored by the 
United States.

Lakhdar Brahimi called for the cre­
ation of a caretaker government led by 
respected national figures to mn the coun­
try from the handover of power by the 
Americansonjunc 50 until national elec­
tions in January.

I 'txler the Brahimi plan, the U.S.- 
pickedGovennngCouivil would be dis­
solved June 50. rather than expanded to 
form an assembly .is called tor in an ear­
lier U.S.-favoted proposal.

“W e welcome and appreciate Mr. 
Brahimi's continents, and we appreciated 
the United Nations’ help in moving for­
ward on ixir strategy to transfer sover­
eignty to die Iraqi people by June 30,” 
said W hite House press secretary Scott 
McClellan.
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Mattel issues recall after several 
children injured by Batmobile

W A S H IN G T O N  ( A P )  —  
Hundreds o f thousands o f Batm an 
Batm obiles by M attel are being re­
called after reports that more than 
a dozen children have been hurt 
by the toys, the Consum er Prod­
u ct S a fe ty  C o m m is s io n  said  
Wednesday.

M attel, based in El Segundo, 
C alif., agreed to recall 3 1 4 ,0 0 0  o f 
the blue-and-gray toy cars. T h e  
rear tail wings o f the Batm obile are 
made o f a hard plastic that rises to 
a sharp point and poses a hazard 
to young children, the safety com ­
mission said.

T h e  C P S C  also is reca llin g  
some 7 0 ,0 0 0  ride-on toy trucks by 
Tek N ek Toys In te rn a tio n a l o f 
Grapevine, Texas. C P S C  said the 
screw and nut assembly attach ing 
the steering wheel to the toy can 
com e loose, posing a p o ten tia l 
choking hazard. D ie  com pany has

received a report that an 18-m onth- 
old boy died after ingesting a screw 
that becam e caught in his lungs.

A cco rd in g  to  th e  com m ission , 
M attel has received 14 reports o f cuts, 
scrapes and o ther injuries from the 
Batm obiles. Four o f the injuries re­
quired medical treatm ent.

D ie  agency announced  th e toy 
recall# as it launched an awareness 
cam paign about older recalled prod­
ucts that may still he lurking in c o n ­

sumers' homes.
A m ong some o f the biggest h id ­

den hazards: ch ild ren ’s jackets  with 
drawstrings that present a strangula­
tion danger and baby cribs that do 
not m eet federal safety standards.

“ It is o ften  the oldest products 
that present th e  m ost serious haz­
a rd s ,"  said C P S C  c h a irm a n  H al 
S tratto n . “H and-m e downs and old 
ch ild ren ’s products may have sen ti­
m ental value to parents and consum ­

ers, but more importantly they may 
no longer be safe to use.”

S tra tto n  also urged resale, co n ­
signm ent and thrift stores to check 
th eir stocks to  m ake certa in  these 
oldei products aren 't being sold to 
consum ers.

T h e  B a tm o b ile s  w ere sold for 
about $ 3 0  at retail and toy stores na­
tionw ide from June 2003  to this past 
February. Parents are advised to take 
the toys away from children and con ­
tact M attel at 8 8 8 -2 7 1 -9 8 9 1  for free 
replacem ent wings.

T h e  ride-on toys by Tek Nek were 
sold for about $ 3 0  nationw ide begin­
ning in Decem ber of 2002. They were 
bought under five model names: But­
terfly G irl, Fire Rescue, Mermaid, Po­
lice  C a r and T o n k a  C on stru ction  
Crew.

Kerry campaign hits a snag —  criticizing 
Bush while still supporting U .S. troops

B O ST O N  (A P ) —  Jo h n  Kerry 
is caught in a political quagmire: 
How do you c ritic iz e  th e  Bush 
administration’s policy in Iraq w ith­
out underm ining the A m erican  
troops fighting —  and lasing their 
lives —  there?

W ith  the Dem ocratic presiden­
tial nom ination locked up, Kerry is 
adjusting his message for a general- 
election  cam paign rather than  a 
primary effort aimed at die-hard 
D em ocrats who are v ehem ently  
anti-war.

Yet Kerry does not want to ap­
pear to be speaking against U .S . 
forces when he contends, as he did 
Tuesday in Rhode Island, “T h e  way 
the president went about this was 
more than a mistake, in the sense 
that the president broke promises. 
... He promised he would go to  war 
as a last resort. He broke every one 
o f those promises.”

Kerry wrote in a  colum n for T h e  
W ashington Post that he is com ­
mitted to building a stable govern­
m ent in Iraq —  even increasing 
U .S . troops if  necessary —  but 
chided Bush for failing to gather the 
in tern ation al support needed to 
make the country more secure and 
gain the trust o f the Iraqi people.

“Because of the way the W hite 
House has run the war, we are left 
with the United States hearing most 
o f the costs and risks associated with 
every aspect of the Iraqi transition,” 
Kerry wrote. “W e have lost lives, 
tim e, momentum and credibility. 
And we are seeing increasing num­
bers o f Iraqis lashing out at the 
United States to express their frus­
tration over what the Bush admin­
istration has and hasn’t done.”

Kerry continued that line Tues-

day night, complaining Bush failed to 
explain how he would stabilize Iraq 
when he met with reporters at the W hite 
House in a prime-time news conference 
that dealt heavily with the war.

"W e need to set a new course in 
Iraq,” Kerry said in a statem ent.

W hile they don’t make up a m a­
jority o f the electorate, Dem ocratic ac­
tivists are a key financial and political 
base for Kerry. If he appears too sup­
portive o f the war, his base vote turns 
surly. A t the same time, being rabidly 

a n ti-w a r  risks 
turning off swing 
v o ters  lik ely  to  
d e c id e  a c lo s e  
election .

“T h e  problem 
in general in poli­
tics when a candi­
date chooses to be 
critical of som e­
thing happening 
internationally is 
it can be seen as 
n o t  su p p orting  
the troops or be­
ing weak interna­
tionally,” M ich i­
gan State Univer­
sity political science professor David 
Rohde said. “H e’s got to worry that his 
criticism  is being taken as a lack o f sup­
port for the troops."

In a nod to that sentim ent, Kerry 
always opens his remarks with praise 
for A m erican troops in Iraq.

W h en  students at the University 
o f New Hampshire on M onday asked 
Kerry to explain his Iraq positions, his 
responses reflected subtle if important 
distinctions with Bush policies rather 
than direct opposition.

For instance, Kerry told them  Bush 
should involve other countries in the

war, but said he would leave the 
U nited  S tates  in charge o f military 
operations. A lthough he was critical 
o f an "arbitrary” June 3 0  deadline to 
turn over authority in the country, he 
said he would support the move be­
cause o f increasing restiveness in Iraq 
about the U .S . occupation.

“1 think it was a mistake to set an 
arbitrary deadline because the mea­
surement is the stability of Iraq," Kerry 
told the students. “Now the date has 
som ewhat taken hold in Iraq.”

J e f f r e y  
G o ld fa rb , with 
the New School 
fo r S o c ia l R e­
sea rch  in New 
York, said part of 
th e  problem 
Kerry faces is his 
position on the 
war is not easy to 
explain.

"I think Kerry 
has some mcon- 
s i s t e n c i e s , "  
G o ld farb  said. 
“He appears to be 
on both sides of 
the issue. He rec­

ognizes som e justification for the war, 
but is deeply critical o f the way the 
war has been carried out."

C o m p lica tin g  Kerry’s rhetorical 
mission is his own record: He voted 
against the 1991 G u lf War, voted in 
1992 to  authorize the first President 
Bush to use force in Iraq, then voted 
last year against spending an addi­
tional $87 billion on the war. Not only 
must he take tim e to explain why he 
believes these positions are not con­
tradictory, Kerry has left himself open 
to charges from Republicans that he’s 
trying to have it both ways on the war.

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Market ready for birth control pills for men
IA P ) —  More than 40 years after T h e Pill 

hit the market for women, scientists are still try­
ing to come up with a version for m en

“Why.'" some women might ask. M en don’t 
get pregnant

Men do account for nearly a third of all con­
traceptive use in the United States and world­
wide. And right now, they're basically limited to 
condoms and vasectomies.

So experts see a market for a male Pill, even if 
it’s not actually a pill, and some large studies to 
develop one are in progress. In China, hundreds 
of men are getting injections once a month. In 
Europe, more th in  300 men are signing up to get 
2-inch rods implanted in their arms anti take irtr 
jections every three months.

The research quest is hardly new but it could 
get its own shot in tire arm later this year. The 
federal government plans to gather researchers, 
representatives of drug companies and federal 
regulators to figure out where the research should 
be going.

“W e’re pushing to move it forward,” said Rob­
ert Spinas, chief o f the contraception and repro­
ductive health branch o f the National Institute 
of Child Health and Human Development.

New contraceptives for men would be wel­
come, experts say.

“T he more options that are available, the 
more likely a couple will find an option that fits 
very neatly into their particular lifestyle," said Dr. 
Vanessa Cullins, vice president for medical af­
fairs of the Planned Parenthood Federation of 
America.

The focus for developing contraceptives has 
been on women for some time, she noted, but 
“men are partners in heterosexual sexual activ­
ity, and in heterosexual attempts to prevent preg­
nancy. So it’s only right that there be more op­
tions that men can consider."

“The shocker for most people is that men are 
interested in contraception, are actually using a 
lot c f  contraception,” said researcher Dr. John 
Amory \J University of Washington in Seattle.

Noting that men provide nearly a third of all 
contraceptive use despite “pretty limited options,” 
Amory said, “I think there’s a market there.”

Besides condoms and vasectomy, men re­
cently gained another contraceptive option: the 
“Vasclip,” a device about the size of a grain of rice 
that a physician can instill in the testes to block 
the flow of sperm. It’s considered permanent O f

course, there is also abstinence.
Researchers generally envision a male ver­

sion of the Pill used by men 
in com m itted relation­
ships. Other couples should 
be using a condom anyway 
to prevent sexually trans­
mitted diseases, experts say.

Besides, the hormonal 
approach that hasattracted 
tire most research so far 
takes about three months 
to shut off fertility, hardly 
fast enough for a man who's 
just Landed a hot date.

T h e  male Pill might 
not really be a pill at all, at 
least at first. It might in­
stead require a long-lasting 
injection or a small implant 
given under local anesthe­
sia, or both. That’s mostly 
a result of the biology, but 
experts say it’s not entirely a bad thing.

A n injection that lasts for, say, three months 
or more would take away the pressure of remem-

benng to take a pill regularly, notes Diana Blithe, 
director of a male contraceptive development pro­

gram at N1CHD. And an 
implant in a man’s arm a 
woman could feel would 
“provide ready proof that he 
is taking the contraceptive,” 
said Bernard R obaire of 
McGill University.

A pparently th a t’s no 
drawback for men. Amory 
recalls in a study some time 
ago, “the guys were proud of 
their implants. They were 
conversation starters at cock­
tail parties. They would ha ve 
a woman feel their arm.” 

Scientists have known 
for 50 years that it should be 
possible to fiddle with a man’s 
horm ones and make him 
sterile for a while. That hasn’t 
produced a marketed prod­

uct for lots of reasons, like sporadic research fiind- 
mg, cultural concerns and limited interest by drug 
companies, a report from the Institute of Medi­

cine noted.
“I think there may have been a social feeling 

that men would be less willing to do this (prac­
tice contraception), that they aren't the ones who 
end up with the responsibility of the pregnancy if 
it occurs," Blithe said. “So the women needed at 
least initially to be able to control their own bod­
ies, since they're the ones who ultimately end up 
with the consequences.

“I think that’s why drug companies initially 
at least didn’t have as much of an interest. The 
feeling was it was already taken care of, more or 
less. They didn’t see a big profit margin in it.”

Then there’s the biology.
Consider the challenge a contraceptive drug 

faces. If you block one egg a month in a woman, 
you’ve done your job. A  man produces about 100 
million sperm a day. “Probably, as little as 5 per­
cent of those sperm are enough to maintain fer­
tility," Robaire said. If so, a drug that blocks even 
95 percent of sperm production w> xildn’t help.

Men wouldn’t be willing to accept much in 
the way of side effects. So you want an extremely 
high degree of effectiveness with few if any side 
effects, Robaire said. “You couldn’t ask more of a 
drug,” he said. “It's really the ultimate challenge.”

Tenet, Mueller: America needs 
time to fully combat terrorism

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P ) —  Enor­
mous intelligence and law enforcement 
gaps that contributed to the Sept. 11 
attacks are being filled, but it will take 
years more for America to build the 
needed systems to effectively combat 
terrorists, the heads of the FBI and C IA  
said Wednesday.

C IA  Director George Tenet and 
FBI Director Robert Mueller went be­
fore the commission investigating the 
2001 hijackings after the panel’s staff 
released statements harshly criticizing 
the C IA  for failing to fully appreciate 
the threat posed by al-Qaida prior to 
Sept. 11 and questioning the FBI’s re­
organization efforts.

“It was a damning report of a sys­
tem that’s broken, that doesn’t func­
tion,” said commission member John 
Lehman, a former Navy secretary, re­
ferring to flaws found in the intelligence 
system.

Tenet, making his second appear­
ance before the commission in three 
weeks, said that in the 1990s the C IA  
lost 25 percent of its personnel, was not 
hiring new analysts and faced disarray 
in its training o f clandestine officers 
who work overseas to penetrate terror 
cells and recruit secret informants.

Although strides have been made 
since the attacks, Tenet said it would 
take five more years to “have the kind 
o f clandestine service our country

needs.” The National Security Agency, 
which handles electronic surveillance, 
and U .S. mapping and analytic intelli­
gence agencies also need time and sus­
tained funding to improve, he said.

“You can’t build this community in 
fits and starts. It won’t happen and the 
country will suffer,” Tenet said.

Mueller recounted a range of steps 
the FBI has taken since the Sept. 11 
attacks to improve its intelligence ca­
pabilities, sharpen its focus on terror­
ism and replace outmoded technology. 
He urged the panel to let those im­
provements continue and not to risk 
derailing them by recommending cre­
ation of a new domestic intelligence 
agency outside the FBI.

“W e don’t want to have historians 
look back and say, ’O K , you won the 
war on terrorism but you lost your civil 
liberties,"’ Mueller said. “W e have be­
come, since Sept. 11, a member of the 
intelligence community in ways we 
were not in the past.”

T he commission has been gather­
ing information for more than a year 
and will release a final report in July. 
Among the issues it will consider is 
whether fundamental changes in U .S. 
intelligence gathering is needed.

The staff report on the CLA cred­
ited the agency with collecting a vast 
array o f intelligence on Osama bin 
Laden and al-Qaida, which resulted in

thousands of individual reports circu­
lated at the highest U .S. government 
levels.

These carried titles such as “Bin 
Laden Threatening to Attack U .S. A ir­
craft” in June 1998 and “Bin Liden’s 
Interest in Biological and Radiological 
Weapons" in February 2001.

Despite this intelligence, the C IA  
never produced an authoritative sum­
mary of al-Qaida’s involvement in piast 
terrorist attacks, nor did it fully appre­
ciate bin Laden’s role as the leader o f a 
growing extremist movement. Even 
though al-Qaida had been formed in 
1988 after the Soviet Union abandoned 
Afghanistan, the C IA  didn’t recognize 
it as an organization until 1999, the re­
port said.

“Before the attack we found uncer­
tainty am ong senior officials about 
whether this was just a new and espe­
cially venomous version of the ordinary 
terrorist threat America had lived with 
for decades, or was radically new, pos­
ing a threat beyond any yet experi­
enced,” the commission statement said.

Tenet strenuously took issue with 
that conclusion —  “T hat’s flat wrong,” 
he said —  noting that the C IA  put in 
placeaplan to combat al-Qaida in 1999 
that included clandestine intelligence 
inside Afghanistan using 25 people and 
movement of a spy satellite to increase 
coverage of the terror training campis.

W ith three duup îteis in Iraq, John and 
Lori Witmer had a family Web site 
with photos from Baghdad, notes to 
home and messages of encouragement.

“Keep praying! They're almost 
home!" a recent entry says.

The top notice, dated Sunday, car­
ried grim news: “W e regret to inform 
you that Michelle Witmer was killed 
in action April 9 th ...”

The 20-year-old private dial when 
her Hum vee was ambushed in 
Baghdad, making her the first woman 
in the Wisconsin National Guard to 
die in com bat

Her family is asking the military to 
stop her sistere from being sent back to 
Iraq after thus week’s funeral.

“I can’t live another year like I’ve 
lived this one," John Witmer told The 
Associated Press. “The sacrifice that 
this family’s made can never be under­
stood by someone who hasn’t gone 
through it.. It’s a burden 1 can’t bear. 
My family can’t bear it"

The sistets arrived home Monday, two 
days before Michelle’s funeral, and indi­
cated they would need a week to mull 
over their options, he said. “In the end, it 
is going to be my girls’ decision.”

Michelle’s 24-year-old sister, Rachel, 
served in the same unit, the 32nd Mili­
tary Police Company, which was expected 
to leave Iraq shortly but just had 
its duty extended 120 days.

C h arity  W itm er,
Michelle’s twin, was sent to 
Iraq late last year as a medic 
with Company B of the Wis­
consin Guard’s 118th Medi­
cal Battalion. Tire Witmers also 
have two sons.

Army spokesman Lt. Col. Kevin 
Curry said Defense Department policy 
states if a soldier dies while serving in a 
hostile area, other soldiers of the same fam­
ily are exempt from serving in a hostile 
area if they request. The request must 
come from the soldiers themselves.

John Winner acknowledged the fi­
nal decision of whether to return will be

up to hisdaughters. But he said they woukl 
have to understand “how tereibly we need 
to know they’re not going back.'

Witmer said he worried about his 
daughters joining the military but felt duty 
with the National Guard would be rela­
tively safe, especially with a military po­
lice unit

“My daughters wanted the 
freedom of being able to call 

their shots with their educa­
tion,” he said. “They were 
using that to go to school.” 

Asked on N BC s Today” 
A  whether U.S. actions in Iraq 

®  were justified, Witmer said it 
was a difficult issue to sort out, but he 

recalled daughter Michelle’s comments.
“She felt that she had made a differ­

ence in that culture and that there was a 
liberation that went on,” he said. “She 
was also very concerned that if we had a 
knee-jerk reaction to some of these hor­
rible things that were happening, that 
thousands of Iraqi people would suffer 
from a swift e x it”

T h e  form asked m e to rate my exp eri­
ences w ith different departm ents and then  
asked for general com m ents about th e  ad­
m inistration of the university.

T h ese  questions actually caused about 
two m inutes o f thought that n ight as I was 
filling it out, but th e  n e x t m orning as I took 
the long w alk from  my car to  H old en H all 1 
started th ink in g  about it m ore and realized 
although I have had good exp eriences w ith 
som e departm ents a t T exas T ech , my c o n ­
tact w ith o th er departm ents has been  c o n ­
sistently negative, and there is o n e  underly­
ing reason for these bad experiences.

T h a t reason is the focus o f these depart­
m ents is not on  serving the student popula­
tion and facilitating the sim plest, quickest 
method o f getting through the academ ic pro­
cess but somewhere else. Now, this may com e 
as a shock to  some departments, but the pri­
mary purpose o f  the university is actually to 
give students an education, so most univer­
sity' departments should be geared toward cus­
tom er (i.e. student) service.

A s 1 said, n o t all th e  departm ents lack 
this focus. I have n o t really had problem s 
w ith the graduate school, history dep art­
m en t o r S tu d en t Business S erv ices; they 
have all been  friendly and helpful, so this 
colum n is n o t all about trashing T e ch  bu­
reaucracy in general, just p o in ting  out an 
area that could use som e im provem ent.

T h e  fin a n cia l aid  o ffice  is o n e  o ffice  
where the focus seems to have shifted  from  
serving students to  m oving students through 
w ith a m inim um  o f fuss and n o t allow ing 
people and individual problem s to get in the 
way o f their carefully structured m achine.

1 o n ce  called  them  to  m ake an  ap p o in t­
m ent so 1 could ask questions and get clari-

fication  about a problem  1 was having w ith 
my financial aid. N ot only did they n o t want 
to  m ake an appointm ent, the representative 
I spoke to d idn’t w ant m e to  com e in and 
proceeded to  give m e the same inform ation 
over th e  phone I already had in the letter 
th a t had raised the questions in th e  first 
place, getting ruder throughout the  few m in­
utes o f  th e  phone call.

My few o ther con tacts  w ith financial aid 
hav e left m e feeling sim ilarly dismissed as 
irrelevant to  the  process, w hich  is funny, 
because my financial aid process should re­
volve around me.

A nd just so th e  adm inistrative depart­
m ents don’t feel picked o n , 1 have had an 
equally terrible exp erience w ith o n e  o f  the  
academ ic departm ents. I w anted to  do h eri­
tage m anagem ent as my m inor, w hich  is 
under th e museum scien ce  program. H ow ­
ever, that departm ent refused to  allow  me 
to  take only the requirem ents to m eet my 
degree plan, but insisted 1 take m ore hours 
th an  necessary to  m eet their program  re­
quirem ents even though 1 would receive no 
certifica tio n  or recognition at all from  their 
dep artm ent, o ther than  having th e  courses 
listed on  my transcript.

A  professor in the d ep artm ent also is the 
only  o n e  I have ever had w ho m ade it per­
fectly  clear th e  professor’s o th e r  work was 
m ore im portant th an  teach in g , and co n se­
quently d idn’t have o ffice hours because he 
o r she w ouldn't be there for th em  anyway.

It would be sim ple enough for anyone in 
th e  m useum  scien ce  program  to  find  the 
professor, but for those o f  us outside the d e­
partm ent it would have been  difficult to  just

stop by the professor’s office regularly until 
h e  or she was available.

I also had to chase this professor down 
th e h all a fter class to  discuss a personal m at­
ter, as th e  professor had already left the class 
by the tim e I got to th e  front o f  th e  room . 
A gain , th e  focus on th e student was sub­
verted to o ther programs w ithin  the d epart­
m ent.

T h e se  are th e  two dep artm ents where 
th e ir  o th e r-th a n -stu d e n t o r ie n ta tio n  has 
caused m e th e  most headaches, but 1 know 
these are n o t the  on ly  two. 1 have had d eal­
ings w ith a  few o th er departm ents that have 
a sim ilar problem , and I have heard from 
o th er students about o ther departm ents that 
m anifest the same lack  o f  proper focus. O n e  
problem  is there  is a lo t o f  bureaucracy- in ­
volved in a university that its staff deals with, 
but obviously there is a way to handle that 
w ithout “handling” students because some 
d ep artm ents work well w ith students.

G o in g  to  college is a d ifficu lt enough 
exp erien ce for many o f us as it is. W e have 
to  deal w ith  the shock o f  th e  price o f  books 
and tu ition , learning self-d iscipline, m eet­
ing deadlines and passing som e classes about 
w hich we d on 't have a clue.

T h e  university departm ents should func­
tio n  in  such a way to m ake this all easier, 
n o t just an o th er head ach e to  deal w ith, b e­
cause th e  student body is its custom er base 
and the university’s primary focus should be 
gettin g  them  a quality education w ithout 
forcing the students to  jum p through mul­
tiple hoops just to  m ake sure their tu ition  is 
paid and they can  graduate.

A ll it would take is a  sim ple evalu ation  
o f  the  d ep artm ent and  a n  ad ju stm en t to 
realign  th e  d ep artm ent to  m eet stud ents’ 
need s as individuals, n o t as cogs in  th e  
m ach in e .

A lthough the Democrats will attack this 
docum ent and dissect it for evidence o f their 
case, the information they are looking for is 
just not there.

It is a m ean 
in c o m e , m ea n in g  h a lf  o f  A m e rica n s  
m ake m ore and h a lf o f A m erican s m ake 
less. T h is  exam ple m ight be average, but 
it ’s n o t a t  a ll typical.

T h e  biggest lie is the  9 8  p ercen t tax  
cu t. Bush m ight be cu ttin g  incom e tax 
by 9 8  percent, but in reality, there is only 
a 24  p ercent cu t in  total taxes.

“T otal taxes?" you say. “W h a t else is 
out there besides incom e taxes T

W ell ... there are those little  things 
called  S o cia l Secu rity  and M edicare.

T h e se  w hittle  dow n your p aycheck 
to  noth ing . I f  you th in k  incom e taxes 
are bad, it gets worse. A b o u t 75  p ercent 
o f  A m erican s pay m ore in payroll taxes

T h e re ’s a  lo t o f  people out there -  more than 
h a lf  -  th a t d o n ’t m ake $ 8 7 ,9 0 0  a year. Those 
people pay a big ch u n k  in payroll taxes and 
th e n  a n o th e r  big ch u n k  in incom e tax from 
salaries.

N o t to  sound b itte r  about being a poor 
co lleg e  stud en t, but the  people helped the 
m ost are th e  rich , those people whose in­
co m e  com es n o t  from  w orking, but from in­
v estm en ts. T h o s e  people d o n ’t have to pay 

salary tax , as they d o n ’t h av e  a  salary. Those 
people d o n ’t h a v e  to  pay payroll tax, as they 
are n o t o n  a payroll. N ow  those people get a 
h e ll o f  a tax  break.

T h o u g h  you m ig h t h e a r  about the 
ch ild  prodigy w ho invested  h is lemonade 
m oney wisely and by age 21 is a billionaire, 
th a t is n o t a t all th e  norm . S o m e students 
d o n ’t  file  taxes, som e students let their par­
en ts file th e ir  taxes for th em  and some just 
do it all by th e ir  lonesom e. O dds are you 
w eren’t affected  by th e  tax  cuts.

H ow ever, you should realize when you 
jo in  the work force , it probably wouldn't be 
as th e  v ice  president. H ell, it probably won’t 
be an y th in g  n ear th at glam ourous and cer­
tain ly  will n o t pay as w ell. T h e se  tax cuts 
w on’t h e lp  th e  typical student who grows 
up to  be th e  typical taxpayer.

T ax return form s w ill co n tin u e  
to be av ailab le to  students, faculty 
and com m u n ity  m em bers in th e  
basem ent o f  th e  T e ch  library.

T h o m a s  T . R o h r ig , a ss is ta n t 
head o f g o v e rn m e n t d o cu m en ts  
and maps at th e  T e ch  library, said 
the T ech  library has provided the 
forms for m ore th an  15 years.

“A  lot o f people com e to exp ect 
having these form s out h e re ,"  he 
said.

T h e  form s a lso  are a v a ila b le  
o n lin e  at the IR S  W eb  site.

T h e re  are three basic kinds o f 
personal incom e tax  form s av ail­
able.

“It  is my im p re ss io n  th a t  
m ost students do th e ir  ow n in ­
com e ta x ,” R ohrig  said. “T h ere  
are so many p ick in g  up form s for 

them selves.”

A ve. will rem ain op en  until 10 
p.m . Thursday night.

T h e  C o a litio n  C om m u n ity  
A ss is ta n ce  V o lu n teers  w ill be 
available at the b ran ch  from 4 
p.m . un til 9  p.m.

W h e n  an undergraduate com es 
to  T e ch , they are a b le  to  n o t only 
take classes, but a lso  be a part o f 
student o rg an izatio n s, W h itm o re  
said. T h e  m ain c o n c e rn  o f  the  stu­
d en t was th e  funds a llo c a te d  to 
graduate student organizations.

"N o t to  say th a t graduate stu­
dents shouldn’t get a fair share, but 
the S G A  is n o t a m a jo r source for 
th at,” W hitm ore said. “T h e  primary 
fu n ction  o f the S G A  is to  support a 
variety o f student organizations.”

A n o th e r  s tu d e n t q u e stio n e d  
the increase in salary for football

co a ch  M ike L each . H is co n ce rn  
focused about w hether th e  m oney 
would be used b e tter for the im ­
p rovem ent o f ed u catio n  at T e ch  
instead o f being used for the  a th ­
letic  program.

Despite the con cern , W hitm ore 
assured the student the revenue for 
the salary increase does n o t com e 
from  th e  tu itio n  or fees students 
pay each semester. Instead, the rev­
e n u e  m ostly  co m e s  from  t ic k e t  
sales and donations.

In  fact, 94  to  9 5  p ercen t o f  the 
a th le tic  budget is self-p rod u ced , 
w hile 4  to 5 p ercen t com es from 
the university.

O f  the  $ 5 0 0  m illio n  budget for 
T ech , $35  m illio n  goes to  th e  a th ­
le tic  dep artm ent, W h itm o re  said.

A n o th er topic at the ev en t was 
te x tb o o k  p rices. W h e n  stud ents 
begin classes in th e  sum m er and

fall, they may n o tice  the price for 
textbooks has increased. O n e  stu­
d en t expressed  c o n c e rn  becau se 
the publishers o f textb o o ks create  
new editions each year for m inim al 
changes in the  text.

S o m e field s, su ch  as b iology, 
change so rapidly th a t it is n eces­
sary  to  p r in t  a new  e d i t io n ,  

W h itm o re  said.
“It would be a d isservice to  have 

a three-year-old  b o o k ,” he said.
T o  assure th e  ch a n g es  are o f 

substantial value, W h itm o re  said 
he could speak w ith faculty  m em ­
bers to ch e ck  on  the situ ation .

A lth ou gh  the coffee  w ith the 
president m eeting was the last of 
the sem ester, students w ith ques­
tions and con cern s can  co n ta ct the 
S G A  on  th e  third floo r o f the S tu ­
dent U n io n  building or ca ll (8 0 6 )

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could claim  throughout a semester.
“W e looked  at the possibility of 

putting a lim it on  the number o f ap­
proved absences, hut we cam e to the 
con clusion  that to  have a set num ­
ber o f  ab sen ces  (a  stud en t could 
c la im )  w ould  b e  p r o b le m a t ic ,” 
Johnson  told th e S en a te . “T h e re ’s 
a lot o f d ifferent situations that can 
arise th at need to  be considered.” 

V ice  Provost Liz H all asked the 
S en ate  to clarify the language o f the 
proposal. W arn in g  th at the ch an g ­
ing o f any operating policy to m an­
date a process is o ften  difficult.

“W h en  an O P  says ‘m ust,’ w hat 
happens when (instru ctors) d on ’t?” 
she asked. “W h a t if  an instructor 
d o esn ’t hav e a n  ab sen ce  p o licy? 
'M ust’ is a very strong word."

T h e  issue was la te r  c la r ifie d  
when the S en ate  agreed instructors 
are typically given freedom  to set

their own attendance policies, and 
an  officially excused absence would 
only guarantee a student’s ability to 
makeup missed class work.

In  o th er business, th e  S e n a te  
agreed to resend a letter asking T ech  
President Jo n  W hitm ore to  review 
a proposal that allows for the in clu ­
sion  o f  sexual o rie n ta tio n  in th e 
university’s E E O C  statem ent regard­
ing discrim ination.

Last N ovem ber, the S en ate  sent 
a letter to  W hitm ore asking for a 
review  o f the  proposal, but a re ­
sponse has yet been received.

S en a to r C lifto n  E llis outlined  
th e goal o f the S e n a te ’s recom m en­
dation to include sexual orientation  
as a com ponent o f the univr rsity’s 
E E O C  statem ent.

“W e wrote to (W h itm o re) and 
have received no response,” he said. 
“T h e  U niversity o f Texas has sexual 
orientation included in their E E O C  
statem ent so we want to know what 
the problem is with Texas T ech  hav­
ing o n e .”

Man driving stolen cars allegedly 
runs down pedestrians, killing one

(A P ) —  A  man drove a pair of 
stolen vehicles across three cou n­
ties W ednesday and apparently 
w ent out o f h is way to h it at least 
five pedestrians along th e  way, 
k illing  one o f them , police said.

A  suspect w earing a T -sh irt 
and boxer shorts was eventually 
arrested in Fuquay-Varina, where 
he had driven a pickup truck that 
apparently was stolen from one of 
the pedestrians after the first ve­
hicle was abandoned, police said.

Police said they had n o t been 
able to identify him .

“W e hav e no idea w hat his 
m otivation was during this entire 
incid ent,” said Fayetteville police 
Lt. K atherine Bryant.

“It looks like he pulled in to  
n e ig h b o r h o o d s  lo o k in g  fo r 
p eople,” B ryant said. “H e didn’t 
stay on  m ain streets .”

T h e  violence started w ith the 
theft o f a van belonging to the city 
o f Fayetteville, authorities said.

Bryant said a m aintenance de­
p artm ent em ployee started  the 
van to warm up the engine and 
left it parked. N o one saw the van 
being taken , she said.

O v er the n e x t hour and 45 
m in u tes, th e  th ie f  drove from  
Fayettev ille  to  the  R aleigh  area, 
apparently deliberately  running

dow n p e d e s tr ia n s , a c c o rd in g  to 
Fay ettev ille  p o lic e  an d  th e  state 
highway patrol.

T h e  first v ictim  was h it w ithin 
m inutes after th e  v an  was stolen, 
F a y e tte v ille  p o lic e  sa id . D avid  
M cC ask ill, who is in his 70s, was 
walking his dog w hen  he was h it, 
police said.

T h e  driver put the van in reverse 
and tried run over M cC a sk ill a sec­
ond tim e, but m issed, au th orities 
said. W itnesses said th e  driver got 
out o f the van and heat M cC askill 
w ith his hands, th e n  drove away 
w hen neighbors ca m e ou t o f their 
houses, Fay ettev ille  p o lice  said.

M cC ask ill was hospitalized for 
treatm en t o f n o n -life -th rea ten in g  
injuries.

T h e  v a n  was la te r  foun d  in  
C um berland  C o u n ty . Fay ettev ille  
police said th e o n e  person know n 
to  h a v e  b e e n  k i l le d  w as found  
pinned under the van , but it was not 
c lear w hen or w here th e  person was 
struck. A t least tw o o th er people 
a ls o  h a d  b e e n  s tr u c k  a f te r  
M cC ask ill.

A fter th e  van was abandoned, 
th e  driver apparently stole a pickup 
truck, w hich struck at least o n e  per­
son , and was arrested  o n  foot in 
Fuquay-Varina after th e  pickup h it 
another v eh icle  and w ent o ff a road.

t becomes glaringly obvious after the first 
15 minutes o f “T he W hole Ten Yards," a 
sequel to 20 0 0 ’s “T h e W hole N ine Yards,” 
the film has no reason to exist.
T h e  original film, about a dentist (M at­

thew  Perry) who finds a retired  h it  man 
(B ruce W illis) has moved in next door to 
him , U’as mildly charm ing and only halfway 
succeeded because of the charm ing Amanda 
Peet as a wannabe assassin.

“T en Yards" does not stand on its own -  it 
is necessary for viewers to have seen “N ine 
Yards” to understand the relationships be­
tween characters and jokes that refer to the 
original movie.

But the new film has almost com pletely 
lost touch with the original characters, and 
w hat’s worse is they aren’t given m uch to do.

In the original film, Oz Oseranski (Perry) 
and Jim m y “T h e  T ulip ” Tudeski (W illis )  
knocked off gangster Jani Gogolak (K evin

Poliak).
In the new film , G ogolak’s father, Lazio 

(P oliak  again) has just gotten  out o f the 
slam m er and is on  a m ission of revenge. 
Poliak is probably the only aspect o f the film 
that ever inspires chuckles, as his character 
is so obviously over the top. H e’s the com ic 
relief in the midst o f a myriad of unfunny se­
quences.

Tudeski and his wife Jill (P eet) are hiding 
out in M exico. Sh e is still trying to  get her

first real kill, and he stays hom e dressed in 
an apron and head cloth  and seems to  have 
gone nuts. He obsesses over making dinner, 
cleaning the house and making sure no one 
messes up the floor rug.

It would have been a funny gag, but there’s 
never a reason given for it, and the joke is 
repeatedly rammed down our throats.

W h en  Lazio kidnaps Oz’s wife, C ynthia  
(N atasha H enstridge), who still inexplicably 
has the hots for T h e  Tulip, her ex-husband, 
Oz goes to J immy for help.

Jim m y, J i l l  and Oz decide to  go after 
C ynthia. But there’s also a schem e going on 
here, we discover, that isn’t fully explained 
until the last five minutes o f the movie.

T h e  characters all play like milked-cow 
versions o f  their former selves. W illis looks 
b»red as T h e  Tulip and spends most o f  the 
m ovie yelling at or smacking Perry around, 
and even P eet’s talents are grossly wasted

here.
T h e  jokes are more miss than hit, even 

though there are a few slight chuckles to be 
had. But the bad jokes are more easily remem­
bered -  a scene th a t rips o ff a jo k e  from 
“Planes, Trains, and A utom obiles" but takes 
it further into gay sex territory is awful, as is 
an embarrassing sequence where Peet clum ­
sily seduces Perry.

There's also an old woman with noisy gas, 
two idiot brothers who love to fight and a 
dim -w itted h it man who locks him self in a 
car trunk.

T h ere  are several action  sequences, other 
than characters repeatedly smacking one an ­
other, but they fail to generate any laughs or 
excitem ent.

Perry tries to com pensate for the misfired 
jokes by running into or tripping over every­
thing in sight. O n ce  again, h e ’s brought his 
C handler Bing character from “Friends” to

the big screen, which is already a tired ch ar­

acter on the series.
O n e  only hopes with “Friends” ending, 

he can break out o f his C hand ler shell and 
explore o ther avenues. H is work o n  “T h e  
W est W ing” proves he has o ther options.

T h e  fact Poliak decided to return for this 
pointless sequel is probably the film ’s only sav­

ing grace.
His accen t, along w ith his m annerism s 

and line delivery, are never hilarious, but they 
do occasionally bring chuckles.

“T h e  W hole T en  Yards” is a constipated 
comedy that tries to breathe life into used 
characters but only yields slightly obnoxious 

flatulence.

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A ccording to national statistics 
provided by Child Protective Ser­
vices, the U nited States spends $ 258  
million each day as a direct and in­
direct result o f the abuse and neglect 
o f the nation’s children.

To bring attention to the prob­
lem in Texas, Gov. R ick  Ferry de­
clared April 2004 as C hild  Abuse 
Prevention and Awareness M onth.

"Children are the embodiment of 
our dreams and aspirations for the fu­
ture, and they have every right to 
mature in environments that are safe 
and healthy, free o f fear and victim ­
ization,” the proclamation said. “A ll 
Texans have the duty to protect ch il­
dren from abuse and neglect.”

O n e  local organization is asking 
for help from Texas Tech students to 
make sure abused children have a safe 
place to  be.

T h e  C ourt A ppointed Special 
Advocates o f  the South Plains trains 
volunteers to advocate care for ch il­
dren in foster care.

Amy N icholson-Paiva, executive 
d irec to r o f  C A S A  o f the  S o u th  
Plains, said one o f C A S A ’s main goals 
is to help children get through the 
system as quickly and safely as pos­
sible.

“W hile the children are in foster 
care, they are probably as safe as

ever,” N icholson-Paiva said. “But the 

state is not a good parent."
N icholson-Paiva said state wide in 

2003 , when a child left foster care, an 
average o f 25 m onths was spent in the 
state’s care, but under C A S A  o f the 
South Plains, the average dropped to 
17 months.

Sh e  said the cases are appointed 
to C A S A  because o f federal law.

C A S A  is a non-profit organization, 
and is funded by state and federal taxes 
and by donations and Fundraisers, ac­
cording to  Nicholson-Paiva.

“It takes about $ 1 ,1 0 0  per m onth 
per child in foster care,” N icholson- 
Paiva said. “W e are funded by taxes 
and fundraisers. W e are also a part of 
the U nited  W ay, w hich helps with 
funds from Plainview and Brownfield.”

Sh e  said volunteers are needed.
“M any o f our volunteers are Tech 

students involved with an organiza­
tion,” Nicholson-Paiva said. “Recently, 
we are also seeing a lot o f T ech  law stu­
dents because C A S A  involvem ent 
gives some experience in family law.”

N icholson-Paiva said volunteers 
must com m it one year to C A S A . Dur­
ing the time as a volunteer, visits will 
be made to the child and everyone in­
volved in the case must be in contact.
