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Junior first baseman Josh Brady
was the first Texas Tech baseball
player since 1999 to be named to the
All-America list released by USA
Today/Sports Weekly.

He led the Big 12 with 19
homeruns, is ranked second nation-
ally in RBIs with 84, and batted a
356 average. Brady also leads the Big
12 in stolen bases with 30. With

those statistics, he was selected as the
second-team first baseman behind
New Mexico State’s Billy Becher.

The last Red Raider selected for
All-America status was Josh Bard.

Along with those honors, Brady
was selected for first-team All-Big
12 with teammates junior shortstop
Cameron Blair and junior out-
fielder Michael Mask.

Senior third baseman Josh
Haney received second-team hon-
ors for the league coaches along
with senior relief pitcher Corey
Gerstner. Junior pitcher Dallas
Braden earned honorable mention.

The search for 16-year-old Joanna Kathryn
Rogers continues into its fourth week with few
leads, despite a 500-person manhunt through
the surrounding area, an Amber Alert and the
entrance of cadaver dogs.

According to the Lubbock County Sheniff’s
Department, she was last seen on at 12:20 a.m.
on May 4 when she returned home from her
job at a local sandwich shop. She had a brief
conversation with her mother before retiring

to her room. At 7 a.m., there was no trace of

Joanna. Her mother
immediately contacted
local authorities and a
regional Amber Alert
was issued on May 6.
No sign of forced
entry was reported, and
the family’s two dogs
were not alerted to any
intruders. Rogers’ be-
longings — debit card,

Rogers

keys, shoes, clothes and
cell phone — were left in her room, according

to officials.

County authorities have analyzed both
Rogers' and her mother’s computer hard drives.
They also have interviewed friends, cowork-
ers, her boyfriend and anyone else who might
have information of her whereabouts.

In the following weeks, an extensive search
has taken place in Lubbock and surrounding
areas. Volunteers from as far as Fort Worth
have come to help find missing Rogers. Cap-
tain Bill Drewell of the Lubbock County
Sheriff’s Department says the most recent vol-
unteer search on May 15 and 16 covered a 10-

mile radius from Rogers’ home.

The United Response Search and Rescue
Team, an organization involved in 30 searches
during the past year with an 87 percent recov-
ery rate, took part in the search as well. The
organization is working on the case daily and
is focusing on Rogers’ daily patterns and rou-
tines to find more information. Dana Ames,
co-founder and director of operations, said this
case is different from most on which she has
worked.

Gov. Rick Perry discussed appraisal and property tax
issues at City Hall Friday with Lubbock Mayor Marc
McDougal and other City Council members.

Perry, who proposed a 3 percent cap on property tax
appraisals, began the conference by commending the
Lubbock City Council and taxpayers, deeming their
recent actions regarding taxation “fiscally responsible.”
Perry was referring to the Council’s resolution last month
supporting a cap on appraisals and a reduction in prop-
erty rates to counteract considerable increases in valua-
tions. Specifically, the resolution reduced property taxes
by 2 cents per $100. He said resolutions like these are
the greatest protection taxpayers of Lubbock have.

The conference was timed almost perfectly, since
Lubbock County residents received their appraisals by
mail early last week. Preliminary land values have in-

Economist: rising gas prices not cause for concern|

Ginger Fulchers, a manager at
Advanced Delivery, said delivery ser-
vices in Lubbock are headed toward
rocky times because of the soaring
gasoline prices sweeping across the
United States this summer

“We held out as long as we could,”

she said. “But we were forced to raise
our delivery rates to compensate for
the rising gas prices.”

Fulchers said Advanced Delivery
raised its delivery rates 40 percent
within the past few weeks.

Advanced Delivery, a company
that specializes in transporting blood
and lab specimens is not the only
delivery service feeling the effects of

high fuel prices. Fulchers said many
delivery services in Lubbock are in
the same boat.

“As far as | know, all the other
delivery services in Lubbock have
had to raise their rates too — it’s un-
fortunate,” she said.

According to the American Au-

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“It certainly is a rarity because we
don’t know if we are dealing with an
abduction by a friend, family member,
orstranger,” Ames said. “There are very
little clues as to who is involved.”

Even so, she says the support of the
community allows her to remain hope-
ful Rogers will be found . Typically, most
searches for missing persons involve 70
to 200 volunteers. Lubbock, with some
500 volunteers, has been the largest vol
untary response that she has witnessed

“I am blown away by the support of
the Lubbock community and the un-
dying commitment that has been given
by the Sheriff’s Department,” she said.

People can help in other ways.

“It1s important for everyone in Lut
bock and surrounding areas to be as
wware as possible of their surroundings
and to take note of any changes,”
Drewell said.

Specifically, he asks farmers to check
their vacant fields and merchants check
iny empty storage units or buildings on
their property. It also is important to
notice any significant changes in the
level of traffic coming and going from
local businesses and residences

“Most importantly, people should
know that they can call the sheriff’s
department anytime and that their call
will be completely confidential,”
Drewell said.

tomobile Association, the national
average cost of a regular gallon of
gasoline i1s $2.05. This average is up
4 cents from last week’s and 55 cents
higher than last year's average for the
same week. The average price of a
gallon of gasoline in Texas is $1.93.

Gas prices did not increase over
Memorial Day weekend, however,
despite past trends. Gas prices
throughout Lubbock actually
dropped a few cents in time for the
holiday.

Jeff Edwards, an assistant profes-
sor of economics at Texas Tech, said
the increase in gas prices should be
temporary.

“Everyone is whining for noth-
ing,” he said. “We are not at histori-
cal highs, we are nowhere near the
prices we were at during the oil crisis
of the 1970s and 1980s.”

Americans think gas prices are
high because of what is happening
in the Middle East, but most people
do not take into account that the
United State has the largest demand
for fuel, and prices are rising because
the demand for fuel is high, Edwards

said.
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Debbie Rumsey, store manager
for the 7-Eleven on 19th Street, said
gas sales have been affected by the

rise in the price of fuel, but the com-
pany is still making the same profits.

“People are still spending the

same money value that they used too,
they just aren’t buying as many gal-
lons of gas,” she said.

It is probably funnier than the
first film, but lacks the depth pos-
sessed by the original. The anima-
tion, however, is still gorgeous.

“The Day After Tomorrow,”
opening last weekend, caters to sum-
mer moviegoers’ sadistic pleasure in
watching large cities be annihilated
and hundreds of people die, just so
long as it looks cool.

Eerie, isn't it?

But the film does look cool. In
fact, it's the main reason to see this
special effects extravaganza as direc-
tor Roland “Independence Day”
Emmerich rips Los Angeles apart
with several tornados that put the
ones in “Twister” to shame, floods
New York with a wall of water, and
then freezes it over for good measure.

The film features a dopey plot and
predictable dialogue spoken by the
load of characters straight from the
disaster movie cookie cutters - in-
cluding the homeless guy with a dog.

Dennis Quaid is the scientist who

predicts a climate change is about to
occur, which will then bring a new
ice age. But he's not so good with
estimating the time factor: first it’s
several hundred years from now, then
six to eight months, now six to eight
weeks, no wait - it's tomorrow!

Quaid is in Washington, D.C.,
when the storm hits, but his son is in
New York. Jake Gyllenhaal, who is
dating Kirsten Dunst and would be
playing Spider-man this summer had
the movie studio not fired and then
re-hired Tobey Maguire, plays
Quaid's son.

Quaid, inexplicably, decides to risk
freezing to death and drives - then
walks -to New York to find his son.

The film gets dumber as it careens
toward a simplistic ending, (“It’s
clearing up”), but the effects are what
make this film worth watching.
“Day” is often enjoyable summer ex-
citement accompanied with more
than a few eye-rolls.
